Union Company delayed, altered or with
held the election returns of this
State, or auy other State, or tampered

With them lv any way. It had noth
log whatever to do with the
returns of the State of New York except to
transmit them over its lines as prepared by
agents of the Associated Press. Allthe re
turns of thoState were collected hy tbe As
suchited Press; all the compiling waa done
in lis oitlce by itsown agents, and all bulla
tins were prepared by it and copies were
simply delivered to Mr. SomervlUe, Super-
intendent of ttie newspaper service, for gen-
eral distribution to the public, 'ibis com
puny bud nothing to do with making the
bulletins, nor did any officer or agent or
other person connected with or Interested
lo this company, except the operstors who
transmitted the returns,have access toor see
any of them until the bnlletlus had beenm ide up therefrom iv the Associated Press
office aud handed to us for public dHtrlbu
ti<m. and fhave no reason to believe that
the agents of Ihe Associated Press acted
otherwise than In a correct manner. Ordi-narily many of our offices are not kept open
for business after a o'clock p. n. To assist
In meeting the extraordinary expense of the
extra employment of several thousand night
operators we have had, for many years, ar
raiigeiueiits with press associations giving
us the privilege of selling bulletins to politleal and social clubs and other subscribing
customers. We simply took the Associated
Press bulletins as that association had made
them up aud delivered them as heretofore to
customers who had subscribed for them?no
more. The charge that returns were pur
pose Iy withheld, or that there was unusual
delay in reporting them, Is entirely false.
Instead of such delay there was extraordi-
nary promptness. Never before have reports
from so iniuy election districts been re
ceived withinso short a time. Within forty
eight hours alter the count of the ballots
hegun, returns were received from W per
cent, of the three thousand election districts
lv the state. Although the night of the
election was stormy and there was some
trouble In tbe working of the wires no delay
occurred it. any reports handed in to our
offices outside of the city of New
York, and within the city the tele
graph service was as nearly perfect
as it was possible to make 11, and the only
trouble was with some of the short wires
hastily erected for temporary use. It Is here
to be noted that heretofore tbe majorities
reported from the most populous and heretoforethe mo>taccessible counties have been
mo decisive that be popular mind has been
set at rest respecting tbe result of the elec-
tion on thefirst night, and there being no
hope or fear of a change In the general re-
sult, subsequent returns, more or less tardy,
have straggled lv unheeded. Iv two In
stances in ibis state Ihave been informed
thai the County Cinvassers who met one
week after the election this year, had
to adjourn over because the County
Clerks had up to that time been
unable to get In tbe vote of Iheir
counties. I he only other returns complained
of were those of Indiana, where, at there-
quest of the politic il committees and the
press, in the absence of any agent of the As-
sociated Press, the reports came through ns
and were sent out by our Superiuteiireut,
sir. J. V Wallick, who used every effort to
obtain all the returns as speedily as possi-
ble. I consider tho demand for any Investi-
gation of that service nude by the Indianap-
olis SrntiiH l, and also by Mr. Wallick him-
self reasonable and proper, and I have
asked the Cbitrmnn of the Indiana Demo-
cratic Stale Committee to take part in the
investigation or to name a representative to
do so. The management of thiscompany In

lionpolitical and non partisan The era
ployea represent every shade of political
opinion, und are in the company 's services
solely by virtue of their proficiency ss tele
grADhers. What their individual politic*!
opinions are has never been in auy case
called Into question; nor have their votes
ever been t'*m as-ed or ascertained . but of
those with whom I personally come in con
tact, I know that there are >julte as ramy
Democrats as Hepiiblican*.

Washington, Nov. bU?The annual report

or Attorney (leneral Brewster suggests that
allaccounts of the chief Supervisors of elec-
tions be taken in open court, under the In-
spection and examination of the District At-
torney, or Ids sworn assistant, and they
in i-t tli-nbe forwarded to the proper de-
pimncui fat further examination and re-
duction, ifdeemed advisable and necessary.
These election laws are of the highest Im-
portance to ihe general welfare, and their
proper execution Is a matter of prime neces-
sity. Their abuse, on the other hand, Isa
gre-it public wrong Ulhe guarded agalnM by
apropriate legislation, The Attorney tlener-
al directs the attention of Congress to the
want of proper legislation for criminal cases
In piL'pirlngthe iudlctmetits. He says for
DlTeosei agaiust the Culled States It Isfound
necessary lafollow the eunnnou law forms
ot tne last century, with all the technicali-
ties, verbosity, descriptions, repetitious, and
precise statements formerly required,
whereby that which should be sim-
ple and couclse wrltteu accu-
sation, becomes a lengthy aud painfully
confused mass of descriptions and allega-
tions wholly unintelligible to the
defendant who is cilled upon to au
swer to the juryselected to try the ease. To
reduce the pleading to a plain aud com pre
benaive statement the facts would serve
equally to the advantage of the Oovernraent
and the defendant, and there Is no reason
why au indictment ought not tube adjudged
sufficient and good in law which charges
crime substantially iv the lauguage of the
act prohibiting crime and prescribing nun
ishtneut,or so plainly that tne nature of the
offense charged may be easily under
stood by the jury. When it is necessary
to describe or makeaverment of any written
or printed Instrument, as tbe law now
stales such Instrument must be copied intothe indictment with literal exactuess equal
to photographic reproduction. The omis-
sion of a word that appears almost undis-
ceruable among the lines and nourishes
created by the skillof the engraver or pen-
man would be a fatal defect that might
enable a guiltyman to escape punishment.
The Attorney General points out the evils
of omission and defects in the present law
In cases of murder, manslaughter, larceny,
demurrers, motions to quash, challenges,
etc., and submits the draft of v billdesigned
to afford a remedy. In connection
withtbe subject of jury duty, he says: "It
Is the belief and common report that the
business of jury fixing nourishes to an
alarming extent in the District, and It is
certain that men live and support their
families and even become rich in the prac-
tice of this nefarious profession. As thejurysystem now exists, that unscrupulous
men should safely conduct a lucrative busi-
ness In debauching juries in the District,
should cause nn surprise, when but twenty
juror-, such as usually serve, the fact that a
juryfixer would become acquainted withat
least two or three of them in a few hours
and that would give hlina strong beginning
lv his efforts to thwart justice, with but
twenty-six Jurors serving for three
months it would not require one-third of that time for a combined
force of Jury fixers to become thoroughly
acquainted with the habits, associations,
character and business of each juror and
tbeinfluences that could be used to reach
him and bring him within their power
Then, again, what Is there to prevent one ormore well dressed and apparently respecta-
ble lookingrogues from placing themselves
tv tbe way of the marshal or his deputies to
be brought Into court as talesmen, and serv
tog upon juries to acquit their friends or
confederates?

Tho Attorney General recommends
that the Jurisdiction of the United
States Circuit and District Courts for the
Judicial district of Maryland be extended
for the purpose of securing a trial In such
courts and before juries drawn from the en-
tire State of Maryland of cases Involving
crimes committed In tbe District of Colum-
biaagainst tbe United States

The National Treasury, he says, isthegreat
centre of allurement and temptation. In
roads are made upon It through all avenues
by which It c m be approached. All plans
to defraud the government, no matter where
contrived, are mostly consummated In
Washington, aud when guilty parties are ar-rested their trial must of necessity take
place before a jury drawn In the Dis-
trict. The arrest of one set of defendanss
brings to them the sympathy and active aidof all others engaged in similar schemes.
If the defendants are wealthy, as la
often the case, by a liberal expenditure
of money they secure the acquaintance aud
friendship of prominent men who are of a
social disposition and whose open and pub
lieassociation and companionship with the
defendants Is notwithout Its help In the full
effect. When the case Is called for trial the
Government stands alone aud opposed by
mauy disadvantages, while the defendants,
aided not only by their wealth, the en- r
agement and influence of their friends, bnt
by a certain feeling of indifference whichseems to prevail In Washington con-
cerning such crimes, are permitted
to depart from the court room
triumphing In their acquittal, escaping
Ciunlshment and acandalfrlng the admlnls-
ratlon of justice. Such has been toe case

before and such willoccur again, so long as
tho Natloual Treasury Is confided solely to
tbe protection of local Juries.The Attorney General renewed tbe recom-
mendation that the system of paying United
States Marshals be changed from "foes'' to
salaries and that additional legislation be
bad tiiprotect the executive civil officers of
the government in performing their duties,
aud against the outrages committed upon
them because they have faithfullyperlormed

Attention is called to the fact that the Leg
Islature of Utah refuses toappropriate funds
for the execution of Territorial laws under
t-ongresaioual legislation. If this legislation
Is to be maintained, he says special appro-
priations must be made annually to meet
the demands of justice.
