Tbis is speoiuliy noticeable of a Sun-

day in mid-winter,as at the present sea-
son. The days do not grow very abort
here?nothing as in higher latitudes.
Tbe sun isupby shortly after aeven these
mornings and by eight tliere is a bright,
warm glow apreud over the whole face
of nature. The undimmed sun sparkles
like a sea of diamonds iron tbe glassy
surface of the measureless expanse of the
Pacific.

Wine Crop.
The reault of the first year's wine

making eu the greet vinsyatd of R.
Nadeau, n few miles south of this city,
tbis year, has been most satis-
factory . Two weeks before ths
grape orop matured Mr, Nadeau
was offered ouly $10 per ton for
bis grapes on his 2000-aore vineyard,

the first crop. At once be resolved lo
erect a winery, wbioh iv eighteen daya
was ciusbiug eighty tons daily. Hi*
cr >v of 2500 tuna or grapes at the wine-
makers' offer would have amounted, at
$10 per ton, to $25,000, whicb, for tbe
brat crop, would have paid a handsome
in erasl onthe originalinvestment. Tbe
result of bis winery, however, has made
the great vintner of Loa Augeles happy;
for, as n result of hia first experiment, b.n
haa From the 2500 tun* of grapea made
40,000 gallons of brandy; worth $1 25
per gallon, and 40.000 gallons of wine,
worth $10,000, which, withthe product
of spirits, makes the future wi.ie kinguf
Southern California a liauobtome margin.
