It
will be remembered that iv the speech
referred to, whioh be delivered on No-
reeaber 17. he aaid in elfsct, in reply
to Parnell's suggestion to give local

eelf-governmeut to Ireland, that

when he learns through a constitutional
channel what tha wishes of Ireland are
he willgive them attentive consideration
but tbat hocannot gain this knowledge
until the new Parliament meeta.

ber of the Whig branch ol the Liberal
party, having been asked to day for au
opinion on the reported scheme of home
rule lor Ireland, replied by telegraph
(hat ha maintained hia hitherto ex-
pressed convictions against home rule,

nnd could not oomineut ou any .cheme
of that nature until such sohemo bad
been fullydeclared.

DratlX December IS?The city of
Armagh in the province of Ulster waa
to-day tbe poititof an iminenae Loyalist

demonstration. The meeting eoopted n

reaoluliou expressing tbe belief that a
resort to borne rale principles would be
certain sooner or later to eventuate in

oivil war, and ethorliiig the Loyalist
parly to go to tho utmost length in re
slating the efforts of the home rule eii-

vocates The resolution commended
the Loyalists in Ireland to the
aympatby of Protestants through-
out the British Kingdom. More
tbau one of tbe speakers boaalnd witha
degree of earnestness that aroused re-

peated cheers from the listeiierj,that tbe
Loyalist party in Ireland was ready to

meet whatever issue might be presented.
"The Ulster Orangemen are ready to
aosaa to the front." one of the speakers
?mid great applause said, "and when
tbeir services are wanted DO.OOO men can
readily be put into the Held lor active
sarvisa iv defeuse of loyalty to the gov-
ernment."

AMINEFLOODED.

Wii.kehbarre, Pa., December 18.?
The water iv the river, at

Nanticoke, broke through the working*
of No. 1 slope of the Susquehanna Coal
Company thi* morning, and at noon
tbe re was about six feet of water In the
?lope. The alarm was sent through tbe
workings when danger wa* apparent,
aad all the men, except seven Hunga-
rians who are believed to have been
drowned, hurried to the mouth of the
slope aud were rescued.

The accounts from Nanticoke are con-
flicting. Advices received this after-
noon were to the effect tbat thirtynine
men employed on rock work inNo. I\u25a0lope were imprisoned in the upper lof's
by the rapid rising of the water. Sev-
eral miner* entered tbe slope at.l o'clock
withboat*, intending to use evsry means
to reach the men. A dispatch received
hare 6 o'clock thia evening from Nanti-
coke itated that aixty-one of the miner*
were unaccounted for and that it was
\u25a0apposed they were drowned. Later
advices state that all the men are re-
ported to be out of the mine* except

The fate of these is aa
yet unknown.

LATER ADVItEH,

The disaster at Nanticoke is more
aerions than at first supposed. The
theory that tbe water broke through tbe
bad of the river is dispelled by the fact
that the place from whence the water
cams is 4,000feet from the Susquehanna.
It flowed from a pool on the surface. It
followed the rock to a fault in the seam,
ran into tbe gaog way and slopes, thence
to tha lower workings of No. 1 slope.
When the water wa* discovered making
into the slope there were nearly a
thousand menand boys at work on va-
rious openings, hut at tbe particular *pot
where it firat appeared there wero not
over thirty peraoua. It ia reported thtt
there are now about thirtymen who are
?but in by the water and rubbish that
accumulated in tbe we*t gangway iv the
\u25a0ecoud lift of tbe Koa* seam. It is im-
possible to aay what their fate will be.
Arescuing party ia followingthe face of
the chamber* of tbat part of the gang-
way withhopes of reaching them some
time during the night. The official*say
there is no danger of the men Buffo-
eating, as they will get plenty of
air from the face* of tbe chamber*
tbat are not clogged. Pumps were put
into operation to-night. 1hey bave a
capacity of removing 2,000 gallons of
water per minute, and itis expected tbe
mine willbe clear by Monday next. Oldminers are of the opiniou tbat the men
who are abut up will be rescued alive.
At 10 o'clock this morning the company
were making every possible effort to
reach the imprisoned men. Additional
pump" are being rapidly put up. An-
other force of men haa beeu sent down
the air abaft, who will endeavor to cut
through to tbe spot where tbe imprisoned
roan are believed to be. This work will
be kept up night aud day until tbe fate
of the meu is known.

HOPES OF RRMOITR.

Information received here at 11 :u>
from Nanticoke say* tbat the water haa
subsided and a large force of men are at
work removing the .(uiokiand that
blocks the gangway. The leacuiog

party are now withinforty feet of the
men and there are strong bopea of reach-
ing them by morning. The damage to

the uune willbe extensive and it willbe
some weeks before work is returned.

THE CHINESE.

Sacramento, December 13.? The citi-

zen* Anti-Cblnese Association organized
here to-night witb a large membership.
The Association has for it*objects the
furtherance of legislation for the rid-
dance of Chinese inCalifornia and the
displacement of Chinese by white labor.
Chinese are being discharged on every
hand and from general appearances thi*
V.UI done generally. One of the boy-
cotted flour mills has discharged all of
its Chinese help. The Chinese vegeta-
ble venders and wash-houses are ao
longer patronized as formerly and the
Chinese, from want of employment, will
be forced to leave tbe capital city.

An Enpcrir marry.
Pkrin, December 18.?It is currently

reported and generally credited that the
Emperor will bo married in February
next, at which time the Empress Regent
willretire and tbe youug; Emperor take
possession of tbe Government.

Washington Notes.
Wahhinoton, December 18.?Among

the tneaaures introduced in the Senate
to day waa the following by Frye, pro-
Tiding that all future appointees as heads
of departments of the United Stales
army shall be officers selected from the
army aud nominated by thn President
antl ooutirmed by the Senate to be auoh
heads of departments for the term of

four years. It declares that this pro-
vision*shall not apply to Ihe head of any
department until that office ahall first
become vacant. The President may iv
his discretion, however, at any time
place upon the retired list any existing
bead of department and the retired list
is enlarged for that purpose.

Tbe Record contains twenty-live pagea
of nominations sent to the Senate since
the beginning of the present session.
They number about 1200oaeej.

There are indications of a protracted
debate in the Senate on tbe roaoluliou
of Butler about South Dakota. The
discussion has assumed a partisan char,

actor and a uumber uf Republican Sena
tors have entered upon the preparation

of speeches. Representative Morrison,

speaking of the movement in South Da-
kota, aaid the present Congress would
certainly not consent to a division of
Dakota and the admiieion at one-half as
a State. Tbe admission of the entire
Territory to tha IJniou might be possi-
ble.

A PENSION TO MRS. OKANT.

Tlie Matter of Dakota* Admission

Still Undecided ? Aim-uileil

House Rules Adopted._

Wahhinutiin. December 18.? Mitchell
from the Committee on Pensions, re-
ported favorably a bill granting a peu-

alou to tbe widow of General ilraut.
Tbe billwaa at once paused without de
bale.

Vest argued tbe i|uestion of Dakota's
admisaioD from a legal point of view,
and instated that uuder deciaions of tbe
United States Supreme Court ivformer
uaaaa of admission, the recent action In
Dakota was revolutionary. He cited
Jndge Cootey and other anthorities to

the effect that an enabling act was nec-
essary aa preliminary to tba admission of
a Territory as a State, and asked what
more outrageous insult could be offered
to tbe auvereiguiy of the Uuited States
than tli action of tbe men responsible

for the recent developments lv Dakota.
He uffered as independent of tbe resolu-
tion of Kutler a resolution to the effect
that the memorial from persons calhug
themselves the State Executive Commit-
tee of Dakota be considered as coming
onlyfrom private individuals of Dakota.
The resolution was laid over and ordered
printed.

Logan enquired if itwas revolutionary
for the citizens of a territory to get to-
gether and present their claims to be
admitted as a .State, tbey taking care to
provide In Iheir new Constitution that
they should not be aState untilCongress
should approve their Constitution. He
thought It unfair for the Senators to re
gard the action iv Dakota as revolution-
ary until they should set up as a State,
undertake to perform the functions of a
State and assume the powers of fttate<
hood-

Butler laid be bad misapprehended
what constituted a State if the election
of Senators and Judges was net exercis-
ing Statehood.

Logan replied that thn was done so
as to take effect when they should be
admitted as a State, as had been done
before.

Vest said ifhe bod been disposed to
be offensive he might have remarked
that tbe Senators from Illinois and In-
diana inferred that three electoral votes
might become very necessary in tho fu-
ture.

Logan thought Vest's allusion to par-
tiziuship was an error so far as be (Lo*
Sn) was conperned. It was the Senator

>m Missouri who had insinuated tbat
some persons might desire to get Da-
kota in as a State for the purpose of
getting electoral votes.

"Ido not say 1 am an esthetic states-
man," replied Vest. "I am a politician,
I suppose, I will tight for my party.
lam not a Mugwump. [laughter] I
shall be satisfied if my party, which I
believe to be sound on constitutional
questions, shall say of me: 'Other things
being equal, he stood by his friends.
He never rose to suoh an es-
thetic pedestal that he could
not distinguish a friend from a foe. The
Seuator from Illiuoi4 (Logan) himself
has never been accused uf ih*». ??<>\u25a0?

After further debate tbe matter, at 2o'clock, went over till to-morrow, The
Senate then proceeded to the considera-
tion of the joint rules. After a short
debate, resulting in some amendments
of detail, tbe rules were finallyagreed
to.
