The Pope's Letter on Chris-
tian Education.

A FEARFI'Ii MINK EXPLOSION.

Fifty Persons Reported Killed and

a Great Mauy Other*. Be*|
verely Burned.

Baltimore, December ft.?A copy of

a letter sent by tbe Pope to tbe Roman
Catholic hierarchy of England lias just
been received at Baltimore, by Arch
Bishop Gibbons, Primate of the church
in America. The subject of tbe letter
Is Christian education. It has been
translated, and willbe published in full
iv to-morrow's Catholic Mirror. The
Holy Father commends tbe great vigi-
lance of tbe clergy in looking after the
Christian tducatiou of the childrcu of
America. He encourages aud praises
tbem and assures them of his special
commendation and good will in the
proeecutiou of their meritorious work
The laityalso come in for a share of the
Pope's commendation for their readioesa
to supply what is needed for tbe malute
nance of schools, not only wealthy con-
tributors but these who are of slender
means and poor. The Pope continue*,
??In these days aud iv the present
condition of the world when the
tender age of childhood is tempted
on every side by ao many
and various dangers, hardly anything
can be imagined more fitting than the
union withliterary instruction, of sound
teaching In faith and morals. For this
reason we have more than once strongly
approved voluntary schools, which, by
the work and liberolityof -private indi-
viduals, have been established iv Amer-
ica and elsewhere. We desire their
number increased aa much as possible
We ourselves seeing the condition of
things in thin city, continue with tbe
greatest effort and at the greatest cost

to provide an advance of such schools
for the children of some, for itia iv and
by these schools that the Catholic faitb,
our greatest snd best inheritance is pre
served whole and entire. Inthese schools
the duty of parents ia regarded, and
what ft most needed, especially in the
prevailing' license ot opinion and of
action. It is by these schools that good
citizens are brought up for the State, for
there Is no better citizen than tbe man
who has believed and practiced tbe
Christian faith from childhood. The
future condition of the State depends
upon the early training of the children.
The wisdom of our forefathers and tbe
very foundations of the State are ruined
by the destructive errors of those w in-
would have children brought up without
religious education. You see, therefore,
venerable brethren, with what earnest
forethought parents must beware of in
trusting their children to schools in
which they cannot receive religious teach-
lugi."

MINE BXPLOiION.

The Blaaster Which Overlook

Miners Its a «\u25a0oilier? .
I.os nos. December 23. ?A dispatch

from Point V Pridd, Wales, reports that
a terrible collieryexplosion hail just oc-
curred at Ferndalt- Pit near there, and
that tout hundred miners were entombed.
No details of the catastrophe have as
yet been received-

Alater dispatch says that twelve dead
bodies have been taken out of tho F-tii
dale pit and thirty miners have been
raacaed more or less injured. The re-
mainder of those who were in the mine
at the time of the explosion are believed
to be safe.

The explosion occurred in the upper
of the two seams. There were 750 men
tn tbe mine at the time. The majority
were In the lower seam, otherwise the
death list would have been much larger.
At least SO men were killed in the upper
seam and scores were terribly burned.
The injured were carried to places of
safety by iheir more fortunate eumpau
ions who bad not been hurt. The latest
dispatches say that 320 men have been
rescued, many of whom are so fearfully
burned that they may die.

Silverton, Col., December 23.?The

bodies of Burke Hovey and J. M.
Scales, tbe two miners imprisoned in the
Predigal Bon Mine, in S»n Juan county

yesterday by a snow slide, were found
(ate last night at tbe bottom of the
shaft, dead. Both were packed in tbe
snow as iv a mould. Hovey was found
standing six feet from the bottom on a
piece of timber, Scales wat standing at

the bottom of the shaft witha oandle in
his left hand, bis right hand over bis
eyes, shading them, and looking np as
though to see what was earning down
the mine. From appearances death -vas

loitaataneou*, Scales was from Orange,
Texas, end Hovsy from Woodatoek,
New Brunswick.

Pat-
rick Kagnn, President of the IrUh Na-
tional League cf America, has received
a cablegram from T. M. Harrington,
Secretary of the National League in
Ireland, in which Harrington states
tbat Mr. Paruell will not be able to
atteud the League ConTeutiou Intended
to be held in Chicago in January, and
that he Is inclined to think it best to
postpone the Convention until after tbe
meeting of Parliament in February. It
i.sdoubtless) tbe desire of the Irish party
to know withsome detiniteness the out-
come of the preseut .situation before
making any anthorized announcement
of their plant, or before sending any
message to their American brothers,

and tt alaoseeuiri tbat they regard Par-
itell's ron >l:tiitpresence on the scene of
negotiation as Indispensable. The Con-
vention therefore, iv accordance with
this suggestion, Is postponed to a date
to be determined upon hereafter be-
tweeu the Executive of tbe American
League and Parnell. President Pagan
willcall tbe National Committee of tbe
American League together in January,
by which time there maybe iuformatiou
from Ireland enabling a deliuite date to
he fixed for tbe Convention.

VVashini.tov, December 23. ? The

friends ot universal education are very
hopeful of pausing an education bill
through Congress this session. Blair in
the Senate aud Willis in the House will
press the matter, and both are sanguine
of success. The hills introduced by
these gentlemen arc different in many
inliters of detail, but both provide for
the auuie amount to be appropriated by
Congress fur public free schools in the
States, and if the bills pass the
two houses, respectively, their differ-
ences can easily be adjusted. Senator
Blair \u25a0etil to-day that he expects that
the committee willreport tbe bill to tbe
Senate soou after the holidays, aud he
has no doubt of its passage, fie receives
a great many letters and petitions upon
tbe subject, and says ther« isau almost
universal demand tor (Congress to pro-
ride for tbe establishment of com-
mon sohools throughout tbe coun-
try.

videI withbaths for parsons who want
to plunge into the mash of grapes
while itis in tbe state of fermentation.
These baths, much in vogue at some
of tbe stations, are highly recommended
against rheumatic pains. " * Put itii
in certain neuroses, especially in those
in whiob there is great psyebi ;sl deprea-
sion, as hypochondria,, melancholia and
hysteria, or In nervous states less cere-
bral thinabdominal that the virtues of
the grape our* are brilliantly demon
otrated. The writer uuotee a cure in his
own practice where a victim of the bro-
mide habit by the use of grapea was en-

tirely cured.
