Major Fountain's Deftest by tlie
Unitiles Near MiliarCity

With Heavy Loss.

A few day. ago a meagre acconut nf
a combat between Ibe ,!.|ien an.) In-
dian, near Silver City, New Meiico,
otme uver the wirtu In the naxnciateil
preu and wan pulillalie.l in tbe Hlkalo.
Yesterday a reporter uf tbi. paper wbile
walkingaltiug tbe platfurm nl the depot,

happened In uotioe a cattle rancher
fcom that part of the country, and upon
ioquiry able to glean a few further
particulars couceruiuu, that diaa.trous
encounter with Ibe hu.lilea.

Itappears that two weeks before the
fatal fight ou Dry Greek, this hand of
hostites attacked aud burned the rinclie-
ria of a man named Lilly, iv that part of
the territory which ia about sixty miles
from .Silver City. Lilly, who bad taken
refuge in the house waa burned in tbe
flames of Lis own dwelling, the red
devils dancing insavage glee in tbe light
of tbe lireaud to tho music of tbe dying
shrieks of their victim.

Major Fountaiu after following the
tiail of tbe murderous marauders for
two weeks, came upon them again at

Siggens' ranch, uear Dry Creek. They
were preparing to raid this raucheria,
aa tbey bad Lilly's, wheu the soldiers
struck them. The bust ilea again took to
tbe tnoautaina aud to the cover of tbe
brush aud got away. The soldier* fol-
lowed npou their path, but after some
tune the Indian* dwap pea redout! their
trailwaa lost. For three orfunr days
Fountaiu and bis couimaud kept up a
still hunt for the hiding place of the
hostile* and at length while descending
the rugged and precipitous desceut Isfsa
tbe bed of l>ry Creek, their euemy, who
lay closely concealed iv ambush ivtbe
brush along the banks, hegau a murder-
ous fire without a note of wainiug. fti
a moment tha surgeon and four soldiers
bit the dust lo rise no more. Tbe
Lieutenant was badly wounded, but
escaped with his life. In the cowardly
manner aud with Ihe usual tactics of
their breed, the Indian*) having dune
\u25a0ucb terrible execution with their first
fire fled and were seen no more.

The Associated Press dispatches led
one to think that itwas iv thia eucoun-
ter tbat tbe Indians fled, leaving their
ponies behind. Hut it was wbeu at-
tacked iv tbe ait of raiding Siggens'
Ranch tbat they left their animals and
fled oufoot to tbe uear by mountains.
It is hardly credible that even such adJ
diera as those now iv New Mexicocould
hubs tbe trad of a party of mounted In
diaoa. Were these soldiers of auy ac-
count in this sort of warfare they could
hardly be ambush*J on a trail ao hot as
waa this, albeit there were not galloping
boraea'footprints to poiut out the path.

Thia gentleman quite confirmed all
heard outside of army circles aa to tbe
utter incapacity ul the army aa itis now
handled to cope wltb tuts gigantic evil
In the Territories. Sometime since a
Captain Overton came out to Silver City
and took out a small company to hunt a
band of hostile*. After meandering tv
the leaat nigged part of the
country for several days tbe
"tenderfoot' soldier came suddenly
and much to his disgust, upon the ene-
my quietly encamped in a raviue. The
Carpet Knight incontinently turned tail
upon the hoatites, actually sick at the
alght of war paiut, and beat a retreat by
foiced marchea hack to camp. General
Sheridan, who was at Deming at the
time, was ashamed of this gallant war-
rior, and sent him hack east to some
city of clean liuau and "Culchaw" to act
as, recruiting otticer and "grace" the
"slegaut banquet boards uf the people
of the best society." The ranevier
added, "by the way, tbe General himself,
In spite of all tbat has been wiitten in
song aud story of bis pruwesa, naa no
nearer tbe trail of a hostile than Deming,
aad then he rolled back east in a palace
ear and aaid there were uo Indians snd
war in New Mexico.;* From all this

fentlemau heard iv Deming tbe gallant
hi! . had he gone to the frjnt and met

the raiders, he was ivsuch a condition,
morning noon and night,during his stay
there that his courage would certainly
have been of the proverbial Dutch type,
whose inspiration was - a lug bottomed
bottle.

Aa to the rumors that the depreda
tiooa were the work of whites in dis-
guise, thia hardy frontiersman aaid there
is no word of trnth hi such a report.
The blush of indignant shame mantled
even on the bronzed cheek of this cattle
rancher as he aaid with sailoh warmth,
"We have bad rn*u and rough people,
of course, on this far off frontier. But
I have \u25a0 aua good deal of 'Cow Buys'
aud ol ?Rustlers, 1 ami I tell you, Mr,
fitful. I', I haveyet to see the first who
will cruelly, wantonly, in cold blood
murder a woman or take the life of a
helpless babe. Whites, however de-
praved, do not dance round the smoking
pile, of a humiug home to the music of
dying shrieks of helpless women who
eleap indeath the fond forms of sfjeir
nursling- This is the work uf diabol-
ical savage* and only tbe In-
dian reoords of America furnish
such terrible tales of blood otiftMsg
atrocity. No, sir;tbii isa story gotten
up to tellKast inexcuseof the incapacity
di'played by the army under its present
leaders to cope with the ludiaus now in
tbe Territories. If (leneral Crook ever
did know anything of this business, as
some of his friends claim he did, he now
displayh the largest power of forgetting
uf any man on record. The citizens
would take the matter up and end it
loon, hut to shoot au Indian is murder,

and th* citizens would first have to

shoot tlieSlieri.li, theu fight the army,
and after thia waa douo turn then atten-
tion to the ho*tiles,"

the tracks of horaea oould have been
followed, after the lapae of a year, wheu
then- have beeu rains on that desert
that have wan hod away miles of railroad
track, is inexplicable, aud how a few
fragmeuts of burned bones and teeth
can be identified as those of T. W. Cover
Is equally ao, It aeema very unjust to
assume that a fiendish crime has beeu
committed, and prejudge through, tbe
preae the guilt of any individual, before

any judicial iuvestigatiou has been had.
Mauy a man haa perished of thirst in
that country. Iv some oases their re-

'mains have been found, in others not.
itwould seem the most uatural supposi-
tion that Mr. Cover, delirious from heat

and thirst may have wandered off and
died in aome lonely ravine, and the fires
which frequently occur in the moun-
tains, may hare calcined the bones, per-
haps his, perhaps of some other unfor-
tunate. About .'UI years ago, five broth-

er! named Helms, arrived in Los Ange-
les, and In 1864, T. H. Helms purchas-
ed a house in the city, wbich he owned
until 1878, where hia brothers made
their home when here. Tbey were
prospectors, and some of them were fre-
quently abaent in the direction of Ari-
zona. One of the brothera waa killed in
the northern part of this State, and an
other was arrested about 1862, taktn up
the country tried and acquitted. Three
of the brothei s, of whom Turner is the
young*at, commenced cattle raising ou
the Colorado, and afterwards removed to
a place eaat of Warner's Ranoh, where
they still follow the same husiuess. For
tbe laat thirty years, so far as known tv
this community, they bave comported
themselves at peaceable citizens, men
who paid their debts und minded their
own busiuesa. Every year they sell
some cattle ivthis city, lay tv their sup-
plies, ami return to their rauch.
