the aecoud ijiiartoriy apportionment of
the achool fundi. It ia mode inaccord-
ance with aectiou 1853 of the achool
lie, To each district one teacher ia aa-
signal for every aevsuty oenaua chil-
dren and fraction thereof equal to twen-
ty, and the aum of 1226 is apportioned

to each teacher bo assigned. This money
la derlred from the county taxes, and is
known as the county school fund. The
present apportionment is $40 more to
the teacher than the corresponding one
of last yenr, although the number of
teaohers assigned ia twenty-four greater
now tbau It was then. The amount ia
sufficient to pay the outstanding in-
debtedness of all the districts, »n--<}-

with the money to he received from tho
State in March-to maintain all the
schools at leaat eight months during the

present year. The levy which gave us
this handsome apportionment la au-
donbtedly the moat generous that has

ev.r been made for the *°*°<*>° "ft
oounty. Aa It waa much needed It will
be gratefully received:

More of the Luches of the Board
of Education.

Editor Herald: In your Issue of the
14th Inst. 'One of the Critics" ina mas-

terly manner exposes the illegal methods
adopted by the old CityBoard of Edu-
cation in tho matter of appeinting A

City Superintendent of Schools. Yonr
correspondent might have written also
much concerning the misfeasance of tbe
late Board. The contraot for building
tbe school building known as the Sixth
Street School was let for 125,000, but
the expenditures on "extras" brought
the cost of the pretentious edifice up to
at least $42,000. It would seem that
tbe expenditure of this sum should have
ensured to the city a building as nearly
perfect in Its way as the skill of nun
guided by experience Is capable of ereot-
iug, but such ia not the case. The Sixth
Street School was finished about a year
ago, and what is its actual condition?
Its foundation walla have sattled so that
the floors are all out of level and its
doors out of plumb,while there are gaps
inthe outer walls through which the
surrounding landscape can be seen. In
part these defects are owing to the lack
of skill or of honesty displayed by those
concerned in the erection of the building.
Bat in very great part tbe damage
ia due to that ignorance of the principles
of architecture which permitted (he main
stays of the building to be cut away in
order that the so-called Cottier system
of ventilation might he injected (to use
the onlyflitting term) into that building.
Five hundred dollars was paid for the

Frivilege of using this alleged invention,
say alleged, because there is no new

scientific principles introduced in Cot-
tier's system of ventilation. It will be
said that the "invention " is patented;
thisis true probably, bat a patent for an
artificial moon is among those on file at
Washington. Today lumber for at
tempting to remedy the damage done
lies ready for use in the school-house
yard. No one need take itfor granted
that what I say concerning the condi-
tion of the Sixth street school ia
so; let him go thither and see
with bis own eyes, But th s
achool building la not the only one
intbe city which is not in proper con-
dition. The Hellman atreet school was
built some six years ago at considerable
cost. Apparently oo one has given a
thought to it since then, for, from want
of paint, the tin of the roof is badly
rusted and the wood of the exterior ia
bare of covering while the underpinning
is rotten, the blackboards and plaster-
ing menace tbe children withtheir fall,
and the building generally is in utter
disorder. Sucb things are possibly trno
of tbe other sobool-buildings of this city.
Why are sll these things so? Simply
because the old City Bohool Board has
not done its dnty either in letting con-
trsots, supervising the erection of build-
ings or caring for ihem after tbey were
built, 1.-t all cilisens trust that the
new Board will take warning from the
example of its predecessor.

Let Us Have the Park.
The suggestion that tbe city set apart

a tine tract of nearly halt a thousand
acres on her northern limitsfor a park,
which appeared In the Herald a few
days ago, has taken the citizens in a
most popular spirit. The bonds author-
ized by the late popular vote are partly
for city buildings and partly for the im-
provement of the water supply. There
is, besides, a little item of surplusage
amounting to 126,000 in this issue for
which there is no specific purpose
named. Now let this be devoted to
pirk making. The city can appropriate
tie tract referred to for a park. The
Council can then devote the $25,000 to
improving this. Inbetterint? tbe water
supply it is a foregone conclusion, of
course, that in this line something will
be done in the way of enlarging the
sources of supply. The ditches by
which the water la taken from
the river should be increased both
in number and capacity. Then there
should be more reservoirs made. In
this two birds may be killed with one
stone. Pat these new reservoirs in the
nark. Id the tract specified there are
many places admirably suited for this.
While they will be storing places for
the water to supply the city, they can
be so constructed as to greatly add to
the beauty of the park. They may be
so built as to appear like so many small
lakes in the landscape. They can be
protected from defilement en the part
of men or other animals, and also from
contamination by falling leaves or de-
caying vegetation of any sort. At the
same time the banks near may be set

with trees, shrubs and flowering plants
of endless variety, and the whole scene
be made one of bewitching loveliness.

Just beyond this tract isto be tbe new
ostrich farm on the Las Felis ranoh and
the public park augmented by this novel
private enterprise will make a rare at-
traction abjoining the city of Los Ange-
les. There are ooming to this place
each winter a continually increasing
nnmber of visitors. It is a very import-
ant matter that they should have some
pleasant place to ramble In ami to drive
through. It will very largely enhance
the value of every man's property in the
city, and itwillas well make Los Ange-
les a much more agreeable place for non-
property holders to live in. The poorer
citizens whohave no grounds to adorn,
no trees of their own to lounge
under, no place to grow flowers on
which to feast their dyes, no walks to
ramble through, who are shut np in
workshops or stores all the week will
reap the greatest benefit from such a
place as this. Willthe Council take the
matter np at onoe- at their next meet
log?keep fast hold of the proposition
and workaway on itcontinuously, per
sietently and vigorously untilitis done
and their term of offico aignalized by
one of the most popular and beneficial
acts in the history of the paeblo?

Buena Vista Street.
Editor Herald:?ln your issue of

tbe 14th insr. you unwittingly did a
very great injustice to the property

owners along Buena Vista street, whom
you characterized as highway robbera
because they wished to reduce tbe
width of that street frem Rock street
to Bellevne avenue.

I desire, therefore, to state some facta
la explanation of the situation which I
trust yon will publish, for I am sure
yon have been misled in this matter by
some one. leas a lover of justice than
yourself. Allowme to nay in this con-
nection, that in the article upon the
possible improvementa soon to tako
place in I*os Angeles, you conveyed the
impression that Boena Vista street is of
uniform width from Temple street
north, whereas, inMet such is not the
case, itbeing but sixty feet wide from
Temple street to Kock atreet?the top
of the bill. At the north line ofKock
street an unsightly jog of twenty feet
into the steep hillside occurs, necessi-
tating (should the atreet ever bo im-
proved) a cnt of thirty or forty feet,
and the removal of thousands of cubic
yards of earth at an enormous expense
to the property holders, to say nothing
of the vast retaining walls which willbe
required to sustain the hank.

North of Bellevue avenue the street
is very properly improved a width of
eighty feet, for in addition to the fact
thatitisupon the level where traffic of
all kinds is greater, there is also a street

car track occupying the center of the
street Bellevue avenue at the top of
the hillis therefore the point where the
increased width should occur, and not
Kock street, at the top of the hill, aa at
present flatted.

If tbe public good or tbe symmetry of
the street demanded such an expendi-
ture, Ifor one, should willingly con-
tribute my proportion, bnt if a street
sixtyfeet wide, from Temple up the hill
to Kock, is sufficient to accommodate
the public, or to satisfy the testaetic
longings of the limbs of the law, or the
county officers as they gaze pensively to
the north ont of the windows of th
new court house, I confess my inability
to understand why the same width is
not sufficient from Kock street down
the hill to Bellevue avenue, to meet the
wants of the samo dear publicor to sat-
isfy the demands of the inhabitants of
the old pueblo of Sonora town as they
wistfullygaze south in tbe direction of
the aforesaid future legal Mecca.

The fact that information aocompa
nied the petition that the adjoining
property owners were willing to pay
tbe city a fair price for the additional
twenty feet which would have been
added to their lands, and that all own-
ers on both sides of the street, with pos-
sibly one exception, joined in the peti-
tion, ought to be sufficient refutation
of the criminal chares which you so
unjustly and unwarrantably make.

I may say in conclusion that itseems
passing strange, Mr. Editor, that cer-
tain members of the Council, including
onr worthy Mayor, should hsve been so
grievously shocked at our glaring exhi-
bition of depravity in attempting
to save oursslves tho un-
called for expense above referred to, by
reducing the width of tbe street at one
place from eighty to sixty feet, while
they meekly submit to a reduction of the
width of tho same street at another
point from sixty to about forty feet, by
taking no steps whatever to purchase or
condemn the land of Mr. Beaudry, just
south of Rock street. One would think
that their sensitive feelings would be so
larcerated by such an infrlngment of the
people's rights that they could take no
rest until aomething had been done to
reinovs the nuisance.
