And haveno hesitancy -in prououuoiug it uf a species which, if
not eutindy extinct, is very seldom met
with. Or, todescribe itmore minutely,
we would say that it ia one of the things
we often read about, but seldom see.
We think this description of it
is so clear that anybody can readily
comprehend what we are talking about.
Several archaologists and Protestors
uf Antiquity have examined it and
alt concur iv the opinion that our de-
scription of itis short, succinct and to
the point.
