duced hut night, »uother skirniiah took
plaoe between the lawyers thi*morning

to comments on the case interspersed
throngh the report iw itappeared inoue
of the daily paper, of thia city. After

the lawyers had exhausted theirforen-
sic, dow*re. Judge llatoh interposed a
quiet word, statiug that he had of bis
own proper motion admitted the report-
ers to the court, aud that hy such ad
mission they got the faots. As to the
comments, the Judge said, he did not
own %ny of the papers and bad, there-
fore, no control oyer their oontents. To
some gentlemen whooccupy the ben jh
this view of matters may aeem rather
revolutionary. But when one's mind ia
divested of tbe cobwebs of tbe pre-
historic ages, tbe ruling of this court

will probably prove to be cor-
rect. The attorneys argue the
case and comment on the facts.
They are always interested parties
doing theirlevel best for their clients,
which, of course, is all highly proper.
But iftbey can discuss tbe facta ivthe
testimony and their bearing on the case,
it ia somewhat obscure why the news*
papers should be held to prejudice the
oaee by their publication of opinion ut-
terly unbiased. There is another fossil
of the early mtocene age to the effect
tbat a man is disqualified from serving
on a juryif be bas been reading tbe
papers. The column* of the daily jour-
nals usually publish simultaneously ail
matters of local interest, Tbe intelli-
gent ontaeu, t>'»M ofore, is sure to have
read one sid. ht* story or the other.
When such a ttuog is not impassible a
good newspaper publishes both sides of
a story, so far aa it can get at tbe faots,
and the press usually gets at the truth,

though "hid within the center."
Thus the intelligent material
ont of which a j ry might be
impaneled, is certain to know something
of any important case in the locality be-
fore itgets into the court. But itseems
absurd to rule such men out. Because
a man knows something about a case is
no reasou why he ahould be prejudiced
in the premises. Many such men, In-
deed, generally such men cau take oath
that they will hear the evidence intro-
duced, and decide according to tbe facta
then and there to be laid before them,
and according to the lawas expounded
to them by tbe court. The lawyers
would do well to label tbis forensic fos
nil properly,and put itaway insome legal
"old curiosity shop" as aspecimen of
the diy* when "Ways tbat ware dark
and tricks that were vain" held sway in
legal lore.

Anyway, Judge Hatch having in tbis
ease wiselyupheld tbe liberty of the

great, the trial proceeded. But tins in
y no means an endorsement of the opin-

ion expressed in this particular case. It
is only a plea to let the press stand or
f<,'.lon its own wisdom or lack of that
trydesirable quality.
There was nothing new developed in

tbe continuation of Miss Perkins story,
as compared with that previously told
and published inthe Herai v, until she
reached the final statement made in an-
swer loa question put by Mr. Williams
as to Mr. Baldwin's financial condition.

AGreat Economic State Organi-

sation.

James C. Kemp, the only authorised
visiting ageu*i of tbe Boys' and Girls'
Aid Society of the Slate of California,

is in this oity for the purpoa* of obtain
ing homes for its wards, and also to visit

those located in homes in this vicinity.
This organisation is non-sectarian,

non-partisan and non-San Franciscan.
It receives the homeless, neglected or

abused children of any oounty, oity or

town of California, and, after having
obtaiaed their legal control, sends them

as soon as possible thereafter to the best
family home It osn procure, to remain
until 18 years of age, going to school a
portion of the time until Mi, and work-
ing the remainder.
Itnow has over 1,400 placed in such

homes, most of whom are growing up
in the most practical way. They have
never cost the taxpayers a dollar, the
expenses of the society having been met
by absolute oharity.

The purpose of Mr. Kemp is to visit
each child already placed and to
obtain homes for others, and to do
this at least twice each year.
His duties are of the most arduous de-
scription and his expenses very large,
yet the society considers his work of the
very greatest importance, and, inorder
to meet this expense, he calls npon the
oitizens wherever he goes, asking them
to simp'y subscribe for his paper, whioh
is 50 cento a year, It being almost
equivalent to giving the society
a contribution to that amount.
Some idea of the visiting agent s work
way be found from tbe faot that in jome

counties there are from thirty to an
hundred children scattered all over it,

he having to walk frequently twenty

miles per day in order to curtail ex-
penses, as the society has no me ins to
pay for horse or carriage hire,

Mr. Kemp is stopping at tbe Grand
Central Hotel, and any family desiring
to adopt or indenture a boy or girl will
be vailed on by him at their invitation.

Kx-Gov. George C. Perkins is its
President, and its Board of Trustees
are from among the very beet oitizens of
San Francisco. Charles Crocker lately
donated to itthe sum of $31,000, to pay

for one ont of fonr of its new buildings,
and the Hon. Jas. G. Fair $12,500 to
pay fer a double 50 vara lot on which
to erect them.

In view of the faot that this society ia
doing the State such grand service; that
its work is the work of all works; its
noble purpose tbe theme of all themes,

and its charity tbe charity of all chari-
ties, will not onr citizens help it along
by subscribing to its journal when Mr.
Kemp calls upon them? In saving the
children we save all, and no matter how
high or how low its status, the child is
the State inembryo.

Fatal Accident.
Last Monday afternoon the King

mine was the scene of a horrible acci-
dent by which Malcolm MoLeed lost
his life. MoLeod, withhis partner, Pat
McGlone, bad returned to their place
ontbe fifth level where they were at
work stoping ore, and had dumped a
few barrow loads into the chute, when
McLeod stated that he waa going out of
tbe mine to be gone bnt a few minutes.
After waiting a half hour or more for
his return, McGlone became worried at
his absence, and began a search for him.
No one had seen the missing man,

and those whom McGlone met oa bis
way out joined in the search, exploring
any parte of the mine to which
McLeod could have possibly gone,
snd scouring the hillabove the mine in

their vain endeavor to learn something
of his whereabouts. While they were
thus engaged the carman on the sixth
level, eighty feet below the fifth, in
drawing ore from the long chate knowu
as No. 3, fonnd considerable difficulty
in fillingthe car, owing to boulders or
some other obstruction dogging the
ohute. The clog was explained when,
placing bis candle to the mouth of tbe
chute, the carman beheld the body of
McLeod tightly wedged between the
apron and the foot wall. The body was
removed to the blacksmith shop, and
was found to be but slightly bruised,
considering the distance ithad fallen.
Dr. Johnson was summoned, and found
that the neck was broken by the fall,

and that death had consequently re-

sulted instantoneonsly. Coroner Grego
ry held an inquest, and elicited nothing
further than recorded above. How tbe
unfortunate man fell into the schutewill
never be known. The strong draught
that exists in that part of the mine may
bave extinguished his candle, or the
cloud of dust prevailing at the time may
have deluded bis eyes, and made them
believe tbat he was further from the
ohute than he really was.

"Sootty,"as he was familiarly known,
was a man ot sterling qualities, and
deserved?if square men deserve any-
thing?to live a little longer. He was
born in the Highlands of Scotland, and
came to this country in 1866, or there
about. He bas always followed the oc-
cupation of a miner and waa wellknown
in Ksvilah, Rernville, and other parts
of Kern oounty. He wae unmarried
and aged 57 years ?Calico Print.

He told me before he
reached Sarasota that ho had one object
in view ingoing there and if he could
not accomplish that objest he would go
right back. The colony, like ail others
in this country when people go to the
frontier, has had its set backs. Those
who have remained, howaver, will suc-
ceed, as (bey are of tbe kind to make
pioneers of. Mr. Lawrie was the wrong
man to make a frontiersman of. That
Sarasota isa desolate wilderness is a
grand mistake. It is a beautiful loca-
tion, and will in a few years be one of
tbe safiiuritimso. ths United States.
I assert, positively and truly, that it is
no desert.
