Captain Kmmot Crawford, aaid to have
been slain on or about January 10th,
1880, by Mexican troops, and to report
what steps were being taken for tb,

punishment by tne Meiisan government
ol those guilty of tho alleged outrage;
alao whether reparation and indemnity
should not be made to those who suf-
fered, and an ample explanation and
apology ba given to tbe United
Statea for the apparently gross
iusnlt. Ia offering th* revolu-
tion Manderson aaid It wss due
lo tbe United Statea, sot leas than to i
tbe relations of th* deceaaed, that in-
quiry ahould be mad* as to tlx*killingi
of Captaiu Crawford. Maoderaou read ,
the official report ot Lieutenant Maus 'on tbe subject, and milalaiaed that if,
tbe facts ware there oorreotly set forth, ,
they constituted a very severe reflection
on the Mexican troops. Manderson ,
paid high tribute to Ibe courage and i
soldiery devotion of Captain Crawford
aud animadverted with severity on tbe t
course pursued by th, Mexicans. He ,
expressed tbe bop* that th* United
States would compel reparation ifneces- ,
sary by force, from th*Mexican govern ,
ment, in case that government ahould ,
prove to be hi any way responsible for ,
tbe conduct of Its troops intbia instance.

Mr. Hewitt called up the jointresolu-

tion tendering the thanks of Congress to
Joseph Francis for his life long service-
to humanity and has eoeatry inthe con-
st motion and perfection of life saving
appliances, and authorizing the President
to have prepared a gold medal tobe pre-
sented to Mrs. Francis. Passed.

The House want into committee of the
whole on the private calendar. On tbe
tintbit) on the calendar Scott, of Penn-
sylvania, offered a verbal amendment
and proceeded to deliver a speech on the
silver question. He prefaced his speech
by expressing regret thatgentlemen rep
jesenting bis owu politicalfaith bad seen
proper io anticipate) their parly oppo-
nents on their criticisms on tha first
Democratic PresidentandSecretary of the
Treasury who bad occupied these posi-
tions ia tbe past twenty-fire years. He
desired further to say, in justice to the
largw majority of gentlemen who differ
witb him politicallynod wbo represent
their party in both Houses of Congress,
that be did not believe tbey would ao
far ignore facta as to Intimate that tbe
organizations of wealth have succeeded
in alarming tbe President and Secretary
of the Treasury, as they have done ia
several previous administration*. If
the language employed iv tbis con-
nection meant anything at all
itmust bo construed to mean that the
President and Secretary of tbe Treasury
were under the influence of capitalists
whose Interests were supposed to be an-
tagonistic to those of tbe productive
classae and wage workers. What facta
susceptible of anon a construction had
been submitted in proof of tha charges
or insinuations uttered? Tbey seemed
to bin. to rest only upon the bare un-
supported statement of tbese who pro-
mulgated them. Had thePresident and
and Secretary of tbe Treasury in any
respect violated tbe law aa it exists to-
day? Had they not eonformed to its
every letter? Could not Congress con-
cede to teem as much honesty and integ-
rityin tbe views they entertained upon
tbis subject ac it claimed for Itself?
Could itnot presume them to be at de-
sirous at itself of doing what was for
ths best interests of the people? It was
true that they have recommended the
suspension of the coinage of the silver
dollar under the provisions of the act of
1878, but oould any one say that such

recommendations might not ultimately
prove to be aa wise, and as well calcu-
lated to promote, the public good
aa ita continued ooinage? had
been shown by practical experience
to bave been of doubtful advantage?
Tbe charge bad been made that the Sec-
retary of the Treasure was inimioal to
silver for the reason. Itwas alleged, that
he had not paid oat the silver tn the
Treasury for the retirement of govern-
ment bonds. The government provided
three grades of money, all of equal pur-
chasing power in the market, and to

maintain this equality was one of the
duties of the Secretary of the Treasury.
Suppose he had $10,000 In government
bond*. He was require I when they
were called to present them for redemp-
tion at tbe Treasury of the United State-
in Washington. He was not paid for
then, iv money hut hs received a chetk.
Thit cbtca didnot describe the kind of
money he should receive; it simply
called for ten thousand dollars. It was
optional with bin to demand either gold,
silver or paper, bnt if under tbe instruc-
tions of the Secretary of the Treasury
(he disbursing officers were commanded
upon the face of the check to pay him iv
silver, woald be not have the light to
infer that the government wai endeavor-
ing to force upon him coin which in-
trinsically did not represent ten thou-
sand dellars in true money, but arbi-
trarily compelling him to take silver
when under the existing laws gold, sil-
ver and United States notes were un-
derstood aod declared to be of equal
valueand to treated ia payments by the
Treasury? Would not suoh action on
the part of the Secretary of
the Treasury tend to discredit sil-
ver, aod woald he not be derelict
inhis doty, which required bim to do
all that wat in bit power to do to main-
tain three kinds ot money on a parity in
tbs Treasury. T.'ie Department had not

discriminated against silver as itwould
have done had ancb a policy been pur-
sued, but on the contrary the Secretary
had endeavored to onbold it by refusing
to arbitrarily compel those wbo did not
want it to take it, and for whioh there
was no law. Ia 1878 Congress had
passed a law whioh practical experience
had twice demonstrated to be in viola-
tion of principles, and because

these gentlemen charged nnder the
lews with the duty of oerryiug
oat this Utopian financial idea, re-
alised tbat it wss Impossible fur

J them to accomplish all that was in-
tended although having faithfully exe-
cuted the provisions cf ths law, they
were held responsible by the authors of
the act of 1879 for the wsnt of confi-
dence on ths part of the people sud the
nou-oireuletien of this coin. He de-
clared tbat if there be iv circulation a

t good dollar and a poor dollar the rich
man willalways get the good dollar aad
the poor man the poor dollar. If a pub-
lic polioyrequired tbat all doltarsshould
be poor inorder to rob tbs creditor class
of oar people in favor of tbe debtor, it

! Is appealed to this House to insome
way protect the man who earned his
bread sud supported bis family by hia
dally labor, and when hs asked

'for bread not to give him a
! stone. How tbis could be done in any, better way than by giving the rich and

poor alike a good dollar be did not
know, but protested in God's name for
too poor man. The rich man could
take care of himself; be need-
ed no sympathy, nor wss he
eutitUd to any. Mr. Scott said that
hs waa tn favor of bi-metsllistn at the
present time, although be believed in the
superiority of gold as tbe standard of
value. Mr. Scott spoke at greet length,
and finally Mr. Geddes, of Ohio, pro-
tested against ths private bill day being
consumed in the discussion of the silver
question. He wss then proceeding to
wake a speech infavor of silver coinage,
when hs wss interrupted by Mr.
Reed of Maine, wbo suggested that Mr.
Oeddes was guiltyof the same inconsis-
tency withwhich he charged the gentle-
man from Pennsylvania, Wby take np
any more time with financial speeches 7
The majority of tbe house was entirely
dissatisfied with the time taken up af*
ready.

Mr. Gsddes?"l suppose yon are, be-
cause you have beard only ths gold
aide."

Mr. Reed?"l am as dissatisfied witb
the time being taken up on that side as
ou Iheotb r.**

Mr. Geddea then started once more
upon his speech, when he was inter-
rupted by Mr- Reed with the point of
order that be was not speaking to the
amendment. Mr. Geddes inquired why
Mr. Reed had not made that point
against the gentleman from Penn-
sylvania. Mr. Reed replied that
he had not done that gen-
tleman tbe honor of listening to his
speech, and therefore could not tell
whether he had spoken to the amend,
meat or not. He raised the point of or-
der, not in any invidicusness to the gen-
tleman from Ohio or the proposition he
advanced, but hs wished an adjudication j
of the queation.

Tbe Chair stated tbat he did not think
that tbe gentleman wae addressing him-
self to tbe amendment snd hoped he
woald proceed to do so.

Oeddes carried his point and resumed
hia speech. Hs said tbat gold, instead
of leaving the country, wan abundant
in the land. Tbe report of tbe Comptrol-
ler of the Currency for 1881 showed
that from the restoration of silver ,
to it*proper place in 1878 to November
Ist, 1881, the imports of gold had ex-
ceeded the esports by $197,000,000.

Shortly after the conclusion of Mr.
Geddes' speech tbe committee rose snd
the House passed a dosen privets bills.

Bland of Missouri asked unanimous ;
consent tooffer a resolution making the
free silver coinage bill on tbe calendar
continuing a special order from Tuesday
next. Mr,Steele of Indiana objeeai.

The Houae then took a recess until
7:30, tbe evening session to be for tbe |
consideration of pension bills. After t
passing a few pension bills the Houae <adjourned.

Washikotom, D. C, February 19.?
A bill introduced by Senator Bowen
changing tbe basis ef the banking circu-
lation provides for the retirement of all
National Bank notea and the substitu-
tion of United Stales notes on tbe basis
of silver and gold coin of the United ,
States, the bonds to be depoeitei in tbe
United States Treasury. The banks am
to receive from the Treasury of tba
United States notes for circulation to
an amount 30 per cent, greater than tbe
par valae of the security thus deposited,
and a statutory lien is created on the
general assets of the bank as an ad
ditional security. Tbe free coin-
age of silver Is also provided for
and many changes are proposed in exist-
ing laws concerning National Banks, in-

cluding the right on the part of banks to
withdraw one-third inthe bonds on sub-
stituting alike amount ingold and silver
and an equal proportion of the tax on
the circulation is to be placed in the
United States Treasury ss a general saf-
ety fund to use in case of failing banks.

Senator Morrill to day from the Com-
mittee on Finance reported favorably
tba bill whieb passed the House four
daya ago to enable national banking
associations to increase their capita!
stock aud change their names with tho
approval of the Comptroller of Currency
by a rote of shareholders owning two-
thirds of ths stock.

The House Committee on Poet offices
and Post Roads to-day unanimously
agreed toreport adversely all the bills be-
fore itfor the purchase orconstruction of
telegraph lines by the government. On
March 3d and 4th tha committee will
bear arguments from all persons who
deaire to address the Committee on the
subject of government contracts with
telegraph companies.

WAR WITH THK RAILROADS.

The Company Will Increase the
Steamer Line From Nsw

York to San Francisco.

mitteeof th* Pacific Mail Steamship
Company held a meeting this morning
when notice wm aerved upon itby the
Paoifio railroads, terminating the oon-
tract whereby the steamship company
receive.! a subsidy of $86,000 per month.
The result of the meeting ia embodied
in the followingrevolutions:

Whkkka.l, Tbia company haa re-
ceived notice from the Tranacon-
tinenUl Association abrogating tha ex-
isting contract, thirty daya from the
18th mat.,

Rctolvtd, That the President be and
he is hereby instructed to establish a
weekly through line from New York to
Hau Fmneieeo, via tbe latbeaaa of Pan*
ama, on and after April Ist next, tak
ing all through business at the best rates
attainable; also tbat ha ia hereby in-
structed at once to take measures for
the purchase of ateamera suitable for the
business, and to build Hrst-class ships of
not less than 3500 tons, aad report as
oonas nracfcioahle to this (?mniittee.
It is well known that Mr. Houston,

President of the company, was opposed
to tbe existing contract when itwaa first
entered into, on tbe ground tbat tbe
Pacific Mail Company oould reasonably
ask for better terms. Snob opposition
as be met with has entirely disappeared
and the company is now prepared to
face whatever questions may arise from
the new order of things. It is
said that the Pacific Mail
i» in stronger financial position than
for years and Is otherwise well
equipped for sncb a contest as Is threat-
ened. It ia believed in some quarters,
however, that efforts will be made to
prevent tbe war, and tbat another con-
tract willsooner or later be made with
the steamship company, inwhich event
th*officers of the latter claim tbat tbey
willrequire six months or a year's no-
tice from the railroad, should the latter

again desire to withdraw.
