A Determltird and Desperate

Victim.

THK CORONER'S INQUEST.
At2 o'clock P. m. Coroner McFarland

held nu inquest upon the body of tbe de-
ceased. Tbe lady alluded to in tbe let-
ter as Mrs. Otto was the only witness
that knew the deceased, aud her ac-
quaintance was brief. She testilied as
follows:

1reougui<*.<:d the deceased as Lanthers
Hunt; he was about 35 years of age; I
do not know bis nationality or whether
hu waa a marired man; have kuowu him
about one y< ar; I kuow him iv Pres-
ent t. A. T.J be waa working for a Mr.
Palmer in a livery stable; that was iv
1885; be use 1 touring horses to me; I
saw him last evening between 5 and 6
o'clock; he asked me if I would loan
bim $10; 1 refused; be appeared to be
in Ida right mind, but looked as if he
had been sick; he was a very steady
man in Arizona; I never knew him to be
out of work; thenrst time 1 saw him iv
this city waa about a week ago; I know
nothing of the parly refeirtd to in his
letter us Belle Shortridge; I dv not know
of any of the deceased's friends; Iknow
nothing uf tbe property he refers to in
the letter.

It appears that the same man uuMon-
day last went into tbe gnu store of 11.
Slutterbeck, tn Temple bluck, and
while pretending to be Inspecting
a revolver attempted to shoot
himself through the bead, but was pre-
vented by Mr. S!otterb&ck, )who took
the pistol from himaud had tbe man ar-
rested; hut, as there bad been no crime
committed, be was let go utter remain-
ing one day in jail. The deed was com-
mitted during the darkness of the night
on Tuesday, on Ihe bank of the zauja,
into which his knife probAbly dropped
and was swept away, aa no knifeor razor
waH found ueur him. After committing
the horrible deed he moved himself to
the hedge and died. A telegram bus
beeu sent to Mrs. Belle Shortridge, who
may give the story of bis life.

A Thing of Beauty

IhellEiULU ia under obligations to
Mr.JS.J. Mathes for a fine specimen of
tlie funous snow-plant. Tbis rare crim-
son flower grows only on the lofty sides
of snow-covered mountains, aud spriugs
from a large conical bulb up through the
snow. The specimen presented by Mr.
Mathes was gathered by him out of the
snow on the Sierra Nevada mountains at
Vouemite three days siuce, and is a very
tine specimen indeed. It is about fifteen
inches high, two inches in diameter,
with a small truuk on which
cluster numerous red blossoms
shaped like strawberries, each blossom
being supported by a spear shaped red
leaf. The truuk is covered with bloom
even ou the top, forming a structure
shaped like a huge stalk of asparagus.
To those who never saw this curious
flower before, it is a most interesting
sight. Botanists have spent fortuues and
risked their lives to obtain it. In Cali-
fornia it grows to great aize and possesses
greut brilliancy ot color. Atfirst sight
it h a strange surprise to see the fiery
red column standing outof the cold white
snow on the bleak side of a mountain,
and refusing to live in the rich valleys
below.

Drawback for Canned Fruits
Congressman Felton has introduced

a billin the House, which, ifitbecome* a
law, willbe au immense help to ourcan-
ning and fruit growing industries. It is
a billto authorize fanners or others ex-
porting hermetically sealed fruit to re-
ceivea drawback fur the refined sugar osed
to the extent of the dutypaid on the raw
sugar. As there are about <nx pound* of
dry granulated sugar in a case of table
fruits and the drawback would amount
'2 H'2 100 cents for each pound, the draw-
back would amouut to 16 92-100 cents on
each case, if the sugar duties ure nut re-

duced and the cauuers do nut in-
crease the proportion of sugar to
trait This is \\ cents reduc-
tion on the cost per dozen, and
while it stems tnding would greatly
stimulate tbe export of canned fruits,
wbioh again would stimulate the
whole cannery industry aud enlarge
the market fur our fruit producers.
We cannot see where tiny opposition
to the hill could arise; the F. isteru
rt liners would favor it because it
would Increase the demand for refined
sugar. They c moot object to tbe
principal of drawbacks for they already
bene He by drawbacks on the dry granu-
lated suirar they export to Great Britain,
ii business which reached last year to
100,000 tons and over. The Maryland

HONORING AN ANGELENO
Ilanquet to Jn«|e Sepulveda by

I'lttshurs; Mstnufntturers.

The l'iitsbui a DailyDispatch of May
19th has the following acouunt of the
proceedings at a banquet giveu by the
merchants and manufacturers of that
city l« Hon. Ygnacio Sapulveda, for-
merly Judge uf tlie Superior Court In
Ix*s Augeles,

The reception and banquet tendered
by a number of the business men of tbe
city to Judge Sepulveda, of Mexico
City, at the Monongahela House last
Uigbt, was a quiet, but very elegant lit-
tle affair.

ite topic, the furtherance of coinmeroe
between tbe two countries. Tbe fol-
lowing conversation took place;

"VVheuwnsthe present Government
of Mexico established, aud Uas it aform
like our own? 'asked the reporter.

"Really the adoption of the constitu-
tion of 1857 gave form to the last polit-
ical institutions of Mexico. That con-
stitution was modeled from our own,
and contains substantially the same or-
ganic law, withsome differences required
by the peculiar condition of thepeople,"

replied the Jurlge.
"Do you believe the Republic of

Mexico to be firmly established, or is
there danger uf its being overthrown by
revolutions athome or iuteif i-reuce from
abroad? What are those so-called revo-
lutions?"

"Tbe stability of the Government is
beyond questit n. The people are tired
uf anarchy. President Diaz has cousuli-
dated alt parties, and there is no dis-
turbing element bulficieutly strong to
produce any serious movement which
the administration would not be able to
crtndi summarily. As to any interfer-
ence from abroad, there in not the re-
motest possibility of any occurring. The
lesson furnished by the downfall of tbe
Kmpire of Maxiiuiliau and the proxim-
ity, power and attitude of the (Jutted

States would forbid any attempt of foi-
eigu powers to interfere with Mexico.
The reported disturbances in Mexico oc-
casionally given by newspaper corre-
spondents, are purely local, and very in-
mendicant personal quarrels, which in
no way can ue diguitied by the name of
revolutions."

"Are the general laws and Slate laws
so framed as to encourage tbe develop-
ment of the country by home and for-
eigu capital, and are these laws equally
favorable to both?"

"The geueral aud State laws contain
no inhibition against development, nor
iv any way discountenances it. They
furnish ample field to home aud foreign
capital. The government invites this
last, protects it,and looks to it as one of
its main supports, fully aware that the
advancement of the country rests in a
very great measure on this."

"Ab the President of the Republic and
the Governors of States are elected by
popular vote, bow are judges and othe a
who are entrusted withthe administra-
tion of the laws chosen? What is their
authority aud to whom are they answer-
able.

They are also elected by popular elec-
tion aud have, withsome appreciable dif-
ference in jurisdiction, tbe same scope
of authority and checks an those of the
UnitenStates."

How have the values of property iv
Mexico been affected by tbe construction
of railroads and the opeuing up of

"The values of property have in-
creased greatly, due to tbe introduction
of railroads and the working of in ues
by foreign capital. The Uovernmeut is
especially benignaut to the workiug of
mines, and iv no way interferes with
their development, for the obvious rea-
son that this class of property is the
chief element in the wealth of the coun-
try."

"Have the good effects on all property
benefited the laboring classes also?'1"No class ha-i been more benefited
than tbe laboriug population by the in-
troduction uf railroads and tbe workiug
of mines. These new entei prises fur-
nish a steady and remunerative employ-
ment to thousauds who formerly had no
path open to gain their livelihood.
Their families live now comfortably and
they are satis tied. Revolutions received
their death blow by tbe honest employ-
ment of the Uhoring classes. Tbe secu-
rity of travel is assured, industrious
habits inculcated, aud the municipalities
are relieved in many ways by having
this clsss occupied."

"How do the owners of property and
the laboriug classes look upon the in-
vestment of American capital in rail-
roads and mining and manufacturing en-
terprises?"

"The owners of property are anxious
to have American capital in railroads,
mines and manufacturing enterprises in
Mexico. They are constantly looking

for it, and need it to foster many
branches of industry which have re-
mained untouched for want of it; to aid
them in developing theirexteusive prop-
erties heretofore unproductive.'

"How far does the prejudice against
Americans extend?"

"Although a certain amount of bad
feeling exists in Mexico against the
United States, due to former wars be-
tween the two countries, the prejudice

against individual Americans is hardly
noticeable. Those who have had busi-
ness there can testify as to the good
treatment they receive at the hands of
the natives. Some individual collisions
occur once in a while on tbe frontier be-
twee i Mexico and Texa?, but the blame
of these, I imagine, can be attributed
just as well to as to tho other na-
tionality."

"If the investment uf capital should
result in developing profitable enter-
prises, is there any likelihood of the
General Government or State Govern-
ments interposing in such manner as to
imperil their success?"

"I do not believe that the Govern-
ments will interfere with any p:lvate
enterprise, however profitable this en-
terprise mightresult, for the reason that,
as a matter of self-preservation, the Gov-
ernments would be inclined to foster it,
thereby increasing the general wealth,
insuring a steady legal revenue and af-
fording employment of hands, of which
that couutry is greatly in need. It would
be suicidal to destroy tbe very element
that gives them life. The action of the
Mexican Government last year, in stop
ping the payment of subsidies to rail-
roads, as can be very readily seen, was
a step not unprecedented among na-
tions, demanded by supreme emergen-
cy, as there was no money to de-
fray even current expenses, much
much less to pay subsidies, ami instead
of absolnto repudiation, the (.overn-
ment merely bonded the indebtedness,
with interest, which interest I think
Mexico willsoon begin to pay. Iknow
that President Diaz is straining every
naive to bring Mexico to ahealthy tinau
cial condition. He is denirous of per-
petuating bin name as a good ruler, al
though many circumstances inherent to
the character and class of the popula-
tion of that conutry are retarding the
accomplishment of his aims and »< rapid
a development as might be desired.
Nevertheless, we csnnot say truthfully
that the country has not advanced in
all directions. Ithas peace, security of
person and property wnd material pro-
gress in a great degree."
