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HOME RULE DEFEATED

Second Reading of the Bill
Refused

BY A MAJORITY OK THIRTY.

Speeches iv the House of Commons

Kor anil Against Ihe

Measure.

London, Juue 7.?Oladstoue entered

the House of Commotm this afternoon
and prooeeded straight to his seat. "W hen
hia presence waft noticed he was greeted
with tremendous cheers. The Premier
wore a white rose iv his lapel. The
Commons was crowded to its utmost ca-
pacity at the opening of the session.
Gladstone, in replying to a question, said
the Government was unable to promise
to incorporate measures lor Home Rule

governments in Kngland, Wales and
M.otland ivthe revised Irish Home Rule
bill, when It was brought in during tbe
autumn session, iv the event of its pas-
sage to a second reading now.

Right Hon. Ueo. H. J, Cost-hen re-
sumed the debate ou the Home Rnle bill
to-day. He said if thebill passed a tre
mendous struggle would bo inaugurated
by the Catholic clergy of Ireland for the
control of education in that country.
Regarding the question whether the bill
would prove a final settlement of tbe
Irish difficultyor lead to eventual aep-

aration, Goschen aaid he di.* uot think it
would prove a finality. It had been
elicited in various letters which passed
between the Promier and hta followers
that tbe reconstruction billwas the basis
ou whioh many members would unite in
voting with the Government on the
measure which every one admitted was
tbe most important ever submitted to
Parliament. The opponents of the bill
willhare achieved the result ifthe bill
is withdrawn after the second reading,
if-it passes lhat stage. The Premier ia
now more anxious to learn from hia sup-
porters what tbey willauthorize him to
give than to insist upon knowing what
the Parnellites will accept. [Cheers ]
His tone now differed. It had been
shown that the British Parliament wai»

not inclined to consider Parnell as dicta-
tor. [Loud cheers], "Daring recess,"
aaid Goechen, "Iheard one now aMinis-
ter of the Crown say he waa certain Par-
nell would be dictator in the coming
session. I think, however, ParneH's fol-
lowers will not acknowledge him. There
ere limits whereat they ace that many
who were prepared to grant some legta-
latlve autonomy to Ireland would draw
the line. The House will remember the
first reading of this bdl, and it will re
call the Right HonorableCbief Secretary
for Ireland's repeated allusions to cer-
tain dark aubtenanean forces. We do
not hear so much thereof now. They
withdraw to a great extent, though not
entirely from the light. A curtain has
been dropped over those terrible times
and tragedies which had scarcely faded
from ourmemories.

rages. [Opposition cheers.] I don't
say they oan do it. The matter may
have passed beyond their power. We
have the right, however, to pause when
asked to place the protection of life in
Ireland in the hands of a new nntutored
executive, and at the same time relin-
quish cjutrol of the police." [Parnell-
ite cries of "no, no."] Continuing Go-
sobea aaid: "The presence of Iriah
members at Westminster is incompatible
witha separate Irish Parliament. It
will be imposiible to include Ulster tn
the Dublin Parliament," |Parnellite
cries of "no, no."] "The clauses relet
ing to taxation and finance also," con-
tinued Goechen, "are inherent defects
in the bill." He asked if the Home
Rule hillia inseparably tied up with the
land purchase scheme. ["Oh, Oh."
cheers.] He had seen some correspond-
ence in which the Premier stated that
the subjects were inseparable in the
mind of the Government. At tha
moment tho word inseparable did
not con vey any thing clear and
definite. Ihe speaker was entitled
to know whether if the Home Rule bill

was returned in the autumn itwould be
accompanied by the Land Pnrchaae bill.
Was it to be inseparably tied? He
would also like to know whether any
daylight regarding Ulster penetrated tho
open mind of the government. Were
membera of tbe House to remain ignor-
ant as to whether the government in-
tended to ignore Ulster's earnest plead-
ings. [Opposition cheers and Irish cries,
"What Ulster?"] "Why, the same
Ulster,"Goschen said,"that the Premier

refsrred to when he introduced the bill."
[Opposition cheers.) No hope has been
tendered that clau-e 24 will be dropped.
This meant the disappearance perma-
nently of Irish membera frjm the im
penal Parliament. The Premier aaid at
tbe Foreign Office that he saw a
plan to adjust the difficulties, but never
?aid what that plan was."

Concluding, Goschen said "members
mast not forget Morleys warning if
discontent arose inIreland, Iiish-Ameri-
eens would place materia! resources at
Ireland's command. If Parliament
parted with its executive power io Ire-
land, alienated ita friends, made them
hitter foes, placed executive power in
new untried hands, how would they
meet this difficulty* Suppression by

wan held jp aa a remedy." He
urged members not to maim the consti-
tution of whioh they were only lifo
trustees. "Noforeignonntry," be said,
"ever had a P<irliam<int like tbe British

Parliament. As life tru-itees they were
bound to hand over their glorious pos-
senim w.thoui detriment to those com-
ing after tbem, I implore you by the
traditions of whioh we are heirs, by the
obligations of duty aud honor, by our
hopes of the fnture of the empire, by
our duty to the Queen, to look to it
that those who shall oome after us may
bear witness that we did not betray onr
trust." (Loud cheers.)

Parnell was the next speaker. Ijoudly
cheered by hia followera, he said: '*j
should ordinarily have laoked oonfi
denee in following so able and
eloquent a speaker in tbis contest,
bat 1 think "Thrica ia he armed who
hath his quarrel just," (cheers) and, nn
equal aud inferior as I am at many
points, I hope I shall not he ao far be-
nlod as nsual. ["Heer! Hear'"] With-
out intending to offer any disrespect, I
could not help thinking, while listening
to In*t' thet of all the lost oauaes
wherewith I have seen him connected

for many yeara past, he never bad so

little effect on me as when contending
against the bill we hope to read a leconu

tune to-night. Goschen spoke about the
sovereignty of Parliament. Upon this
point I agree with the definition given
ty Bryos. [Cheers ]Ws know per-
fectly wall?we have always known
dinee this bill waa introduced -the dif-
ference between a co ordinate and sub
ordinate Parliament. [Cheer«. |We
koow that the", legislation which Ihe
Premier wishes tu> oonatitute is a snbor.
diuate Parliament, not like the Grattan
Parliament, which was co-equal, arising
out of the aame constitution aud in the
same manner as this Parliament, given
by the aovereign. [Ministerial cheers ]
We understand perfectly well that the
Imperial Parliement has ultimate au
premecy ami ultimate sovereignty. I
quits agree with Gladstone and think it

one of the most valuable parts of the
bill wbloh Cl*d \u25a0.. offers, namely,
the responsibility of maintaining order
in Ireland by the Irish Parliament is a

correct provision, which no State iv
America could exist without (Irish
cheers). The supremacy of the Impe-
rial Parliament, however, will not be
affected by this iftbe Irish party exe-
cutes the power given it, while in
some cases itmay be rendered more
effective than ever (cheers). In accept-

Iing tbe billwe accept all honorable ob-
ligations and pledge ourselves for the
Irish people, aa far as we can pledge
ourselves (derisive cheers and laughter),
that tbe powers given shall not be
abused (Parnellite cheers): to devote all
of the energy, ability and influence we
may have with our people to prevent
them from abusing the powers entrusted
to them (cheers); that if the abuses do
take place, the Imperial Parliament may
intervene incases of grave importance.
You have the power and authority of
force if abuses are perpetrated, you
bave the remedy iv your owu hands, in

a oeee of thia kind you would bave
just the same authority you would
have whether this bill has been brought

forward or not. This we reooguize. I
said this on the introduction of the bill.
Isaid we would accept itaa a final set-

tlement. That I believed the Irish peo
pie would do so. I will Bay no more
npon this subject, but my words bave
been singularly justified. [Parnellite
obeers.J We had tbis measure accepted
by all toe leaders of every section of na-
tional feeling in Ireland and also out-
side of Ireland in America, and iv every
country where Irish people are found.
[Cheers.] We have not heard a single
voice raised against the billby an Irish-
man." [Cheers and ories of "Obi"]

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach said that the
bill failed to represent the views of the
Liberal party. It was the production of
one mau, who waa the highest iv this
kingdom, but stillpractically alone, the
remainder of the Liberal leaders intend-
ing to vote against the bill.

Mr. Gladstone followed, lvrising he
was loudly cheered. He expressed his
pleasure at having listened to the mas-
terly exposition?"l cannot call it less?
of tbe member from Cork. [Loud cheers
aod opposition laughter.] Ifeel a strong
conviction that the speeches couohed ina
tone marked alike by sound statesman-
ship and far seeing moderation will
never (fail to produce a la-ting effect
upon the minds and convictions of the
people of Kngland and Scotland.

Then the
right honorable gentleman says that,
excepting oue point, customs and excite
duties, no change waa made in the bill
after it was first submitted to tbe cab-
inet. He has no means of knowing
that, if it were true, and it happens to
b i ntirely untrue. (Loud laughter) This
taa matter of greet importance; though
it was one that had even been seen by
Mr. Chamberlain. Mr. Chamberlain
took exception to certain provisions of
the bill without being acquaint-
ed with tbe whole case. That
is a fact; Mr. Beach is entirely
wrong, also, iv this one of bis
simple facts. Then Mr. Beachaays that
Iaunounoed to the House that the bill
was not to be reconstructed. I sai l
nothing of the kind. [Cries of "Oh!"
"Oh!" and cheers.] [announced that 1
had not promised tbat it should be re-
constructed. After what Mr. Beach
has said and the acquaintance he has
stewn withthe history of the bill, and
after all that was said by Mr. Goshen, I
must again refer io the exact position iv
which some members stand in regard to

the bill. Io tha first place, I take it to
be absolutely beyond dispute upon broad,
high parliamentary grounds, tbat that
which is to be voted upon to-night is
tho principle of the bill aa distinct fron
particular bills " [Cheers.)

Now, sir, I want to aay one word oo
the subject of Irish loyalists, aud in de-
bates ot this kind we have at times to

nse words and expressions thatit is well
should be a little better understood than
they are. When I hear a speech from
Mr. Johnston and some others italways
appears to me that he is under the pious
conviction that loyalty ia innate in Irish
Protestants and disloyaltyinnate insome
other persons. [Laughter]. Ido be-
lieve tbat Mr. Johnston is under the
impression that in all times, in long
generations of Irish history, there has
been this difference between persons
who are Protestants and those who are
not Protestants. tCheers.) Well, itis
a charge which has been made and
ought to be met. Has Mr. Johnston in-
quired what was the state of loyalty in
Ireland at the close of the eighteenth
century, as regards Roman Catholics?
They had then hardly been into politi-
cal life. Inhis time Dean Swift spoke
of their incapacity for polities and it
woald be absurd to speak of them then
as being either loyal or disloyal. It is
quite true that in constituting legisla-
tion in Ireland we do as we did when
we constituted legislatures tn Canada
and Australia, vh: devolve an im-
portant portion of power. We devolved
itwiththat view in Canada and I hope
we shall do It in Ireland, not to estab-
lish partial aud nominal, but real and
practical independent management of
feat own affairs, i Cheers ] That is the
right which our opponents object to, and
tlnitis the thing we desire and hope and
mean to do. We have found iteasy to
reconoils the rights of Canada with tbe
rights of the Imperial Parliament. It
will be found not more difficult to
reconcile the rights of Ireland with
those of tbe Imperial Government.

THE BILL OXPEATED.
A division was called for, and
the vote was 311 for the meas-
ure and 341 against it. The ex-
citement dnring the division has not
been paralleled in the history of the
House of Commons. Lord Randolph
Churchillfirst discovered that tho gov-
ernment waa defeated, and by waving
his hat and indulging in joyful demon-
-jtrstions nronaed the enthusiasm of tbe
memhers of tho opposition who,

rising, waved their hats and
cheered again and again. When
the figures were announced tbe noiae
was deafening. AParnellite aballenged

the vote. Conner called for cheer*, for
the grand old man, which wore given
witb a gusto by the Government sup
porters. Sir wm. Harcourt snd hia
companions rose and bowed to Glad-
stone, who was -'in w!in- embarrassed.
Tbe Parnellites called for groans for
Chamberlain, whioh were given with
shouts of "Traitor!" and "Judas laoar
iot!" Chamberlain merely laughed. When
order was restored Gladstone rose
nnd while trembling moved an adjourn-
ment until Thursday. Hoaly and
O'Connor challenged the vote skying
they wonld net offer any opposition, bnt
?ii hed to express their repugnance of
the oonduct of many members of Glad*
stone's party. Daring the hubbub,
Gladstone, wearing a haggard look, left
the Honse, cheered by hu supporters.

A Fatal Accident.

Charleston, June 7.?The north-
bound passenger train on tbe North-
western Railway, whioh left here at 12
o'clock to-day, plunged through the
Santee river trestle, midway between
St. Stephen station and the Santee river
bridge, smashing up tbe coaches and
killing aix passengers. The cause of
the accident is not yet known, butit is
supposed to have resulted from the in-
secure fastenings of a rail onchanging
tbe guage.

Viticultural interests.
Yesterday Mr. L. J. Rose of Sunny

Slope offered tbe following series of res-
olutions before the Board of Trade of
this city, which were unanimously
adopted and wired to Washington, as
indicated in the body of them:

Inorder to show our appreciation of
the kind effort that is being made to
help the viticultural interests of this
State, it is unanimously resolved that
the following resolutions be sent to our
Senator, Leland Stanford, and others, as
follows:

Senators Stanford, Hearst, John P.
Jones, John Sherman, Allison, Beck,
Voorhe.es and others: ? Thia couuty of

Los Angelea, through its Board of
Trade, sends you greeting: That we
are watching with much solicitude yonr
kind efforts given to viticulturalindus-
tryenactments, viz: taxing bogus wines,
*ndallowing free grape spirits for forti-
fying aweet wines. We regard this as
the moat important movement ever made
for the prosperity of California.

This was signed by the President of
the Board, Major E. L. Stern, and by
the Secretary.

Mayor Spence wired a message of like
import to Senator Sherman, who, when
in Loa Angeles, visited the Mayor aud
formed very pleasant relations withthe
chief magistrate of tbe oity.

Look Out for Dark Stairways.
Several owners of business edifices on

Main and Spring street neglect to place
lights in the halls, and thus afford dark
lurkiug places in stairways for highway
robbers anddruuken loafers. Thia mat
tor should be oorreoted at once and re-
main corrected. Almost every night
these dark areas are occupied by drunk-
en loafers or robbers. A few nights
since five of these infamous prowlers
were discovered on Spring and Main
streets.

On Sunday night one of these lurking
scoundrels placed himself iv a <lark stair-
way and as Mr. F. J. Lincoln, of Mo
jtive, attempted to pass demanded his
money. Mr. Lincoln, who ia a muscular
individual, replied by knocking tbe
scoundrel down. The wretch was dis-
appointed and discomfited. Mr. Lin-
coln was so unmindful of courtaay as to
neglect to apologize to the rascal. On
Inst Friday night a fellow lay in one of
these stairways near the Post oflice in a
most revolting condition. Such places
should be lighted, so that the police
conld see these lurking rascals, who
bave assaulted several persons of late
from their dark hiding places.

If tbe rich owners of these buildings
will uot light them of their own accord,
tbey should be compelled to do so.
