ars, and every day this land, once
thought valueless, is being brought
ander cultivation, and proves to be the
finest in the State and capable of pro-
ducing the finest and earliest of fruit,

Uwing to the rapid increase of
lation, the amount of early !ruuuyu
not equal to the demand, but soon will
be largely in excess of home consump-
tion. Already potatoes, green as,
and tomatoes and strawberriea are raised
all winter in such quantities that not
only the home demand is supplied, but
the market at San Francisco and the
wrade of Arizons, New Mexico, Color-
ado, Kansas and Texas is amply for.
nished from Southern Caliiornia,

In addition to these great products
the fruit trees that have been planted
in the brush land are now beginning to
Lear and produce fruit far in advance of
the uorthern counties. This year the
tirst green corn, the firt figs, the tirst

apples, peaches, ayricots, pears, rasp
berries, blackberries, asparagus, grapes,
melons, ploms and loguats in the Los

Angeles market were raised in the new-

ly cultivated uplands of Califoruia.

In a few short months the ear
land fruit of this section will be mlxcienl
to supply the demand st home and
uhmur and the northern citrus belt can
ship its fruit elsewhere than to Los An-
geles.

There are many warm localities in Los
Angeles and San Diego counties where| &
fruit can be grown in mach shorter time
than in the favored spots i the uorthera
counties, but these localities have only
recently been planted sud are not yet in
full fruitage,

A fow years ago all the apples sold in
Los Angeles cime from Oregon, and
Santa Clara county in this Btate. Now
the apple crop of this county is enor-
mous,

Twelve years ago three-fourths of the
potatoes used in this county eame from
Humboldt county, while now the potato
erop of this county smouats to millic
of pounds sud supplies Southern C -lulnr
nis, Arizona, New gduwu Western T'
and part of Mexico. Now potatoes are
produced during every month the
year and the only néed of this tuber
from abroad is for the purpose of chang
ing the seed from time to time.
