He nar-
rates that bt Spain where orangt) treea
may be found fruiting at th* greet age
ol five aad tlx hundred years, with a
growth ia trunk diameter ef ovar three
feat, itI*customary to cut off th* tap
root every tan year* or thereabouts, and
to apply fartuixot* to it,after applying
to th* wound th«llac guars, and
whenoe sinks a pair or more of tape
seeking soil food.

In the Frototuer'e advocacy of
proper fertilisation of orange treet;
tliet itcannot be expected that thaySwiU
grow snd fruit profitably a treat num-
ber of years without a repleniehmcnt of
tb* aril witb ths necessary food, bat
this does not settle the soalebag ques-
tion. Prof, de Vetques (lata* that the
three varieties olsouebugs originated in
tbe Philippine Islands, where they are
termed the Ystdia Ocianioa, or Purohasi
Yserin, and that tbey do not there in-
terrupt tbe growth of fruit.
