In my Judgement an extraordinary
wcasloti has arisen which renders itexpe
lient and necessary for the public welfare

that the legislature should be called to

gethcr. The Hupreme Court of the State In

a recent decision announced that the LU-
parlan owners along the Innavigable
Htreantrt In California owued the llowlug
waters In such streams and are entitled to

the exclusive right to use the same. The
wide spread disaster which this decision
threatens to the agricultural Interest*, aud
the consequent general excitement and ap-

preheuslon make Itproper that the leglsla

tive and executive branches of the govern
ment should take prompt and efficient ac
tiou to prevent the injurious consequences
which will otherwise Inevitably How from

the establishment of such a rule of law by

the highest court In the commouwaalth,

under thesanction of the laws aud diatoms

whlrb prevailed lv California, when Itwas

acquired from Mexico; under the protec-

tive policyof the National and State Gov-

ernment, aud lvharmony withthe climatic
and physical characteristics of tbe country,
