this cause- Many suffcrera are obliged to
liewith the head very much elevated in
order to sleep with some degree of comfort.

Inothers, a tough, viscid aod offensive
phlegm collects behind and above the pal-
a*e. In thepassage between the throat and
head, adhering to the parts wltb glmsh
tenacity. Its lodgment embsrasses respira-
tion and creates a sensation of irritation
