The Railroad Crossing.

KjiitokHkhald: To one who has fre-
quently passed the S. P. K. R. depot on
Saa Fernando street during the last few
yesrs, and noticed the maimer iv which
the street cars and passengers going to
and from the depot have to "dodge"
the locomotives and long trains of oars,
the wonder is why corns attempt was
notmade before this by tbe City Council
and the railroad company to provide a
aafe passage to and from the depot for
travelers. At preaent passengers to and
from the depot have to cross several rail-
road tracks and frequently bave to make
a long detour tetbe rear of long trains
of oars, or pass to the front of a snorting
locomotive. To obviate this danger aud
difficultyIpropose that some of the
property owners on both sides of the
river organize a uew peoples street rail-
way company aud apply to the City
Council foi a franchise over and along
thefollowing route, viz.: Beginning at
the corner of New High aud Temple
streets, thence northerly along New
High street to Virgin street, thence
westerly along Vtrgiu »treet to Buena
Vista street, tbeooe northerly along
Bueua Viat* street crossing tbe r.ver
alongside of and on tbe same level with
the proposed new bridge, into Huff
streel, (which is the northern prolonga-
tion of Bueua Vi-u street) continuing
northeasterly along Holt street to
Daly atreet, thence northerly along Daly
street to the left bank of tbe arroyo.
Inorder that the difuctily of reaching
the depot msy be overcome, sud for the
purpone of drawing patronage, to the
proposed new line, I propose that tbe
S. P. R. R. Co. be induced to construct
a foot bridge from the upper story of
their new depot back to the top of the
bluff on Buena Vista street, thus pro-
viding a safe transit connecting directly
withtha proposed street oar line back of
tbe depot.

An examination of the oity map will
show the directness of the above de-
acribed stieet car line. To men of
means and observation it is hardly nec-
essary for me to show thatthwprospoeed
line would be patronized by nearly all
the residents living on tne east side
north of Downey avenue, as well as pas-
sengers to and from the depot.
