The Standard'i Berlin correspondent
f-aya. Emperor William, on hearing of
the seizure snd kidnapping of Prinoe Al-
exa rider, wrote a sharp letter to the Czir
expressing amazement and indignation.
When the King of Servia heard of the
events at Sofia Tie Baid: "Itla the great-
ast piece of Infamy ever perpetrated in
Europe, If I knew where Alexander
was I would sacrifice all 1 possess to af-

ford him as.iatauoe." Tbe report of tbe
arrival of Alexander at Darmstadt la not
confirmed.

Lord Salisbury will to-day conduct
the experiment of cutting a field of oats
with electric machinery.

The AViss this morning says: Mr.
Chamberlain's speech is tbe most power-
ful contribution In defense of the gov-
ernment since the meeting of tbe House.
There is clearly no prospect of his re-
turn to the Liberal party. He will re-
sist any motion, however, Ukely to bring
Mr. Gladstone back to power. This
combination of personal animosity and
(Ntrveratoa of party spirit could scarcely
go farther. It is reported that Lord
Randolph Churchill intends to protract
the Saturday aitting uf the House of
Commons till all the amendment* to hia
address have beeu disposed of.

AStrike Ended.

Nxw York, August 26.?The strike
of the Broad way street carmen Is set-
tled, and ths men willgo back to work
on the terms that were offered them by
President Thompson on Tuesday, and
which were refused at that time. The
sxeon live board of the Umpire Protect-
ive Association had not favored the tie-
up from the beginning, as a matter of
policy, and have made persistent efforts
to get the men to some kind of acom-
promise.

Through legislative neglect the
court* htve found the law ab it it,' and
hare declared it Buttbiidecision must
be enforced. It isnow defied inevery ir
rigated district in tbe State. This defence
is not willful,itis compulsory. Toe peo-
ple in tho-t- districts mast live;and they

oannot ltve without tbe water which
mikes their crops and supports itaoir
homes. In a m>,j»rity of cases tbe kw
takes the w.*ter from them. Who will
he the instruments of its withdrawal?
The riparians cannot aff>rd to long
Htand responsible for having iuvoked a
law whioh they dare not enforce. If
they hold that position they Become
responsible for public disorders, the
most dangerous that can beset a State.
Their organs huv« bristled with the
declaration tbat riparian rights he in
precise live with an irrigation pol-
icy Now the proof ot this lies
in the strict and universal enforce-
ment of those rights. Let nothing de-
pend upon individual concession, but let
everything come through the doorway
of ihe law sa it has been declared by the

courts. This willclear the atmosphere.
It' by snch a course it is demonstrated
<hat the irrigators hive nofarther cause
of action, that they are amply and in
difpuiably protected, the issue censes
and tbe agitation abates at once.
Hence we say to the ripariaus,
that if the Legislature adjourns
with the question where it was
when the session was called, upon them
is the task of enforcing the law rigidly,
as the only proof that itworks no harm
to the irrigators, tbat it forbids to ita
benefioial users no water that is now
making the plains fruitfuland habitable.
As good ciiiaens they most make this
demonstration, and in tbe results the
State will base its judgment for future
action. If this view is not reasonable
we watt for soma one to point out its in*
flrmity.

There being as yet no wagon roads In
thia consular district, trait beyond forty
miles from Acepulao is not available for
the present. The production of limes

aud pineapples has increased hi recent
years owing (o the increased demand for
these fruits in the market of San Fran-
cisco; the production of all the fraits
mentioned might be increased in an al-
most unlimited extent, ifthere was any
market for them. The average prices of
theae fruits at the port of Acapulco, the
only point of shipment, all the year
round are as follows:
Oranges, per 1000 16 00
Limes, per boxof 1000 I00
Pineapples, per 100 6 00
Coeoauuts, per 100 0 00
Banana*, per bunob 08Plantains, per UOO 0 00

Payable cash in Mexican silver coin,
delivered alongside the steamers with-
out other charges except tbe coat of
boxes and crates imported from Ban
Francisco. Although oranges and limes
are soares loe a short season, fruit deal-
ers here would engage to furnish fruits
all ths year round at the same prices.
The special var .'ties, qualities and sizes
of the Acapulco Junta are well known to
the Ban Franolsco dealers. Theannual
shipments to Han Francieoo, the only
market to whiohfruit from this consular
district is exported, are as follows:
15,000 boxes lime , 20,000 oranges,
12,000 pineapples. Other fruits arc
not exported ac oil, as owing to
tha high rite of freight chargfd
by the Pacific Mail Stenmsuip Company
they cannot compete in the Sau Frao-
ci-co market with tbe fruits imported
from the islands iv the Pacific ocean
The steamers of the Pacific MailSteam-
ahip Company are the only vessels af-
fording to this coat regnlar com muni
cation withSan Francisco, their rate of
freight being $20 in United States gold
coin per ton of 2000 pounds, or forty
cubic feet, freight money to be prepaid,
and without any reaponaibtlioy for do-

era! conditions of freight the export of
fruit from thie port would no doubt
promptly increase.

A Queer LittleWestern Railroad.
There is a littlenarrow-gauge railroad

in Central Illinois which israther amus-
ing. It runs through a rich farming
country and is owned and managed by
wealthy farmers. The conductors, en-
gineers and brakemen are farmers' sons,
who have grown weary of raising cattle
and corn. A train starts from each end
of the road every morning after break-
fast, runs to tbe opposite end of
the road by dinner time, returns
again for tea, and then ties up lor the
night. As there is no telegraph lint*
connected withthe road, nobody knows
when tbe train ia coming until it is in
sight. As tbe rails are laid on ties
placed on the flat prairie, and as no

Sade exists from one end of the road to
c other, the tallgrass haa an awkward

habit of getting under the wheels and
stopping the train. Not infrequently,
also, the light rails apread apart and
the oars ran off the track and go
tumbling along on the virgin prairie.
Whenever alittleaccident of this kind
occurs, the engineer, conductor, brake-
man and pasaeogers jump to the ground

and liftthe cars into place again Tiie
passengers ride in a car reserved for
tbem iv the rear of a long line of freight
oars. Half of this car is partitioned off
in order that it may also serve for carry-
ing mail-bags, express matter and bag-
gage.

SmallVineyards.

Men of small means who wish to
establish vineyards are recommeuded to
stndy tbe ohaintres system of planting,
which has been successfully tried iv tne
Uvermore valley. Tuis is a compara-
tively new method, introduced In France
hy a peasant who desired to reduce
the oost of planting and culti-
vation, and to raise annual crot>s

between the vines until the lat-
ter aame iuto bearing. This system

consists in planting the rows from six
teen and a half to twenty feet apart, mud
the vines eight or ten feet distant from
each each other in the row. The vines
are trained to spread over the ground,
and are gathered up out of the way pre-
vious te each plowing. It ia claimed
that double the quoitity of grapes is
grown per acre where this plan is fol-
lowed as under tbe old method of close
plant.-[Oloverdale Review. -There Shall Be no alps.

end ot eat hcar used on said road.

.-Er. J. No peraon or corporation ownlug
or operating a street railway shall permit
more than lorty persous to be Oarried at oue
lime upon any car drawn by one horse or
more than sixty persons upon any car

Bsc. 3. Anyperaon or corporation who
p.hall violate, neglect or refuse to comply
with the provisions of this ordinance shall

o« deemed guilty of a mlsdumoanor, and
upon conviction thereof, shall he punished
by a fine of uot more tbat oue hundred dol-
lars or by imprisonment of not more than
<>ne hundred days, or by both such tineaud
Imprisonment; and every day duriug
which any violation of this ordiuance eon-
tluues shall he considered as constituting »
new offence and shall be punished as lv
tillssection provided.
