Destructive Cfdoue at Jamaica.
September 27.-The

steamer San Bias, which arrived last
night, bright particulars of a terrible
oycloLe in tbe island of Jamaica, on the
loth of August, Tbe cyclone is esti-
mated to bare been from 20 to 30 miles
wide, nnd passed from northeast to
southwest The whole of tbe southern
part of the island wjr, laid waste and
thousands of voluaflnwreee destroyed.
Vive churches and a mission bouse wero
blown down. Also about 300 bouses,
nod many more seriously damaged.

Five personi were killed and about 30
injured. Nearly 1500 people ore desti-
tute. the ground provisions having been
rooted oat or washed away. Hospitals
and pablio building* are being utilized
lo receive the homeless.

London, September 27. ?The Mark
ham BtrprtMt, In it» weekly review of
the British grain trade, says: Trade
was exceedingly slow, bnt prices wera
sustained. Bound Kngtisb new crop
gwbents wera in best demand. The sales
of English wheat during the post week
were 62,121 quarters at 30». 9d., ageiost
08.588 quarters at 30s, MM. during the
corresponding week of last year. Flour
was slow solo, owiug to tho large stocks
and continued American arrivals. Fioe
malting b*rlsys are very soiree. Trade
iv foreign wh*»twwas dragging, late ftnd
rapidly increasing. The vinible supply
iv America oppresses trade here
American flour is 3d. cheaper. The
prices of round corn favor buyere Oati
were in large supply nnd cheaper. One
cargo of wheat has arrived. About
fourteen sailing vessels witb wheat from
Chilean and other Pacific porta are due,
and are expected to arrive when tbe
wind changes. Trade is forward aud is
somewhat steadier. At to day's market
there woe no Improvement in tbe wheat
trade. American and inferior English
wheats were cheaper. Flour was
dull. American flour la some butancta
was lower than on Monday. Prices of
barley hod a downward tendency.

Hanlan to
give Beaoh $1,000 in the former case and
Beach to give Hanlan $1,000 in the lat-
ter. Bvach has declined all challenges.

London, Septomber 27.?Hinlan has
deposited one hundred pounds io a chal-
lenge to Beach for a race on the Thames
or Tyne for five hundred pound* a side
and the championship of the world. He
offers to meet Beach to-day to arrange
the match.

Washington, September 27.?Acting
Secretary Muldrow baa rendered a very
important decision involving tbe consti-
tutional provision that "fullfaith and
credit shall be given by each state to

tbe acts, records and judicial proceed-
ings ot every other state," carrying out
the doctrine that where a court of one
state having jurisdiction to render a
judgment, that that judgment is con-
clusive of all matter determined therein
and is binding on the courts of every
other state. Secretary Muldrow extends
the exposition of the doe'rine to the ex-
ecutive departments. Tbe case comes
ap upon an important land matter from
Louisiana. The decision is said to be
an able one aud ia understood to be a
reversal of one rendered byKit-Secretary
Hcburz.

German Gazette, inarticles denying that
the great powers ousted Prince Alexan-

der, maintains that even Russia placed
uo difficultyin tbe way of Alexander's
remalniug at Sofia.

The work waa found but a foot or
two above bed-rock and shows evidences
of workmanship that could have been
performed only by a highly civilized
race. It most have been done many
generations since, as a large elm tree
bad grown over tbe ruins.

Tbe instrument of destruction
was a csat-iroo shell, resembling in
shape a duck's egg. about three inches
in diameter und six iv circumference,
and tilled with dynamite and bullets,
