Augusta, Maine: To tho Editor of the

Kennebec Journal: I thank you for calling

aervioe reform. Absence from home for

soveral woeks has preveuted my seeing it
aooner. The circular embodies a singular

perversion of what I said, and a still more
singular perversion of what I quoted in my

apeechon iho 10th of Ootober at Hunting

tod, Pennsylvania. I send you herewith the

speech of October 19th, as it appeared in
the press and respectfully a;k you

to publish ittv your columns side by side
with the circular issued by the Massachu
setts Independent Committee. I thank you
further lor submitting to moa public letter
of October Mth from Ur. Martin Brimmer,
of Boston, ivwhich I am accused of repu-
diating reform of the civil service with a
sneer. Perhaps Mr. Brimmer Inconsider-
ately based his remarks upon Ihe circular
of the fudependent Committee, and has
thus been led into publishing a statement
which does me great injustice. If my sup-
position he correct, Mr. Brimmer will, as a
gentleman, withdraw his language. 11 is
scarcely necessary to siy that I have never
repudiated reform ivthe civil survice, nor
abated my interest therein, nor have I ever
regarded the sueer as a forcible mode of ar-
gument. Wero I tempted to resort to it,I
should direct it uot against reform of tne
civil service, h it agaiust tha hynocrl.ty of
those who wish the conditions of th c ser-
vlce to he enforced agaiust their p.i itimi
opponents, hut not agaiust. their poll teal
friends. Myargument implied, and was in-

tended to imply, that the Republican
party had beeu wise iv not adopting the
English system with its life tenure
and its large peusion listand all the attend-
ant evils, lvshort though I did uot say so
in words, I meant ta couvey my be.icf that
the very worst leaders and guides for a re-
public are those who persist inseeing the
perfection of numane government iv au in-
sular monarchy whose conditions are in all
respects radically different from those ol
our own laud. The Massachusetts Inde-
pendents should learn that American iv
spiratlon ends w here Imitation of England
beglus.

Chicago, November 16.?The Baseball
Itules committee made tbe following
changes in tho rules of tho game to day:
The high and low ball system of delivery

has been abolished, any ball now being

considered fair that passes the player be.
tweeu his shoulder and knee aud that passes

over the plate. Buutlng in future willuot

bo allowed, auy obvious attempt to make a
foul willbe scored a strfke. Cluf s willnot
toss for choice for positiou lv the fu-
ture, the right of choice resting in-
variably with the home club. live
balls and four strikes will be al
lowed lustend of six balls and three
strikes as heretofore. o ben a bats-
man takes baso ou balls, he shall
be credited with a base hit. Batsmen shall
take uothing when struck by pitcher's hall.
Auy motions whatever ou the part of the
pitcher, made to deceive the batsmau, shall
be considered a balk. If iv ruunlu, to
base tho ruuner touches aud detaches the
bag without being touched by the
baseman, he will bo safe. Captains of
clubs only can | question the umpire s
decision. The old ruierequiring a runuer
to return to his base ou a ruu when a foul
hitla made waa rescinded. Hereafter the
ruuner can walk to his base. Arunner can
have a substitute ruu lor himivcase of in-
jury, but must retire from the game.
A baiter is out ou the fourth strike
under the new rule, whether
the hall is droppod or passed by the catcher.
The question of having two umpires and a
referee waa dropped. The pitchers box
was (horteuedto five and a half feet, and
tiie pitcher will be required to keep Ms

forward foot firmly on the ground when
about to deliver a ball. His rear foot must
be on the back line pf the box
and he will be allowed to take
but oue step when delivering the ball. Ihe
ball must be held iv plaiu view of the um-
pire. The pitcher cannot deliver tee ball
to the bat er after making a feint to throw
to first base base, but must resume positiou
inthe box. Only twocoschers willb? per-
mitted and they shall have the right to
talk to the base runuer only, Iv
scoring, wheu the batter s given
a base on called halls, a nit iscredited
?o the batter aud au error given to the
pitcher iv the summary only. Allbatting
errorsarccharged in the summary, as are
earned runs, home runs, two and three base
hits, double plays, base on balls, hltby
pitcher, passed . balls, wild pitches, time
of game and umpire. The pitcher
will be given no credit for a
strike-out iv place of a total base. A rec-
ord of stolen bases willbe kept, and any at-
°empt made by the player to steal a base
must be credited, whether an error iama.de
ot not »"he runner ia successful inreach-
ing a base. The committee also passed a

rule requiring each association to appoint a
jointrule committee at each annual meet-
ing, they to act for one year.

Washington, November 16.?Delegates
representing seventeen fraternal societies,

with a membership of 530,000, met at the

Riggs House inthis city to-day and organ-

ized a National Congress of Fraternal
Beneficiary Societies. Apermanent organi-

zation was effected by tho the election of

Corresponding Secretary; aud Bolivar Nel-
son, Washington, Treasurer. A Constitu-
tion was adopted, of wiilch the principal
provision is that none but legitimate Ira-
tetual beneficiary societies worklug under
the ritualand lodge syate.ns, shall be elig-
ible to membership In Hie National Cou-
gress. The maiu object of the Congress is
to orgauize among the various beu-rticiary
otders a system of mutual information,

benefit and protection, it is said that a
number of business and speculative com-
panies are organized uuder titles which
would lead mmy poisons lo believe thorn
fraternal beneficiary societies. Protection
is desired agaiust these companies.

TIIK PACtfcEltS' STRIKE.

Tbe Laborers Seem Determined
Not lo Vicld.

Chicaoo, November 16.? The contract

which tho packers are requiring the ex

strikers to sign is leading already to coni-

pllcatioua and possibly to another general

strike. Mauymen yet unemployed say they
willnever sign such au agreement, and at a
meeting of the cattle butchers' assembly to-
night resolutione were adopted denouncing

the actlou of tho pickers and pledging
members of tho Assembly not to sign the
busiuess contract. The vo.e waa unani
mous. Delegate Barry was present. After
themeetiug he said: "The packers thiuk
they have the men by the throata and pro-
pose to tighten their grip" Ho claimed that
the menwoulnaot r.s a unit regarding the
contract exacting a money forfeit from
them, and if a new strike occurred it
would mean dssobedieuce to Pow-
der! y's orders. "Tintcontract,' said Barry,

"is nn infamous piece of business. The
men Rre virtually asked to contribute
1253,000 to the packers to he used intheir
business. 1 hey could start first-class co
operative packing houses withthat sum. II
the packers do not recede from their
present position, I am inclined to believe
rhat District 57 willorder a new strike as it
has a perfect right to do. Incase of such a
strike the district would get no support

from the genera] order, but would receive
aid from local assemblies all over the couu-
try."

A SHEEP-EATING SERPENT.

Discovered in a. West Virginia
Cavern and Not Yet Killed.

Hi'htingtoh, W. Va , Oct. 23.-The Re-
publican publishes tbe following startling
letter from Milton: "There la a place on
Big Two Milecreek, about three aud a half
miles east of this place, known as the 'Buz-
zard's Den.' It la a large cave in the poiut
of a ridge which exteuds down between two
brauches to the rock gorge which Incases
the creek for nearly the wholelength The
cave Is entered by a small doorway which
extends down an Inclined piano for about
twenty feet, there opening Into a large
rugged room, which baa not been explored.
On last Sunday morning as Melsear Bra-
ley, a young man of about 20 years, was
passing that place en route to his brother's,

about a mile below on the creek, he hoard
a sheep Dleatiug plteously aa if iv great
di6tresß. Upon going nearer he found the
bleating proceeded from the mouth of the
cavern. He approached nearer the place,
when, upon suddenly turning tbe corner of
a huge boulder, he beheld a sight which
sent his blood in an arrtic ilool up his
tack and stood his hair on end. He beheld
the head of a huge serpent protruding from
the entrance of the cavern with the hind
quarters of a sheepin its mouth, swallowing
itgradually, while the sheep was emitting
a mourutul sound. Bralev being a brave lad
thought to relieve the sheep, so hurrying up
tbe hillabove the cavern he rolled a huge
boulder down upou tho monster. This
maddened himso tbat he let the sheep go,
witha terrific snort which could bo heard
half a mile, and rushed from the cave like
a huge tree. It w«a about forty feet long,
withlarge black aud yellowstripes running
lengthwise of Its body. The head and neck
were black aud sleek, and the tall for sev-
eral feet from the end was of a dull brown
color. The sudden appearance of the mon-
ster so frightened the ladthat he rushed for
home at a 2:10 gait, where he soon arrived
out of breath, and told his cxperieuce,
whereupon his father, eldoo brother aud
brother-in-law, together with two or three
neighbors who had been summoned, armed
withall the firearms that could be had,
started for the oaveru prepared to make an
invasion of the euemy's country.

"Uponarriving at tlio place nothing could
be Been of the snake or the Bheep, hut upou
approaching the mouth of the cavern a
sickening Blench met them, such ns that
coming from a maduened snake, aud its
fierce blowings and hissings could be heard.
They could do uothing with him, so had to
return to their homes. Asearch willbo or-
ganized to hunt up the monster. No one
knows whero ho came from, as this is his
first appearance. The couutry for several
miles round is heavily woodel.and he may
have been around for some time. It is to
ba hoped he willsoon be killed."

Water Development.
On Tuesday last we accepted Col. Rhorer's

Invitation to visithis place at the foothills,
the Hteln place, the scene of hia operations
lvwater development. The visit served to
confirm the opinion which we have Ions;

penditure of a ltttlecapital would develop
an abundance of water a"l along the base
of the foothllla and mountatna. TueFday of
last week, at a diatauce of about 120 feet
from the point of beginning the tunnel, a
magnificent stream of water was struck and
has continued toflow uninterruptedly since.
In fact, now at 128 feet the flow has beeu
considerably increased, so thattaking what
we consider alow estimate there is a stream
of four inches flowing from the mouth of
the tunnel.

IvI
addition to the water vow beine developed |
there aro two or three more localities on the
Colonel's place where he Intends to drive I
tunnel". There are two or three springs
whioh If properly developed willyield Irom
three to ten inches of water. After com-
pleting the work oftunneling, a large reser-
voir willbe built for storing water. It is
not necessary to say that Col. Khorer is
elated over his foituuate And.

$400, obtained an amount of water wbich, at
the usually estimated value In Southern
California, is worth 14000.

THE SECRETARY IN TROUBLE.

Evidence that he Conducted His

Oflice in an Extravagant

and Careless Manner.

Ci.kvf.lani>, 0., November Hi.?The ad-

Jourued mcctiug of the American Turf
Congress called to pass upon the charges
against Secretary Vail was called to order
at 2 o'clo?k thia afternoon at the Kennard
House hy President James Grant. Two
hundred and twenty-five delegates wtire
present and A. 8. Edwards, Wm. S. Tllton
and R. D. Bonner, the committee ap-
pointed at tho Chicago meoting to investi-
gate the affairs of the Secretary
made thoir report, which, together
.with tho report of the expert accountant
and an appendix consisting of complaints
from different associations, made a pam-
phlet of over forty i>ages. In their report
the committee say: from observation it is
apparent to the committee thet much use-
less expense and waste of labor Is incurred
lv the conduct of the office. Arepetition Of
the work of the work of ten occurs, and the
wretched system adopted to record the
finances of Ihe association has necessarily
created much confusion, where a proper
aud well organized system woul 1 havo pro-
duced better results at much less cost;

tnat there was studied neglect of the first
demands aud obstinate refusal on the part
of the Secretary to furnish inquiring mem-
bers with information that were entitled to
It at the hands of the servant of the associa-
tion, as is plain from the tenor of the ac-
companying communications. Such conduct
on the part nt a member, of a Commercial
firm would result iv its bankruptcy from
loss of confidence, and r,uch conduct con-
tinued would have caused tbe eutire dlsin
tegratiou of the National Trotting Associa-
tion. The report of Yoldef,of New York,
shows that Mr. Vail paid over to the
Treasurer all the moneys had by him for
the Associatiou, but.the last payment having
been marie but a short time since. There-
port of the committee was received and
tiled and the statement of the expert ac-
countant referred to the board of review.

New York was chosen as the next place
of meeting, after which the Congress ad-
journed. There was considerable excite-
ment at the adjournment. T. J Wade, of
St Louis, wanted tooll'e' arcsolutionthank-
ing the lnvo tigation committee, but was
prevented from doing *o. Several Western
members then explained the votes against
adjournment, saying they didn't like to be
be sat down upon. Ailjourcment was cir-

ried by a vote of 134 to'J2. The western del-
egates then met and Col. Edwards made a
neat speech ricuving the charges made by
the Turf. Field and Farm, that he had orTer-
ed to sell reports of the committee to news-
papers in advance. Aresolution offered by
S. A. Browne, of Kalamazoo, exonerating
Col. Edwards, was then adopted, thanking
the Investigating committee, and asking the
Board of Review to remove Vail from the
offico of Secretary, and appoint another man
lv his place.

Chicago willbe perhaps ten seconds by
letter from New York,and d-.n Francisco a
minute, more or less It willalso change a
great many things, and do away withthe
steam cara aa a mall.carrier. The system ia
yet in ita infancy. The postage ou letters
willnot he one-twentieth what it is, aud
tho expense to the Government willhe less
Of course, the delivery willhave to be reg-
ulated to so many during the day?say five
or ten in the morulug aud that number in
the afternoon and evening. And yet hu-
man nature Is so constructed that eveuwith
such improved facilities I believe many
kickers could be f uud who would protest
agaiust the limited uumber of deliveries of
mail and the slow time made."

Singing Sands.

There are a few beaches in the world on
which are found "singing Bands;" so called
because of a prolonged musical sound heard
when walking through the sand or stirring
itwith a stick.
