THE SPEECHES AND TOASTS.

What Carlisle Thinks of The Tar-

ills aud Sparks Thinks of

Land Grants.

Chicaoo, November 17.?The fourth an-

nual banquet of the Iroquois Club occurred
to-nightat the Palmer House. Among tbe
large number of distinguished Democrats

to whom invitations had been Bent the foi
lowingare the most widely known who ac-
cepted and were present: Hon. John O
Carlisle, Hon. I. B. Hook, Hon. Edward T
Bragg aud Hon. J. Sterling Martin. Among
other prominent persous who sent letters ol
regret are Presldout Cleveland, Abram 8.
Hewitt, 8. S. Cox, Koswell P. Flower, Wm.
C. Bndicott, Perry Belmont, Gov. J. M. Hill
and Fllz-John Porter.

John G. Carlisle, ofKentucky, Speaker of
the House of Representatives, made the
leading address of ihe evening. The toast
to which he responded was "American in-

dustries, their growth and prosperity cannot
be promoted by unnecessary or unequal
taxation."

"Although the toast asserts a self-evident
truth," began Mr. Carlisle, "we cannot af-
ford te ignore the fact that even in this
age of philosophical speculation and prac-
tical knowledge there are men In the front
ranks of literature, politics aud business,
who seriously contend that the government
cau mHke its citizens rich aud prosperous
by taxing them. "All-taxation," Carlisle
declared, "no matter how it may be dis-
guised or in what manner Its payment may
he enforced, is ultimately a charge upou
labor." Ho emphatically stated that sub-
stantial equality in the adjustment of rates
of taxation and uniformity iv the designs-
tion of the articiea upon whioh It shall be
imposed, are not only obtainable, but essen-
tial. Under the present system of taxing
for protective purposes a few have become
very rich but many ha'e become poor, and
the gulf between luxury aud penury is
growing wider and deeper day by day; but
withtbe power of taxation exercised only
for the purpose of ratsing a revenue for the
support of the government the princtples of
substantial equity aud uniformity cau be
recognized and enforced.

Carlisle concluded ivthe following words:
"No matter who may aesert or who may
falter, the great lightfor reform willgo on.
This country does not belong to either
monopoly or communists, aud the p.-oplc
willsave itfrom both. Tho people ivspite
of all combinations and conspiracies will
ultimately Bee that tho true priuclples of
justice and equality prevail in the legisla-
tion of the country even to preveut a con-
tinuance of long prevailing, existing aud
coutantly locreaslug evils. They willnot
rush from one extreme to another, but will
proceed carefully, deliberately, aud reso-
lutely to correct Inequalities and remove
unnecessary burdeus, aud offer paths that
lead to peace and prosperity. While free
trade Is Impracticable, industrial and com-
mercial emancipation can and willbe ac
complished by wise and moderate measures
of reform, without Interfering with any prl-
va'e enterprise or injuring any public in-
terest. To thia some of us at least are
irrevocably pledged not only by
tradltiona aud declarations of tho
political party to which we belong,
but by a sense of personal and official duty
which cannot be disregarded without be-
traying the confidence reposed in us by tho
people. Whether ivpublic or private life,
I shall stand by that pledge and tothe ox-
tent of my abilities and opportunities con-
tribute inevery way to the early and corn-

.plete triumph of revenue reforms."
w. A. J. SPARKS,

Commissioner of the General Land omce,
in speaking upon "The Public Lands, the
Peoples' Heritage for Home*," gave his
views upon the prr.per policy to be pursued
by the Goveruraent in regard to eacni class
of public lauds. He held that while the ob-
ligations of the Government so far as in-
curred, must be carried out, the effects of
this doubtful and mistaken land grant legis-
lation must not be so magnified that while
renuiring of the Government a strict com-
pliance with its part of the contract the cor-
porations shall be allowed unlimited li-
cense to violate theirs. It was true that it
takes two parties to make a bargain, and it
was equally true that the failure of one
narty to tho contract is a release of the obli-
gations of the other. He was prepared to
say that in grants amounting H0.000.0U0 acres
there haa been no such compliance
with the law by the companlea as
bind the Government to any legal
obligation. Iv respect to the grantej

lands by the Northern Pacific railread
alone nearly forty million acrea of the peo-
ple's heritage for homes was being unjustly
withheld. An act should be passed declar-
ing the forfeitures of tho grants, if only to
the extent of tbe portions of the uucon-
structed roads at the time fixed by law for
their entire completion. Such an Act, while
a measure oi partial justice only, would
leave to the oompaniea, at their average
nrlce of lands, more than enough to meet
the legitimate cost of the entire construc-
tian of their roads. Great land grauta to
private individuals. Commissioner Parks
said wero nearly all made for coliuization
purposes, and arc net binding unless as the
conditions involved have beeu cjmplied
W HU characterization of these granta waa
almost equally sweeping with that of rail-
road lands. The manner in which
existing laws operate iv regard to
swamp lands, pre-emption, homesteads,
timber culture and desert lands, was
unsparingly condemned by the speaker,.
Before resuming his seat Commissioner
Sparks briefly reviewed his course inoffice
and declarod that his efforts had been di-
rected solely to the prevention of the illegal
control of lands, the recovery of those
fraudulently held, to which title has not ytt

beeu passed, and to the protection of lauds
for actual settlement and the benefit of
actual inhabitants.

The Anarchist* and Dynamiter*
Muat Pay the Penalty.

New York, November 17.?The Central
Labor Union is out with a petition on behalf
of the Chicago Anarchists and Socialists
who are condemned to death. The petition
claims that tbe conviction of these men was
jnot in accordance witha justand equitable
admintttration of tho law and they are en-
titled to a new trial. Copies of this docu-
ment have been left for signature at the
headquarters of the various unions, while
parties who appear to be specially interested
are going around among down-town merch-
ants, bankers and members of the Ex-
change, soliciting their names. In some
cases they are freoly given, but in a great
majority of oases ti ey are withheld. Trade
unionists geuerally support the application.
One man to whom tbe petition ia intrusted
expresses tho couvlction that out of 69,000
votes cast for Henry George, 50,000 of those
who cast them will Bign it and he thinks
25,000 more oan be got with very littleeflort
in Brooklyn.

RAILROAD NEWS.

The IT. P. Lease* the Oregon
Line*.

Boston, November 17.?Messrs. Smith
Hall, and others of the Oregon Ratlwayand
Navigation Directory, who were appointed
a committee to consider the lease question,
were InBoston yesterday aud Bad a confer-
ence with President Adams ol the Union
Pacific road. The result was an agreement

to lease the property to the Union Pacific
Railroad thiough the Oregon Short Line
Company. The basis of the lease is under-
stood tol.e six perce :t. In the annual re-
port ol the Oregon Railway and Navigation
Company for the year ending June 30th last
shows the gross earniugs were 45,556,543, au
increase of #1,461,404; and net earning
$2,504,689, an increase of 8994,973. The per-
centage of operating expenses to earnings
is 53.8.

ing correspondence is made public by the
President to-night:

Neosho. Mo. , November 10.

To Hon. A. H. Garland, Attorney-General.
WaeMngton:
Dear Sib:?Your letter of tbe Ist instant,

apprising me of tbe basis of my suspenstnn

from office as Attorneyol the United States
for the western district of Missouri is re-
ceived. I desire to make a plain statement
of the fscts inrelation to the list of appoint

incuts to make campaign speeches. The

United States District Court, for the East-
ern Division District, convened on the 7th

day of September. I had been there with
my assistant several days prior to tbat date,
preparing cases for trial. The Dis-
trict business, except a few pleas of
guilty, we finished on September 24th,
and on the following day the court adjourn-
ed Ou the night ot the 2oth I went to Jef-
ferson City. 1 then went to Kansas City,
aud Rush, my assistant, aud I prepared our-
selves ior the October term of court for the
Western Dtvislou. Meanwhile I had, at the
earnest solicitation of Messrs. B. Dockery,
Craveua and others, eaudldatea for Cou-
gress and the Democratic State Central
Committee, and withthe knowledge of Sen-
ators Cockrell and Vest, agreed to make
some oampaigu speeches. After so arrang-
ing them as to time, so as not to interfere
withmy official business, I gave the list to
1) H. Shields, Chairman, and this list
was published, the dates beginning with
September 29th at 7 P. «, at Aurora, Mo.
The appointments were made dn each side
of my district so I could and didreach Kan-
sas Cltv once each week to look after rou-
tine busiuess of tbe oilice. Myjassis aut, W.
Rush, was inthe office all thd lime I was
away. Two of my appointments were made
at Webb Cityand Sarcoxo, conveniently to
Jopliu, where I appeared in two important
casea on the HI day of October, before
Clerk Crawford, United St tes Commission-
er. I filled my engagements to Saturday, Oc-
tober 16th. At Seneca, Monday, October
16th. Ihe District Court for the Wea'eru Di-
vision began the term. Every indictment
and information was prepared and in con-
sequence of this the Grand Jury
was dismissed at uoou of the third
day. I had thought I would get through
withthe business of this short term iv one
week. I had an engngemeut to speak dur-
ing that week. One at St. Joseph I did uot
fill. The other at Kansas City I did fill at
night after the adjournment of Court. I
found on Saturday, the 23d of October that I
had six important cases which I believed
should be tried Ou that uight I came here
and got mypartner, Hon. Joseph Cravens,
Hon. John T. Tell,of Mt. Vernon, aud Dr.
James Evans, of Nichols, Green county,
who agreed to till my appointments,
beginning with Southweat City,
on the 26th of Ootober, and imme-
diately I returned to Kanaas City,
and announced himself ready fortrial. The
District Court docket was called. I re-
mained in, court aud attended the cases
uut 11 received the President's letter sus-
pending me. AS to my record as a publlo
officer, I am willingfirthe department re-
ports of my success ivtrials, court otlicera
of circuit and district courts and those who
had business with the office to say. I re-
lied ou the following clause in the Presi-
dent's letter of July 19lh in making engage-
ments to speak: "Individual Interest and
activity in political affairs are by
uo meana condemned. Oflice holders
are neither disfranchized nor forbid
deu to exercise their political prlvlliges
but their privilege is not enlarged, uor la
their duty to the party increased to perni-
cious activity by office-holding." If mak-
ing political speeches is the oause of ray
suspension, I can make nodefense, but if tt
fs Inferred I neglected mo official duties by

so dolug, I am not guilty, and ask for full
scrutiny Into the facts. I respectfully ask
this communication to be referred tothe
President with such recommendation as
you deem just. I have but to add that I
had no idea that making political speechea
would be taken to be a violation of the
President's letter of July 19,1886.

Hon. M. E. Benton. , \
Dear Sir:?Your letter of the 10th Inst.,

addressed to the Attorney-General, has
beeu submitted to me aud carefully con-
sidered. Itß frank tone and all I know of
your character convinces me of the truth
therein related, touching ou matters which
led to your Buspension from oilice. Wheu
Iissued the warning to office holders to
which you refer aa an order, I ox-
pected to be much harrassed by all man-
ner of loose and frivolous tales originated
In malice or disappointment ami deliberate
design on the part of political enemies to
annoy and embarrass me concerning the
indulgence by appoiutees under the pres-
ent administrrtlou iv"pernicious activity
in politics agaiust which my warning waa
directed I did not intend to condemn the
making of nolitical speeches by a Federal
official to his neighbors and friends, nor at
any time aud place where itwas merely in-
cidental. I believe Indivorcing the conduct
of the citizen from the use of official Intlii-
ence inpolitiealcampaigns illustrating atall
times the truth that official duty is para-
mount to partisan service. The statement
inyour letter showing you did not permit
campaign engagements to Interfere with
tbe performance of official duties aud abo
lief In the truth of your allegation that you
honestly supposed you might properly do

all that was actually done, have induced
me to rescind the order suspending you
from oflice and reinstate you to the same.

Washington, November 17.?The effect of
Congressional elections upon the composi-
tion of committees intho Fiftieth Congress
will be very conspicuous. Carlisle, who

willbe the next Speaker of the House of

Representatives, willin most instances pro-

mote old members upon committees where

they at present serve, except insuch cases
aa thoy are transferred to the chairmanship
of other committees. The Ways and Means
Committee|of the present Congress loses
Morrison (ohairmanl, Hewitt, Harris of
Georgia, and Mayberry. Allits Republican
members are re elected. In the regular or-

der of promotion Mills(Texas) willget the
chairmanship. Tho Electiona Com-
mittee loses Lowry, Robertson, Boyle,
Green, Croxton, Martin and Hall
Democrats, and Payne and Ely, Republi-
cans. Ita chairman, Turner, of Georgia, ia
returned, and may again be assigned to the
head of this oommlttee. The Appropria-
tion Committee loseß Campbell, Leiervo and
Adams (NewYork),all Democrats. If Ran-
dall Uvea he willprobably retain the ehair-
mahshlp of this committee. The Judiclary
Committee loses its chairman Tucker, and
also Hammond, Eden and Bennett, Demo-
crats, and Klune and Hepburn, Republi-
cans. Culbertaon (Texas) holds the
ranking position lor chairman. The
Committee on Banking and Currency
will have to dispense with Miller,
Arnot and Flndlay, Democrats, and Brady,
Republican. Candler (Georgia) ia flrst ou
the list, but It ia said the chairmanship may
go to Arlklng(Ohio), wbo la aeoond. The
Committee on Coinage, Weights aud Meaa-
ures loses Seymour, Democrat, and James
and Little, Republicans. Its chairman,
Bland, is re elected, and willin all proba-
bilityretain hia place at the head of that

1oommlttee, as his palornity of the standard
Idollar is looked upon as giving himastrong

title to the position. The Commerce Com-
mittee loses Caldwell and Irion, Democrat",
ana Johnson, Republican. Resgan, of
Texas, Its chairman, is re elected, aud will
again get tbe place if he wauts tt. Tbe
Committee on Rivers and Harbors has
lost its head, Willis (Ky.). Bisnchard (La,)
la second on the oommlttee and standa a

food chance to get the chairmanship. The
orefgn Affairs Committee loses Cox, of

North Carolina, Singleton, Worthington and
Daniels, Democrats, and Bice and Walte.
who are Republicans. It is not unlikely
that there willbe another warm fight over
the chairmanship of the aonimtt'ee. Bel-
mont willprobably put in Bis claim, but il
willbe stoutly contested, Jthe MilitaryAf
fairs Committee loses Br am Its chairman
Wheeler, of Alabama, is ffrft inthe line of
promotion, but It has not b*Bn the policy of
the Democrats to place aneJ-Coufederato atthe head of that committee. Ermentrout, of
Pennsylvania, is tbe #nly Northern
Democrat among tbe returned membera.
The chances are that some democrat not a
member of the present coynmlttee willbe
made chairman. From fhtyNaval Commit
tee, Hewitt. Valentine and Bare (Dem.), aud
Buck (Rep.) drop out. Herbert of Alabama,
who is re elected, will probably retain the
chairmanship The Comsylttce on Post-
offices and Post-roads loses',five Democrats
nud two Republicans. Blount, ita chair-
man, is re elected, and twang an old mem-
ber, willprobably hold thelchairmauship.
