Atar of House-Free!
Tbe eccentricities oi the American

tariffare so glaring that no fair man
can examine itwithout being amazed
at ils incongruities. Tha attitude of
tbe Xepublican party upon this great

iasue is equally astonishing. I aving
adopted "the tariff as it is" for its
party cry, and taken the false posi-
tion that any change in the tariffis a
blow at American labor, the ttepub-

Ucaae have continued to perpetuate
great wrongs by a policy that is based
at demagogy of the worst character.
They willnot permitany calm consid-
eration of the question, but meet reas-

on with clamor, and answer juFt com-

plaint of the most outrageous discrim-
ination and violation of the true prin-
ciples of politicaleconomy with bun-
combe. Ifa plain man says there is
bo sense in admitting atar of roses
free and placing a duty of 180 per
cent, on c&stor oil, he is told that he
is an enemy of American labor. It
is to no purpose that you may point

outthe fact that this 180 per cent,

must be paid by the mases who con-
aume the oil, and that the atar of
roses is a costly luxuryused only by
those who could well bear the impost.
When you tell them that India shawls,
only used by the rich, are admitted
at about 4<iper cent, ad valorem,
while common woolen shawls, worn
by the poor, are scheduled at 86 per
cent., they meet you with tbe declar-
ation that this is a discrimination in
favor of Lome industry. They do not
think it necessary to enlighten you as
to the benefit that accrues to the
common people w ho have to pay two
prices' for their shawls whilst the rich
are let off with a stipend upon
their fine India stuffs. We might
go on for columns and cite
similar eccentricities in the tariff/but
ia the end every statement and argu-

ment against its absurdities and in-
iquities would be slighted offwith the
aame ad captandum answer. It is of
do use to appeal to these gentry with
facts and figures. They have made
party capital of the tariff policy, and
are determined to use it as their fan-
ciest stock in trade as long as they
can make voters believe that it is a
sound doctrine of political economy
torob the hewers of wood and draw-
era of water so as to swell the already
plethoric pockets oi the few who are
enriched by it. The Democratic
party insists on a revision of the
tariff and so adjusting the duties
as to protect home industries that
need protection ;but not to continue
the outrageous discriminations that
are now met with on every page of
the tariff schedule. Wherever tho
tariff sets a figure upon an imported
article a point above the mark that
will insure protection, and protection
only, to the home manufacture, all
above that figure is a robbery of the
consumer. The competitive point at

-vhich the tariff should figure is only
to be ascertained by careful investi-
gation. But tbat is the very thing
toe Republicans will not permit.
Hence the masses are yearly robbed
oi millions which go to give
inordinate profits to industries
that would flourish without pro-
tection. The government act-
ally giants a subsidy to manufactur-
ers out of the consumers' pockets

when it places a higher tariff on an
article than would serve to exclude
that article from competition with
the cost of its production in the
United States. The Democratic doc-
trine is the true doctrine of equal
rights in a protection as well as in all
other privileges derived from the
tiovernment How long the country
will stand a tariff which is constantly
making the rich richer and the poor
poorer, it is difficult to say. But one
thing is certain, it wil! have but a
i»ry short lease of lifewhenever the
great mass of the people come to
realize that by its pernicious opera-
tion it is rapidly building up an aris-
tocracy of wealth, which threaten
at no distant day to undermine our
toahliiliiiiis and overshadow the
oasstiaies oi the Republic. It is
within the line of demonstration to
show that for the #200,000,000 of ens-

touts revenues that go into the
National treasury every year, not
much short of one billion of dollars
are forced from the pockets of the peo-
ple into the strong boxes of the tariff
monopolists. In other words, the
two hundred millions of protection
propagates annually ton hundred
millionsof robbery.

One remarkable feature of a threat-

But whether the rain-
god smiles upon us or not, our pros-
perity is assured, and that is what
accounts for the continued confidence
in Los Angeles real estate ami laud
values. While everybody prays for
rain, a year of drouth would have its
compensations, one of which would
be to prove to a demonstration the
reliability of our county even under
the most disadvantageous circum-
stances. But over and beyond this
is the great fact <hat there is too

much capital centered here ?too

many established interests, and too

great a stake involved?to allow any
ordinary calamitous visitation to tarn
us back in our magnificent march o
prosperity.

Whose is the ghost that is infest-
ing the roof of the Opera House and

It
might be the shade of some poor
actor who, in the quick, murdered
Duncan and Shakespeare at the same
time on the stage of the building he
thus revisits In tho glimpses of the
moon, miking night hideous. Yet
our well known charity for the "sock
and buskin" will notadmttof bo mi-
generous a suspicion. Perhaps, af-
ter all, wo should hit on the
head the collin nail of this "perturbed
spirit" if we should suggest that Brig-
ham Young, who has just made his
appearance in the West, has taken
ollense at the newspaper fellows for
so widely heralding his second com-
ing, and taken sudden flight to these
semi-tropical confines. It would be
great pity if the marvelous character
of this latest visitation should be
knocked on the head by the unro-
uianlic club of a buily policeman,
and turn out to be a mere common-
place kinchin thief trying to rob the
attic roomsof the Operallouse supers.

Sewage used as a fertilizer ia not a
new thing to well-read people.
France is not in need of the moisture
which forms so large a proportion in
the waste of cities as is the region
between Los Augeleß aud tbe ocean.
That region is visited by rather too
much rainfall. In spite of this the
municipal government of Paris de-
rives a revenue of millions of dollars
from the sale ofthe sewage. It is con-
ducted to the outlying farms, where
it is used to fertilize grain fields, gar-
dens and orchards of all sorts. From
many cities in Europe the waste is
used in the same manner. Here
there is the double purpose to be
reached ?that of irrigating and that
of fertilizing. A more stupid propo-
sition would be hard to formulate
than this of throwing away a million
dollars to build a sewer to the sea, in
order to make a channel to throw
away forever that which properly
usad would be worth many millions.

In spite of the smart manuouvers of
the Republicans in the Indiana Leg-
islature to overcome the small Demo-
cratic majority and snatch the United
States Senatoisltip, the Democrats
yesterday broke the deadlock and
elected Judge David Turpie. For
several days past the telegraph has
observed an unbroken silence upon
the senatorial hitch in Indianapolis,
and we were beginning to fear that
the unscrupulous tactics of tbe Re-
publicans were hatching out success.
But the bare announcement of tbe
fact of Judge Turpie's election is a re-
lief, an 1 shows that the conspiracy to
unseat two Democratic members was
signally thwarted.

Franchises at auction in great
cities is not a good proposition.
