WE GET ADDITIONAL JUDGES.

Senate Disensses the Irrigation
Bill—A Husband Kills His
Wife and Suicides.

Sax  Faaxasco, February 3,—The
fear that the sweet wine bill now ia the
House Conference Committee may,
through the influence of Eastern grain
distillers, be reported back adversely,
causes much anxicly to wine makers of
California. The DBulletin this evening
puldishes a leiter from C. A. Wetmore,
? c‘ (ha N i "'L' 14 1
Aseociation, and Chief Executive Vili-
cultural officer of Cal:fornia, on the sub-
ject. The bill provides that the tux of
90 cents a gallon be remitted on such
grape spirit as is used in fortifying sweet
wines. Wetmore in his letter rays: *If
the bill passes winemakers can use grape
spirits as chesply as grain spirite, and
will consequently prefer the former. It
will aleo the prohibiti gaiost
€ jon, and our prolucers will be
able lo enter into cowpetition with for
eigu countries whose expcrted products
are untaxed. There will also be less
competition between California brandy
and pure whisky from Kentucky.
For this latter reason Kentucky distil-
lers favor the sweet wine bill; wherea«,
for a gimilar reason, Obio and Illivois
distillers oppose it, as 1t will tend to
slightly diminish tbeir murket, Wet-
more saye California wincmakers, in de-
siring to bave Congress pass this bill,
are not secking to oppose Eistern grain
distillers in their legitimate trade, They
simply ask that the wiase indusry of
this State should be so dealt with us
will permit winsemukers to produce the
best possible article for public consump-
tion. They are even willing to aid East-
ern grain distillers to obtain a reduction
of the tax oa grain spirit, when used in
arfs aud other purposes outside of wine
