TO INVESTIGATE SMALLPOX.

Six Railroad Cars Wrecked by

the Falling ol a Stick,

Saoramento, March 12.?Dr. G. G.

Tyrrell, secretary of the State board of
health, who leaves for the southern
portion of the stute this afternoon to

make a personal inspection concerning
the prevalence of smallpox, states that
Ute extent of tue quarantine measures
that will be adopted cannot be deter-
mined until an investigation is made,
The utmost precaution will, he states,
bo adopted, and at least all trains from
tho south of Los Angeles, coming into
the state, will be boarded by medical
authorities and all passengers examined.
The railroad company willbe requested
to transfer all passengers from beyond,
and coming north of Los Angeles, to
other cars at that point, and the cars
thus reaching that city will be fumiga-
ted. Dr. Tyrrellsays the railroad com-
pany has proffered every assistance to
the State board of health to meet and
exterminate Ihe invading disease, and
will oarry medical authorities for the
purpose of making inspections on trains
free, aud take such action about the
quarantine of trains as the State board
shall determine most effective for the
end in view.

Wrecked by a Stick.
Petaluma, March 12.?At 4:15 thia

morning a freight train from San Fran*
cisco was wrecked just this side
Haystacks, about two miles from
town. The accident was caused by a
stiok of wood falling from tho locomo-
tive under the cars. Six cars were
wrecked and five of them ditched. The
damage to the cars will bo between
$3003 aud $4000. Mr. Whiting, super-
intendent of the road, came at once from

Han Rafael and cleared the track.

AN AJIIABIK POBKF.ICKER.

Be Draws a Ulowlng Picture of
California.

San Francisco, Maroh 12.?Philip
Armour, the head of the great packing
firm of Armour i Co., of Chicago, who
is making a tour of California, speaking
of this state, says: seem to be

very prosperous in the city and state,
and the changes I observe since my last

visit, two years ago, are very marked.
This is particularly so iv tho southern
part of the state, where the growth in
the time named is simply marvelous. I

could scarcely credit the report whioh
came to me, but I found that they were

rather short of the truth than over
drawn. With your magnificent winter
climate and facilities for travel there is
no doubt in my miud tbat this country
will continue to grow, und that thou-
sands who might otherwise seek homes
in the southern states would come to
California.

"Now the running.time between Cali-
fornia nnd the east does uot amount to
anything of moment and the fare is so
low that anyone who cau afford to travel
at all can come here just as will as go
to Florida, and our people have found it
out and are coming here by hundreds.
Imeet so many people from my own city
everywhere I go that I commenco to
think that in a few years you will have
all Chioago out on this coast."

"How do you think our climate com-
pares with that of Florida "Well, I
dent think it compares at all. It is so
far superior to Florida in climate and in

all other respects, that itis out of range
of comparison. California, you see,
used to be such a long way from Chicago
and fare was so high that few persons
could afford the time or expense.

Barred by Limitation.

Ban Francisco, Maroh 12.?The court-

martial of Louis R. Zimmerman, who
deserted from the United States army
twelve years ago and who surrendered

BEECHER'S LAST TESTAMENT.

Tildeu's Sister Die.s Without Hav-
ing1 Rcc?ived Her In-

heritance.

Washington, March 12.?An evening
paper says that all who allied at Worm-
ley's hotel to-day to see Robert Garrett
about the great railroad deal were re-
fused, except Colonol H.irry Clarke,
manager of tbe Baltimore aud Ohio tele-
graph here. About noon Garrett aud
the colonel took a cab aud drove away

togother. On the former s retr.ra hu
was aaked fer news. He said: "Ihave
none. You must know that matters are
iv such a condition as to make my

speaking out of the question, at ltast
for the present."

Colonel Clarke was seen and better
results were obtained. He said: "Only
oue statement made in the r.rejs so far
has the stamp of actual truth, und that
was published yesterday to the ef-
fect that no deal looking to

the selling of the Baltimore and Ohio
from under the control of Robert Gar-
rett Was ever thought of. Garrett has
been trying ever siuco ho took the reins
of management in his hands to bring
about his father's dream?to obtain en-
trance to New York city, and establish
through connection to New Orleans. To
this cud a proposition was made to con-
vey the coutrolliug interest of Baltimore
and Ohio to a syndicate, of which the
Reading, Jersey Central, Richmond
Terminal aud the Baltimore & Ohio were
all to be parties. Just here is where
everyone seems to have beeu far off.
The proposition to dispose of the con-
trollingiuter: st of the Baltimore and Ohio
wits made withthe distinct understand-
ing that Mr. Garrott was to be placed
at tho head of the syndicate. The pre-
mature publicity given to the matter
has materially retarded the scheme but
has not, I think, placed it beyond con-
summation."

New York, March 12.?There was a
long conference- this afternoon between
the principal members of the Richmond
Terminal executive committee, but allin-

formation regarding the outcome was
refused. It was stated, however, that
the stock would all bs taken and a syn-
dicate formed in the place of the Rich-
mond Terminaljcompany, but composed
mainly of its directors, who would se-
cure the control. Presideut Sully was
incorrectly reported as being in Wash-
ington while he was present at the con-
ference above mentioned. He refused
to make any statement of the matter
to-night, which still stands uuebanged
from yesterday. The meeting has been
extended to afford time for the necessary
arrangements regarding the trustees to
the stock tobtt completed before a trans-
fer can be made.

?011*1 and real, of every kind, in trust,
for the benefit of my children, and I
hereby direct that my said executors dis-
tribute and apportion my said estate
among my said children in such manner
and form, aud at such time or times, as
shall in their judgment be for tho best
interests of my said children, giving
unto my said executors fullpower to sell
aud mortgage such and so much of my
real and personal property ai they shall
deem best, and to invest or distribute
the proceeds of such sale or sales as
herein provided.

Third?lt is my will that if any of
my said children should dia before
the complete diitribution of my estate,
as sbovo provided, it shall stand and
take inplace and siea 1of parents, taking
per stirpes and not per capita.

Fourth?l hereby nominate, constitute

The Executor of Mr. Ttlden's
Will Ilenoanced.

New York, Munch 12.?One of the
evening newspapers has the following:
Mrs. Mary P. Pelton, sister of ex-Gov-
ernor Tilden, diod at 9:30 o'clock at her
home, 32 West Thirtb-etghth street, of
pneumonia. Mrs. Pelton waa 78 years
of age and had been enjoying fairlygood
health until within the last ten days.
None of the money ot other property

left her by her brother, 1 he late Govern-
or Tilden, had been reoe ved up to tho
time of her death. A sr. ecial request to
the executor to hurry up the execution
of the trust so that she might enjoy it
during |fter lifetime) was made
some lime ago, bat met with no re-
sponse.' Andrew H. Green called upon
Mrs. Pelton a short time ago and offered
to loan her some money to meet any
pressing necessities, but she replied she
did not care to borrow any more mon«y,
but would like to have what her brother
had left to her. Samuel J. Tilden, Jr.,
called upon the executor* a short time
ago, aud asked them to arrange the
trusts of his aunt Mary, aunt Lucy and
his mother, all of whom were
old aud somewhat feeble, iv order
that they might enjoy their broth-
er's bequest during their lifetime.
He said: 1 'Never mind about the younger
folks, we can shift for ourselves. The
old ladies were very m :oh disappointed
to think that' they hay been treated so
shabbily by Ibe executor." The death
ef Mrs. Pelton may possibly bring them
to their senses. Friends of the family
say that the heirs have been treated by
the executors more like mendicants than
as sisters, nieces and relatives of the
dead statesman and millionaire.

THE 'HJEAN RACE.

The Dauntless and Coronet Start
on their Trip to Cork.

Sandy Hook, Maroh 12.?The Nar-
rows were filled with numerous yachts
aud other Bea craft to witness the de-

parture of the racing Yankee schooners,
Dauntless and Coronet. Tho last signal
was given from Fort Milton at 1:10
o'clock p. M., and within a few minutej
both of the ocean racer* had crossed the
imaginary line and started ou their way
to Cork harbor, tbe Coronet leading.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA WINES.
The Production Last Yenr Plie-

iioutenully Large.
Major Ben. Trumau, in his admirable

series of letters to the New York Times
ou "California Winej," gives a very
interesting review of the growth of the
wioe industry in Southern. California,
from which we quote:

THE VINTAGE OF 1880.
The vintage of the year just passed is

the most successful iv the annals of the
California wine industry. The weather,
although generally favorable most years,
proved particularly so during 1886, as
there were no early or late frosts, no
heavy wiuds aud uo unforseen mishaps
toretard the development of the new
selections, while the vintners enjoyed
great success iv their picking, crushing
and fermenting. Tbe musts generally
indicated from 23 to 26 percent, of sugar,
with well proportioned amounts of acids,
which give abundant promise, of COOTS?,

of development into excellent wines. 1
am imformcd that the Ziufaudels an-1
other clarets show remarkably tine
color, especially those that have beeu
planted by the leadirg viticulturists of
Los Angeles county, aud that, so far as
they could see iv the progress of manu-
facture, they were faultless in fermentat-
ion and in every other respect, and that
the cellar to-day represent a finer selec-
tion and better fermented assort-
ment of young wines than at the close
of the preceding season. It is esti-
mated by good guesaers whom Ihave
met in the southern district that the
production of Los Augeles, Sau Bernar-
dino and San Diego will amount to
5,000,000 gallons, about one eighth of
which has already been or is being trans-
formed into brandy; and while some of
this wine has already been sold to Ital-
ians in New York, Louisiana and the
Northwestern States, and while much
has beeu turned iuto ports, sherries,
etc., still a great proportion has been
made into clarets and white wines and
not an inconsiderable quantity has been
blended with grapes that are supposed
to be better adapted for table wines than
the Missions or even the Zinfandels.

FREEDOM FROM DISEASES AND PESTS.

So far in the history of grape oultiva.
tion in Southern California, it has been
comparatively free from all di-eases and <
pests; and couture or blight is hardly
known, except here and there, after ,
some violent climatic changes, suoh aa
the tremendous and phenomenal rains
in Los Angeles, Sau Bernardino and San
Diego counties during the spring of 1884,
but which were, through judicious
and careful pruning, prevented from do-
ing much harm, no vines having suffered
severely except the Muscatels. New
vines, however ?which are often al-
most entirely neglected aad left to take
care of themselves?showed little couture
but considerable blight. Mildew, which
kills a great many young vines in Frince
and in the Eastern States, or severely
retards development, has very little
alarm for the viticulturist of Southern
California, and is always easily checked
by a little application of sulphur in the
spring, or at any time before the germs

are established. Sometimes, however,
when fogs prevail to a great
extent, sulphate of lime has been
found necessary in some instances, in
Southern California and in other por*
tions ef the State, just as it is very
largely used in portions of Europe and
in other parts of the United States. I
am informed that insect pests are preva-
lent some years, whereas there is an en-
tire absence of all such things daring
others. The army worm sometimes
makes his appearance and can onlybe got-
ten rid of by the turkey.who is always
willingto gobble bim up. Even Paris
green, which is very dangerous, has failed
to eradicate this pest. It is said that
this poison will knock the worm over,
but that he will recover, while the
remedy, or supposed remedy, often
reaches the fruit, and people are kuown
to have been poisoned. Still, none of
these pests have prodaced much anxiety
in the southern counties, while tha phyl-
loxera is entirely unknown, partly be-
cause of the somewhat uravelly soil in
many vineyards, and partly because
irrigation is carried on and submerges it

Iif itexists.

ADJOURNED.

Setting Back the Hands of
the Clock.

WATERMAN'S PARTING WORDS.

Speaker Jordan Expresses his Sat-
istaction of tlie Work D*ne by

tlie 27th Session.

Associated Press Dispatches to the Herald.

Sacra.mk.nto, Maroh 12.?The final
adj jurnmont of the legislature was set
for noon to-day, but it did not take
place until two hours later. The hands
of tbe clocks in both chambers were set

back repeatedly and then stopped alto-
gether. The morning had been devoted
to the hasty parsing of bills, but soon
the necessity for this work ceased and
one recess was taken after another, until
the terminal details of the business of
the session were completed at about 2
o'clock. The closing remarks were made
by the presiding officers-.

In the senate Lieutenant-Governor Wa-
terman said: "Senators, inobedience to

the authority given you by the constitu-
tion of this state, yon met on the third
of January, 1887, and have remained in
?eefsion, not ouly the sixty days prescrib-
ed by law, but a few days longer, receiv-
ing for this extra time no other compen-
sation than the satisfaction always at-
tending the performance of a duty. I
congratulate yon ou the harmony and
the; good will that has existed among
you during this session of the leg-
islature. In regard to myself, though
1 have before expressed my grati-
tude to the members of this
body for their uniform kindness and
courtesy towards me, Iwish to say once
more before parting that I truly have
felt and appreciated your kindness. In
returning to your homes, may you carry
with you pleasant recollections of your
associations ivthis senate, and may all
good be with you and yours. Itis now
my duty to deolare this twenty-seveuth
session of the senate of the State of Cal-
ifornia adjourned sine die.

Speaker Jordan mentioned all that
could be said in praise of the
work of the legislature. Among other
things he said: "I congratulate you
upon tbe labors of the session. Many
good and salutary laws have been
enacted by which the people of the state
willbe benefited. The crying demand
of a large section of the commonwealth
for laws regulating and legalizingthe use
of water for irrigating purposes has for
the first time been gratified by the pas-
sage of measures which, in my judg-
ment, will add largely to the general
prosperity of the country. We have the
satisfaction of knowing that we have
earnestly and conscientiously employed
our time while here, having, as
shown by the journal, transacted more
business by one-third than any other
assembly that has eat in this chamber
daring the history of this state. And
now our work being over, our associa-
tions as legislators ended, I declare the
twenty-seventh session of this branch of
the legislature of the State of California
adjourned sine die."

This session of the legislature cost
more than auy previous session since
the adoption of the new constitution.
The expense of running this legislature
has been $21,077 per day.

LEGISLATIVE.

THE SENATE.

Sacramento, March 12.?A message
from the Governor was received an-
nouncing tbat he had appointed as fish
comnmsioner, J. Boutier, of Sac-
ramento, and J. Downey Harvey,
of Los Angeles, vice Messrs. Cibble and
Buckingham, whose terms have expired.

A Curd from Dr. Kurtz.
Editor Herald?The evening Ex.

jdresn and the Time* indulged in
remarks about measlo-patients being
sent to the pesthouße, and men-
tion particularly a case Isent there,
and it seems to please them especially
because I had offended the chief of

police who had refused to send a police-
man to look out for this patient. The
fact of the matter is this: Fred Jessen
came into my office, stated tbat he was
sick with measles for live or six days,
and wanted to go to the hospital; he
came from Mammoth Tank, Arizona,
and direct from the railroad train to me.
After on examination Itold him he had
ihe smallpox, and to convince him I
called Doctors Worthington and Boa.-,
who were both at my office, and who
also pronounced his a case of smallpox,
though a mild case. He bad several
well filled pustule* on bis head, face and
arms, partly ambilicated and ready to
dry up. I asked the man to waita little
while in the rear of my office while I
would call for somebody to conduct him
to the pesthouse; then I tried to tele-
phone to the health officer, but he had
no telephone in his office. Ithen went
to his office (near 10 o'clock A. M.)
and found it locked, I applied to
the chief of police for a man to guard
him or to guide him to the pesthouse,
which he refused, as nobody seemed
willingto perform this duty. But when
Ientered Spring street again Isaw an-
other officer engaged in bringing v
prisoner to the jail; thinking that he
might undertake the job, Ireturned to
the chief, and as the man was willingthe
chief sent him with me, and he was
kind enough to conduct the patient to
tho hospital.' Now I presume that
when a patient is turned over to an-
other physician, this other physician is
responsible for everything afterwards.
Iand Drs. Ross and Worthington were
satisfied that the patient was suffering
with smallpox (varioloid). The doctor
at the pesthouse was convinced that he
had only measles. Is it not fair to ask
why he did receive him in the pesthouse
if he had no pest? It is customary in
every hospital to examine a patient
when he enters, and more so a hospital
of this natore. If the doctor examined
him there aud found only measles about
him, was it uot criminal on his part to
admit the patient? But if the patient
had smallpox was itnot criminal to dis-
charge him after a few days, when he
could scaroely be entirely dear of the
disorder?

Dr. Ross has gone to Mammoth Tank
to look after some cases of smallpox

among the railroad employes, and this
patient came directly from the same
house where those cases are, so itis fair
to say that Jeaseu hail, and probably has

yet, this disease, in spite of the opinion
of the man at tho pesthouse.

Cases of varioloid frequently recover
in eight of ten days, but it is certainly
imprudent to send such a man into a
boardiag-house.

FAVORING INDIRECT TAXATIOK

Earthquakes in France, Though
Slight, Cause a Big Scare

to Travelers.

Associated Press Dlsnatehes tpthe Hebald.

Berlin, March 12.?The Official Ga-
zette publishes the Army bill as passed.
The arrangements, to be pot into notion
on April Ist, are completed. It is
officially estimated tbat when the act
is in full working order it will
practically increase tbe army by
145,000 men. Yesterday's short debate
on Herr Riokert's motion to cover the
coat of Ihe additional military foroes by
>n imperial income tax failed to elicit
any ministerial information as to a good
financial plan. Herr Riokert proposed
to tax all capital in sums above
b'OOO marks at a graduated rate,
beginning at half per cent. Nearly tha
whole house disapproved of the pro-
posal, including several new German
Liberals. Itia reported that the deficit
will be met by a loan.

Prince Bismarck's comprehensive
scheme to form taxation Is being reserved
for the autumn session.

THE TAXATION PROBLEM.

A Monopoly on Spirits ar Tofcaccs>
to be Resisted.

Be'ki.in, March 12.?At a dinner given
by Prince Bismarck yesterday evening
to the National Liberals, the question of
taxation was the leading topic of con-
versation. It has since been reported
tbat the spirits interests will be
again attacked. Three Septennist
groups appear ready to support
any financial prospects of tbe govern-
ment. The last Centrist utterance made
by Hsrr Huene on the first reading of
the budget amounted to a declaration
that the Center party is willingto ac-
cord an increase of revenue by indirect
taxation, but would resist the establish-
ment of any monopoly on spirits or to-
bacco.

Fresh Earthquake inFrance.
Paris, March 12.?A sharp shook of

earthquake was felt throughout tha
city yesterday. For a time there wss a
general panic and the hotels end houses
were emptied of their occupants ia a
very few seconds. The people were,
however, soon reassured. It is found
that many walls of buildings in various
parts of the city were cracked.

Monte Carlo, March 12.?Tb* reoc-
currence of the earthquake at different
points in the Riviera has induced a
fresh rush of frightened tourists here
front Nice, Cannes and San R?ino.

THE TROUBLE IN TBE EAST*

Further Ramifications of th*
Revolutionary Unventtst.

SOFIA, March 12 ?A Russian named
Beloof recently brought two bands of
Montenegran desperadoes, numbering
fifty mcv each, into Sofia, with a view
of creating an insurrection. The plot
was discovered and Beloof and a portion
of his followers decamped. Others were
arrested and have confessed that tbey
were paid to come and do whatever they
were instructed to do. A list of mem-
bers of the government party was found
in Beloof's quarters. Some of the names
on the list were marked, and itis pre-
sume I that the conspirators intended to
assassinate the persons so designated.

Rcstchuk, March 12 ?Two more of
tha leaders in tbe recent insurrection
have been sentenoed to death and 125
other participants in ithave been sen-
tenced to imprisonment.

His Cordlality<
St. Petersburg, March 12.?The

Czar will send the Grand Duke Vladimir
and the Grand Dake Michael, together
with a large suite, to Berlin, on the occa-
sion of the Emperor William's birthday,
at a mark of his cordiality.

DREADED ANARCHY.

Mrs. Neebe's Funeral Insplrltsg
Pears of Tumult.

Chicago, March 12.?Sheriff Matson
said to-day it had been decided to not
permit Oscar Neebe to attend the funeral
of his wife to-morrow. It had been
decided by the authorities that the
presence of Neebe would only tend to
incite disorder on the part of the anarch-
ists. Advice of the police department
are to the effect that fully 10.000 people
who sympathize with Ihe r. d flag willparade to-morrow, and tbat these people
once excited might commit some aot
which might result in an outbreak, and
uuder the circumstances they have
decided uot to complicate tbe matter by
having one of the condemned anarchists
in the crowd.

Baried at Greenwood.
New York, March 12.?The remains

of the late Rev. Henry Ward Beecher
wer > taken from Plymouth church at
10:30 this morning and conveyed to

Greenwood oemetery, where tbey were
deposited in a large receiving vault,
where they willremain until the family
selects a lot for tbe final interment.
Only tbe family and close personal
friends of the deceased went ont to the
cemetery.

Sale of a Gas Company.

Chicago, March 12.?The directors of
the Chicago City gas oompany to-day re-
signed and a new board was elected,
representing mainly the Gas Improve,
meat company ef Philadelphia, whioh
has acquired a majority of the stock,
amounting to $5,000,000. Hitherto th*
stock haa been almost whollyowned by
a Chicago oompany. The property trans-
ferred is the largest single gas supply in
the oountry.

A Morning Fire.
At 2:15 this morning an alarm of fir*
