Whereas, the Legislature of the State of
California, at its twet ty-seveuth session, be-
ginning on tbe tbirtl day of January, A. D.
eighteen hundred ant eighty-seven, two
thirds of all the memb> rs elec td to each of
the two Houses of aid Legislature voting iv
favor th»reor, prcpos d the follow'ng de-
scribed amendments to the Constitution of
the State of California, to wit:

AMENDMENT NUMBER.ONE.

In the determination
of causes all decisions of the Court in
bank, or in departments, shall be given
tn writingand tbe grounds ol the decision
shall be staled. Tbe Chief Just c may sit
in either department, and shall preside
when so sitilug, but the Jtis'lees assigned
to seen dep irtm-utshall select one of their
number as presiding Justine. In case of
tbe absence of the Chief Jns'lce from the
pl OS at which the court is held, or his Ina-
bilityto act, the Associate Justices shal Se-lect one ol the r own number io perform
the duties and exerche the powers of tbe
Chief Justic- during such absence or Ina-
bilitylo act. The Supreme CourtCommls
slou, crested by the actof the Legislatme,
approved March twelftn, eighteen hundred
and eighty-five, shall contiuu -and be a Su
preme Court Commission for four years af-
terthe adoption of this amendment. Said
commission may be continued for such
time tbereaft r as maybe fixed by an act
passed by a vote of two-thirds of theelected
members of each House of tbe Legislature,
and approved by the Governor. Tbe mem-
bers thereof and Secretary shall be ap-
pointed as lvsaid act provided; and sucb
commissioners shall be subject to removal
inlike manner as the Judges of tbe Su-
preme Couit Said commission shall bave
the same power to hear and determine

'causes possessed by a department ol ihe
Supreme Court, and causes may beaasigoed
to the commission lo ihe same manner they
are assigned In n department, aDd sfter de-
cision tbey may be ornered beard inbank
In the same wav, and with like restric'inns
as jfdcci ed in department. The Judg-
ments of tbe commission shall be entered
as tt c judgments < t the court. The cem-
mlssln shall sit at snch times Hnd plsces as
may be designated by the cc rt, hut such
commission, rs shall not exercise auy
l"dici»i functions except wheu assem-
bled aa a commission, and then they
shall only have power to bear and deter-
mine sucheauses as may have been assigned
to them.

thirds of all members elected to each of the
two Houses of aaid Legislature voting iv
favor tbereof, hcreliy propose 111it section
seventeen, of Article VI,of tbe Constitution
nf said State, be amended so as to read as
follows:
