General Description.

THE LANDS OF THE INTERNATIONAL

Fru't trees planted last spring nave
prospered, and some will be bearing nest
year Corn, wheal, barley and all the oere
sis can be raised here, aa can the sugar
cane, tobacco, cotton, grapes, oranges, figs,
banansa, limes, pomegranates, ooeoanuts,
pineapples, lemons, peaches and aprloots,
aa well as the apple snd pasr of the temper-
ate sons.

On the hillsides there is good grazing for
horses cattle, sbeep and goats the entire
year, and the canons sre timbered withlive
oaks.

The eucalyptus tree of Lower California
grows to a height of forty feet in three
rears from the seed. Th* orange on the
lower bslf of the psnitula, originally trans-
planted from Spain, is finer than the oele-
bratel navel. IlIs estimated that pineapples
willgive a profitof ttiOO per acre

The pampas grass, the leathery plumes ol
which sell ineastern cilies lorDOcents each,
are common ornaments of the dooryard.

HaWatfall.
Rain tails gently snd evenly during the

night, and is not accompanied with nigh
winds and vivid lightning, ss in countries
further North. The fsll last year to dste of
March l.tta was twenty one Inches.

being *ecu inmyriads; alio otber wild iowl
intbe season, while antelope and deer fte-
quent the heads of the valleys.

Heet. Flower*, Honey.
so thicklyare all the landa covered with

blossoms of various wild flowers, clovers,
and so iortb that honey can be produced in
auy qua-lit? marketable. A single town
near the Company's lands shipped inone
reason two millions seventy thousand
pounds. The wild bees have taken
such possession of this land of riowsrs tnai
the settlers will nod an abundance of
sweetening st tbeir very doors, Not only
are hollow trees and clefts in rooks ton
suted, but eves of buildings in town are
pre erupted. Near Enseusda one single
bod. ot wild hooey is said to measure six
eet in leugfiby two in width, and over a

huudred <ilfferent swsrms are reputed to
occupy portions of tbe littlehillwhere itis
stored. We noticed that tbe hives or boxes,
around toe settlers' habitations had beeu
mauy of them overturned! by cattle, tbe-
couteots ba,lng been hitherto evidently
iteyond the means of transportation.

Climate.
Prof. Agassi/ visited the district in 1872

ss a member of the "Hsssler" scientific ex-
pedition, and was so impressed that be
made the following statement:

"I have seen many parts of tbe world aad
have made soire study of this subject. It
is the question of climate Irefer to. Youare
here ou the "id parallel, beyond the reach
of tbe severe winters of northern latitudes.
You bave a great capital lv your climate.
It willbe worth millions to you. This Is
one of the favored spots ot the earth, and
people willcome to you from all quartere
to live inyour genial and healthful atmos-
phere.'

Hot mineral Springs.
The waters ol the Hot Mineral Springs,

fifteen miles south nf Entenada, are won-
derful to taste, touch and observe. Yon osn
see tho steam rising from tbem in thick
flakes, to great is their heat. Unquestiona
bly tbey are among the rarest and finest
waters on tbe Continent, for the relief o(
rheumatism, gout and other blood diseases.
When the owners of the springs creel a
betel thsre insccordance with their pres-
ent plans, they willmake a resort inferior
to none InAmerica.

Tne Town ol Eatenda !
Situate on the beautiful Bay of Tod as San-

tos, contains a population of 1,400 souls
(mostly Americans) It iv laid out on an
ample scale, sll lots being 82x1«4 feet. The
streets and avenues are eighty-two feet inwidth, with tbe exception of an avenue
which ia 120 feet inwidth, with a length of
fifteen miles Allstreets and avenues are
bordered with trees and ornamental shrub-
bery, lmtorted from California. Besides,
tbete is a magnificent park, in which may
be seen trees and flowers of the temper
ate and torrid zones The town ia well
built, some of the structures possessing
architectural beauty of rare merit. Several
manufactories sre inoperation and others
are incontemplation. The harbor ia grand
and willof itself invite commerce, There
is no town to-day upon either Continent
possessing a more promising future.
Hallroad and Other Improve-

ments.
The Paotflc aud Oulf line oi steamers, the

initialvessel of which is on her way to this
ooast, willcarry the products oi this eountry to sny port on 'he Psciflo Coast orMcx
100. Then sgsln, the railroads which are
bound to be constructed within a short
lime willgive rspid communication with
the east ss well aa the North. Tbe first
railroad to touch this port willundoubtedly
some Irom the north, opening up for settle
ment tbe exceedingly rich valleys
ot Tla Suaus, Guadalupe and Ban
Rafael; the latter with its many
mining enterprises. The same railroad
willrun a branch to San mieutlu via Santa
Tomas and San Vicente, thus throwing
open those magnificent valleys and opening
up va«t der o»Its of iron ore snd coal, thelike of which has never beea heard of.
