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itis the testimony of all butchers tha

Arizona meats are not first-class., The
feed ranges of Nevada, however, are
unsurpassed for thelr nutritiou8 grasses,
and the cattle grazed on the bunch
grass of that State are comsidered the
best for meat on this coast. No part of
Nevada bas a finer cattle range than
the great valley of Carson river,
and Mr, Mill's road runs through nearly
the whole length of that valley, which
is now extensively stocked with beaves,
The only market for Carson valley cat-
tle, under the existing conditions of
transportation, are Virginia City and
San Francisco. With the narrow-gauge
road extended to Mohave, Los Angeles
would become an important and profit-
able cust to the graziers of Carson
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An er Chance for a Rallway.

We have, in previous articles, treated
at length of the inducements of traflic
which the country between the present
terminus of the Utah Southern and Los
Angeles bolds out for the extension of
that road to this valley. It would pass
through a part of Nevada rich in min-
erals —through mining districts that are
now dorment, simply because it will
not Ipny to baul ore fifteen hundred
miles by wagon and rail in order to
reach reducticn works near S8an Fran-
cisco.  Piocbe, Belmont, Robertson’s,
Pahranagat, aod dozens of others, are
well known districts, some of which
have flourished in the past as rich min-
ing centers, but which for years have
lain idle for the want of cheap trans-
portation.  All these districts would
be tapped by the extension of the Utah
Southern, and as Los Angeles would be
the nearest and cheapest point to ehip
ores to the opening of the road would in-
duce ca pitaliets to erect somewhere near
this city extensive reduction works.
These works would not only bave the
ores of Nevada and Southeastern Cali-
fornia to draw upon, but Arizona
miners would become liberal customers,
lndeed, we feel assured that even at the
present time no better openivg for cap:
ital gould be found than to place it in
reduction works on a large scale at
some suitable point near Los Apgeles.
The rich ores of Calico, of the Lava Beds,
of Providence and of the New York dis-
tric ts, as well as those of Arizona, could
be worked more profitably here than in
Ban Francisco. One beneficial effect
Toterstate Commerce rates would bave
upon such an industry established here
wouald be the reduction of the cost of
transportation on ores from Nevadaend
Arizona for the distance of five hundred
miles, That, even now, would more
than counterbalance any advantage San
Francisco has in cheap fuel, and other
economies incident to theindustry, over
Los Angeles, But we must not forget
that the extension of the Utah Southern
to this valley would give us cheap fuel,
for the coal mines in Southern Utah,
through which this road now passes, are
affording a very large output of first-
rate coal, Somuch for the value this
railroad extension would be to this sec-
tion, if built; and so much for the
splendid inducements the intervening
country offers, in the way of certain and
voluminous traffic, to the Directors of
the Utah Southern to bring their road
here.

But we started cut with the intention,
more particularly, in this article, of
howing another very inviting railway
scheme to the owners of a road which is
already built to our very doors, asit
were, The Carson and Colorado nar-
row-gauge railway now runs fromthe
Mound House, between Carson and
Virginia city, to a place called Keeler, on
or pear Owens Lake, Inyo county, a
distance of something over three hun-
dred miles, In other words, it now
runs from Nowhere to Nowhere, for the
Mound House ie a mere way station in
Nevada, and Keeler is only conspicu-
ous as & bamlet with a hotel and a few
stores to accomodate visitors who go to
Owens Lake for the sake of the tonso-
rial virtues of its waters, But let us
look at the situation of that road rela-
tively to Los Aongeles, Its southern
terminus is now within seventy-five
miles of Mohave, whereit could make
& traflic connection with the Southern
Pacific, reaching this city in about
one hundred and eighty miles from

Keeler. The marrow-gauge could be
built cheaply, for there is a patural
roadway all the way from Mohave to

Keeler, It would about follow the
route of Nadean's bullion teams from
Cerro Gordo; and would pass through
several extensive soda and borax fields,
and skirt 3 number of minivg districts
known to be rich in ore. It would tap
the Papamint district, where Senator
Jones spent a fortune in developing im-
mense ledges only to find that it would
be necesary to have cheap transporta-
tion to make them pay.

Here is a chance to connect Los An-
geles with Inyo, Mono and the great
Carson valley at the mere cost of build-
ing seventy five miles of a narrow-gauge
railroad, The Carson and Colorado
road belongs principally to D. O, Mills,

ScieExcE bas taught us that intramural
burial of the dead is obnoxious to the
health of the living. Crowded ceme-
teries in crowded cities are u constant
menace to communities; hence has arisen
the desire for some other mode of dis-
posing of the dead of large cities.

In Europe cremation may be
an  absolute necessity, and hence

we are not disposed to find fault with
those who are trying to popularize there
this mode of solving a difficult and deli-
cate problem, We have a peculiar class
of people, however, in this country, who
have caught on to the idea of cremation
as they catch on to the idea of every
other outré and bizarre proposition, and
taken it up as a hobby, notwithstanding
the reasons for it here are not exigent as
they are in Europe. We have no doubt
that cremation, conducted on scientific
principles, and with due regard to all
the tender and delicate sensibilities of
the living with reference to the dead,
might be carried out in the crowded
localities of the United States without
severely shocking the public sense of
propriety, But when the process of
incineration of a hnman body is accom-
pavied with such revolting incidental
circumstances as those related in our
local columns yesterday about a crema-
tion which took place near this city Fri-
day morning, the public sense is not
ouly shocked, but it sends a thrill of
horror through the community. It
seems that the cremators wished to test
the working efficiency of their furnace.
No body coming to them in the regular
way, they exbumed the body of a lady
that had been buried for six months,
With this cadaver in a stage of ad-
vanced decomposition, they gathered
aronnd their furnace and committed it
to the flames. What a ghoulish per-
formance! How disgusting in every
respect this shameful desecration of &
six months’ old grave! Whata horrible
sight to seea half decayed corpee thrown
into the! flames! and what cast-iron stom-
achs must these devotees of a new kind
of Gehenna havethat could withstand
the horrid exhalations rising to heaven
from such a funereal pyre. Bah! It
turns ours only to think of it. This
hideous spectacle, taken in all ite dis-
gusting details, is simply an outrage
upon decency, When the graves must
give up their dead to satisfy the craze
for establishing a crematory it is about
time to draw the line somewhere,

Tue train robbery near Flatonia, in
Texas, shows that this class of bandits
are increasing in boldness. They are
not now satisfed with the treasure of
the express car, but they strip the pas-
sengers of their money and valuables,
The on'y way to check these train rob-
beries is to hunt the highwaymen down
at whatever cost. Aslong ss they cam
