saals intbe city limits.

Tbe matter of the dairy in the vi-
cinity of Temple street, uear tbe end ot

-the cable road, came up for considera-
tion. It was suggested by Mr. Lovell
that tbe limits in which cows are pro-

hibited from being kept be extended. A

in a radius of 3000 feet.

UNREQUITED LOVE.

telephone that a young woman had at-

tempted suicide at the California Central
depot. A reporter of the Courier was
at ouco detailed to work np the case,

and after \u25a0 thorough search the follow-
ing ledts came to light:

About two weeks ago Miss R sa Mem-
sted left this cityfor Lo, Angeles to meet

James Thompson, a man who had prom-
ised to be her husband. Upon her ar-

rival she found that the man who had
robbed her of her virtue had failed to
materialize. Hoping upon him she
awaited bim, but he failed to come to
time and fulfill his promise. After
waiting several days and realizing that
she was deserted, desperation seized
her and she purchased a bottle of car-
bolic acid, but had not the bravery to
use it and substituted chloroform but
taking an overdose, it acted as an
emetic. This she took at Los Ange-
les late yesterday afternoon. After
taking this deadly poison she tele-
graphed to her parents that she
wanted tbem to meet her at tbe depot
with a coffin as she would be a corpse.

Tbe anxious parent? waited until all

tbe trains were in upon the night she

telegraphed but she nor her body failed
to materialize. Yesterday morning her
sister and several friends were present
upon the arrival of the East bound
train but failed to observe the erring
sister when she arrived. After getting
off the train Miss Rosa started
in the direction of her home
but observing her sisters who re-
cognized her at the same time, she

raised a bottle to ber lips and swallowed
its contents aud in a few moments
was rigid as a stone. Her inanimate
form was conveyed to the St. Charles
Hotel aud Drs. Dickey and Dickey were
summoned, who, after a couple of hours
work, succeeded in bringing tbe young
woman back to life, and she was re-

moved to her borne. The Courier can-

General Description.

Corn has been raised upon the Maneadero
near Knscnads, this season, where in two
months from tbe time of plantiug tbo Btalks
were from fourteen to eighteen feet in
height. Frtrt trees planted last spriug have
prospered, and some willbe bearing next
year Corn, wheat, barley and alt the cere-
als can be raised here, as can tbe sugar
cane, tobacco, cotton, grapes, oranges, figs,
bananas, limes, pomegranates, cocoauuts,
pineapples, lemons, peaches and apricots,
as well as the apple and pear of the temper-
ate zone.

Ou the hillsides there ls good grazing for
horses cattle, sheep ahd goats the entire
year, and the callous are timbered withlive
oaks.

The eucalyptus tree of Lower California
growß to a height of forty feet in tbrec
years from the seed. The orauge on the
lower half of the penlsula, originally traus-

Slauted from Spain, is finer than the cele-
ratel navel. It is estimated tbat pineapples

willgive a prorlt of 1000 per acre.
The pampas grass, the feathery plumes of

which sell in eastern cities forf>o cents each,
are common orusments ot the dooryar.l.

llalnlall.
Kain falls gently and evenly during the

night, and is not accompanied with high
winds and vivid lightning, as iv countries
further North. The fall Übi year to date of
March ! th was twenty one Inches.

XVud name.
(lame ls abundant, tbe California quail

beiug seen inmyriads; also other wild fowl
lnthe season, while antelope and deer fre-
quent the heads of the valleys.

\u25a0tecs, flowers, Honey.
Bo thickly are all the lands covered with

blossoms of various wild llowers, clovers,
aud so forth, that honey can be produced iv
auy quantity marketable. A single town
near the Company's lauds shipped iv one
teaaou two millions seventy thousand
pounds. Tho wild bees have takeu
such possession of this land of flowers that
the settlers will find an abundance of
sweetening at their very doors. Not only
are bollow trees and clefts Inrocks ten-
anted, but eves of buildings ln town are
pre empted. Near Ensenada one single
body ot wildhoney is ssid to measure six
'set In length by two lnwidth, aud over a
hundred different swarms are reputed to
occupy portions of the little hillwhere itls
stored. We noticed tbat the hives or boxes
around the settlers' habitations had been
many of them overturned by cattle, the
contents having i ecu hitherto evidently
beyond the means of transportation.

Timber.
Apeculiarity of Lower California is the

number of groves of live osks lining its
valleys. These trees are said to equal and
even surpass those of Louisiana.

Peuinsula mahogany, which makes very
good veneering, ls used at Ensenada for
firewood.

Climate.
Prot. Agassiz visited the district in 1872

sb a member of the "Hassler" scientific ex-pedition, and was so impressed that be
made the following statement:

"I have seen many parts of the world and
have made some study of this subject. It
Is the 'inesti on of climate Irefer to. Youare
here ou the 32d parallel, beyond ihe reacb
of tbe severe winters of northern latitudes.
You have a great capital ln your climate.
It willbe worth millions to you. This Is
one of the favored spots of the earth, and
people willcome to you from all quartere
to live inyour genial and healthful atmos-
phere."

Rot mineral Springs.
