If it euds in bronchictis it
usually passes off as a cold on the chest,
and still the patient does nt feel entirely
well.

The following are prominent symptoms
in the first stage, and wherever any of them
exist a thorough examination should be
made, with a view to arresting the discase
a8 shown to exist: There is usually a sense
of weariness upon & little exercise, a dispo-
sition to remain passive and idle, dupond-
eucy, often ,from no apparent cause, & pe-
culier sensitiveness to the effect of oom,
and a breathlessness upon moving quickly
or doacendiuf a hill or stalrs, a slight hack-
ing cough, with or without expectoration,
exoitability upon slight occasions, flying
pains through the chest or back, or under
the shoulder blrdes. The symptoms are
more noticeable toward or during the
night, slight fever in the afternoon, cold
feet or hands, or, in many cases, blue livid-
ity of the lips and roots of the finger-nails.
