ON HORTICULTURE.

Forthcoming Elanborate
Work of the State Board.

The biennial report of the State
Board of Horticulture, which will be
ready for general circulation to-
morrow, is an extensgive and compre-
hensive work of 600 pages, em-
bellished by colored plates of fruit
and fruit pests. It contains a v
deal of technical information of great
value to orchardists and fruit-growers

REPORT
The

generally, and is the most val-
uminous and elaborate report
ever sued by the State
Board. Secretary Lelong devoted AII

immense amount of painstaking ¢
in its preparation, and Las embodiec l
in it a variety of useful information
pertaining to the business of fruit-
growing. [t contains the State laws
relative to horticulture since 1881, the
reports of Eruit Inspectors lm«';.ﬁ and
Klee, the report of the Treasurer,
General Vallejo, the record of the dif-
ferent conventions, statistics of the
fruit crop for six ye past,
of dried fruits for four years,
and an appendix containing re-
ports for the first six months of
this year. The Treasurer’s report
showed that N , 1887, there was
a balance of 319 in the treasury.
The new appropriation of $10,000 for
the year began from July 1st. The re-
punﬂ of the Los Angeles Convention
in November, 1885 'ramento
Convention in \u\cml»or 1886, and of
the Riverside Convention in April last
are stenographic, and give in detail
all the discussions and debates that
occurred at the gatherings.

The figures on the fruit crops show
that the raisin industry has grown
from a product of 180,000 p«nmvln in
1881 to 14,060,000 pounds in 18386.
The dried fruit crop of 1886 amounted |~
to 22,204,503 pounds. Shipments of
omnges fmm the State aggregated in
1886 25,966,830 pounds. Of this
amount 21,513,880 pounds went from
Los Angeles, 4,267,850 from Colton,
81,300 from Sacramento, and 43,800
from San Francisco.
