Southern California.

The development of Sou'hern. Cali-
fortiiit is probably the most remarka-
ble development that the world lias
ever seen. Its cities have within the
past two years excelled all others in
their ratio of solid and permanent
growth; its small settlements have
multiplied ut a pace never before seen ;
and its vacant lands have been taken
up by actual occupants at a rate still
more rapid. Tlie whole lias been
done in a manner and by a class of
settlers that were surely never seen
elsewhere.

Tbere are those who sneer at this
before they see it, but few, if any, af-
ter seeing it and learning its basis.
Though called a "boom" in Southern
California, it is in no sense such;
though some form of speculation nec-
essarily breaks upon the crest of the
great wave. It is a growth?a growth
rapid in its pace and singular in its
methods; a new departure in the his-
tory of progress; a new chapter in po-
litical economy, confounding all wis-
dom drawn from experience elsewhere.

And vet there is nothing new about
itall. The movement hits only broken
from a walk into a run. It has been
goiug on for years, in both the conn-
ties of Los Angeles and Han Bernar-
dino in a quiet way, but. with steadily
advancing steps, and it is only within
the last two years that it has to auy
extent overflowed upon San Diego,
Santa Barbara and Ventura counties.
Thousands have long known that
Southern California would, in time,
be overrun with just such a host as is
fillingit now, but few expected to see
it taken by storm.

The present immigration is induced
largely by the great productive powers
of the soil and its marvellous range of
productiou, which render possible the
making of elegant and luxurious
homes combined with profit. But the
principal cause is unquestionably its
climate. let the iinmigration is ut-
terly different from the travel to Flor-
ida.

Lovely as are the winters of South-
ern California, they would only at-
tract, as in Florida, for a few weeks;
but in Southern California the m ijif
ityof the settlers are people who have
dallied with tho summer just long
enough to be enraptured with its
charms.

Nearly all these immigrants are peo-
ple of means. Not ono in twenty is in
any sense an invalid. They are sim-
ply tired of the constant friction
which Eastern climates impose upon
the mieiiinery of existence. Tney can
afford to taki lit- easy, and are deter-
mined to endure no more ico and
snow, cyclones, hot nights and thun-
der-storms. For fully 95 per cent, of
such people Southern California is
their last home this side of the grave.
Though many may be found ready to
sell, it is only to get money for lietter
bargains which they see around them.
Not one in a hundred, after a
year's residence, could be driven from
the land or kept out of it by a flaming

sword at every gate. The tide of such
people keeps steadily increai-ing. It
has been increasing for so many yeara
that its continuance may, up to a cer-
tain figure, be calculated as certainly
as the summer travel from New York
Harbor to Liverpool. And the pro-
portion of those that will remain for
lifemay be reckoned with as much
certainty as the proportion of European
tourists who will return in the au-
tumn.

The result of all this is a develop-
ment that astonishes even those who
have most confidently exp3Cted it.
Not onlyare great railroads enmesh-
ingthe land with feeders, but private
enterprise is at work at things never
seen elsewhere until increase of popu-
lation makes them a necessity. Cor-
onado Beach, that less than two years
ago was a waste of brush, tenanted
onlyby the hare, wild-cat and coyote,
upon which six hundred thousand
dollars were spent before a lot was
offered for sale, where two and a half
millions worth of lots have been sold
in nine months, every dollar of whinh
is being put back by the company in
improvements on the grandest scale,
is but an instance of what is going on
in all directions.

Although the frreat million-dollar
Hotel del Coronado, nowalmost ready
for guesta, with all its rooms engaged
before the foundations were finished,
has yet no equal elsewhere, hotels
still fine enough, the electric light,
steam dummy roads, extensive sewer
systems, boulevards, immense water
works, and other improvements,
which in Eastern cities have to wait
the slow voice of time, are here called
into lusty life before the new settle-
ment has reached the dignity of a vil-
lage. 'Ifall this were being done on credit,
it would be dangerous; but its founda-
tion is a steady stream of eastern cap-
ital, so strong and broad that even
Southern California is too small for it.
It is overflowing into Mexico, and far
down in fyjwer California millions of
dollars are at work in a way that para-
lyzes even the Americans with won-
der.

To the Eastern mind nothing would
appear more absurd than going to this
low latitude, where the wintors are
warmer than those of Florida, to es-
cape the heat "of Eastern summers.
Yet nothing is more certain than this
laud will shortly be the greatest sum-
mer resort of America. Its clear nkios,
dry air, cool nights, great freedom
from Insect and reptile pests, from
malaria, hydrophobia and sunstroke;
its great heulthfulne»B for children,
especially in their second summer its
unfailing sea breeze, yet absolute free-
dom from all dangerous winds; its
low midday temperature along the
coast ?all thorw combined with it«
grand and varied scenery, its unique
and endless powers of production, are
Bwil'tlyproducing their necest-ary re-
sult.

The Southern Pacific Coming.
Late indications clearly point to an

early movement in Southern Califor-
nia on tlie part of the Southern Pacitic.
That San Diego city and county will
share largely in the advantages of this
movement there can be no doubt. YVe
believe that we are in possession of in-
formation that points clearly to the
course this movement of the Southern
Pacitic will take. A part of the old
road from Los Angeles to Fort Yuma
extends from Pomona, on the South*
era Pacific, to Hsinore. A railroad
survey has already been m vie follow-
ing the general course of this old road
and the letting of the oontraot for
grading it on any of these bright Oc-
tober days need surprise no one, for it
is going to happen very soon. From
Rlsinore the road will bo extended to
Wiener's ranch, which the Southern
Pacific bus bought. From War-
ner' ranch a branch will
be extended down the
Carlssa cafion to a junction with the
present main line at a convenient
point on tlie desert. A secoml branch
will be extended to San Diego through
the Santa Maria. From the Santa
Maria its course will be either by way
of E] Galon, coming in at tlie eastsido
of San Diego, or by way of Poway.over
tho mesa into the Mission valley,
through Murpl y's cafion, on a survey
already made. Most likely the city
will be reached by way of Mission
vullev, as unoccupied water front c in
be reached from that side. This will
give the Southern Paolflo a better line
from Los Angeles to Fort Yuma than
that now in use, and an air line from
San Diego to Yuma by way of War-
ner's ranch. Operations on such a
scheme as is here outlined may confi-
dently be expected within a
short time. A prominent engi-
neer of the Southern Pacific was
in the city for several days prior to
last night on railroad business. He
will return again within a few days.
A prominent contractor has been tel-
egraphed to in relation to bidding on
tlie grading from Pomona to Elsinore.
Tlie signs of the times, whioh are
too numerous and luminous to be
mistaken, all point to the early build-
ing of the Southern Pacific to Sun
Diego.?[San Diego Union.
