The carriers will make an audi- £
tional delivery at 10:110 A. M. through-
out the central portion of the city, and
ifthe department will grant three ad-
ditional carriers the mail will be dis- I
tributed four times daily, thus giving j
l.os Angeles ono of the best delivery \u25a0
system in the United States. Jt will I
take about ten days to perfect Ihe new t'system, which will be a great im- i
provement over the former system. 'Papers will be distributed, if possi- [
ble, on the trains, thus giving sub- [
scribers their Eastern papers twelve t
hours earlier. To insure prompt and Jsafe delivery, and also to save the t
delay complained of by the citizens of 1
this city, all mail should be addressed [
to street and number, or box number, t

CATARKH.

THE TERM CATARRH IS APPLIED TO A
peculiar disorder of the nostrils and ad-

jacent parts, which prevails to nn alarming
extent, and is productive of very seriousconsequences.

The most prominent and characteristic
feature is a morbid discharge from the head,
varying inits nature a! different time*.

In some there is an v Imost constant flowof clear, acrid fluid, but oi'teneran offensive,purulent or mucopurulent, greenish-yellow
matter is secreted, winch accumulates inthe nostrils or drops into the throat, neces-
sitating its frequent removal by blowing thenose or expectorution, and often by bothprocesses. Sometimes patients (eel asthough their head was iv a state of rotten-ness, so great is thi* amount oi matter dis-
charged aud so fetid is its odor. The pa-
tient is greatly annoyed by the constant
dropping into the throat of the uiO'bld
muller from the head, uud as v locuinbou!position naturally fnvuisthc flow downward
his rcßt is frequently disturbed, from thiscause. Many sufferers are obliged lolie *iththe hear] very much elevated in order tosleep i.ithsome degree ot comfort,

In others s lough, viscid end offensive
phlegm collects behind and above the softpalate, inihe passage between tlie throat amihead, adhering tothe parti uithgluhdi tenac-ity. Its lodgment embarrasses respiration
ami creates a sensation of irriiutionand un-
easiness in the affected localit-v, which gives
rise to a constant and almost irresistible de-
sire to relieve that discomfort by drawing
the mucus into the Ihroal so as to elect il by
the mouth. This practice, popularly kuownas "hawking," is characteristic of catarrh,and prove! as embarrassing lo the one af-
fected as itis disagreeable to those aroundhim.

Occasionally a .-.olid cast of notablesize Is expelled,on wl ion tberearegoutrally
trae"* oi hie,-!, bu- :ii some cases the castpresents a tubular«p].<-iiruuce,l>clng of exsctshape ol tbo i.asal cavity. This condition isindicative of ulceration, which, In time,may destroy the bony structure of the nose
and produce a subsequent tlatleuing of thatorgan.

Cases are occasionally met withiv whicha thick, viscid, slimy secretion boats themembrane of the nasal cavities and thenputrefies, giving rise to a stench which isreally overpowering, and sufficiently fetidto poison the almospheie of a w hole room;
and there are others inwhich all the secre-tions of tlie membrane are suspended, caus-
ing an unpleasant feeling oi dryness, heatami feverishness in tlie head uud nose?acondition popularly known a* "Dry
Catarrh."

The disease speedily extends to ihe aircavttlel of tlie bones of the forehead andface, giving rise to a diet issiug sensation ofheavy weight or compression over the fore-head, especially iv the legion above and bsp
Iween the eyes, and to a feeling ol fulmss,heat. Irritation, sor nessor pal inthe nos-trils near the root of Ihe nose, as well as inIhe upper part of tlie throat, above and be-hind the soft palate. Sometime* there Ispalil obstinately lisv d iv sonic particular
part, as in Ihe temple, ou tho fop of thehead, at tne buck of the neck, or behind theorb.is. and, occasionally, puln manifestsitseli ,n Ihe face of so severe v cbaMCteithat it is frequently mistaken for m urajgla,

Ihe breath is always tainted, und nt limesassumes SB i needing fetid and sickening
odor. In some discs it becomes so revolt-Ingly offensive as to render the sufferer anobject of disgust to himself us well ns toothers.

The nasal membrane is thickened aud
ponjested, causing the nose to be stepped up,
sometimes on one side, sometimes ou theother, and oiten on both, giving rise lo adtsagrt-eable, stuffy sensation iv iho headund occasioning violent and prolonged
paroxysms of sneezing.

The voice is weak, indistinct and hu«kvor ofa nasal character, displaying a sort ofsniffing quality. Oftentimes tlwreis a crra-tinuous hoarseness and discordance. Thereis also a sense of Irritation in the part,and frequent attempts to clear the throatphlegm, producing the sound "hem," moreor less forcibly.
