THE GORMLEY CASE.
Testimony Introduced for the

Prosecution.
The trial of Tom Gormley who is

charged with having raped little
Maggie Switzer, on the 14thpf July
last, came up before Judge Cheney
and a jury yesterday. The court

room was crowded with spectators,

who ajnx'.treil to take great interest
in the proceedings. The jury was
completed by the addition "of 1!.
Decker and is as follows: A. B.
Harris, J. 11. Spear, W. T. Childress,
J. B. Beardalee, F. J, GiHmore, O. P-
Lovo, A. MoClintock, Nelson Will,
iamson, J. S. Falkington, Charles 11.
Fra/.ier, .). W. Standlco and ft.
Decker. The testimony did not differ
materially from that given at the pre-
liminary examination which is still
fresh in tho minds of the ptiblic. The
mother told of the condition of
Maggie when sho had been
taken home by Mrs. Muller, and ex-
hibited the stained clothes, which
were offered inevidence. Little Mag-
gie told how (lormley accomplished
the atrocious deed, op the .way from
Lamanda Park station to the camp
where she was to visit Mrs. Midler's
children. During the time she was
giving her testimony she cried and
sobbed, and even the spectators were
affected by the horrible story. Mrs.
Muller told how sho found that Mag-
gie had been outraged on the morning
following the occurrence, and Mr.
Muller testified that Gormlcy had ad-
mitted his guilt to him before he fled.
A store-keeper at Lamanda Park tes-
tified that (iormley wag sober thut
night, as also did Mr. Milller. Con-
stable Martin Aguirre and Deputy
Constable Harry Johnson testified to
capturing Gormley in Lower Califor-
nia, and to his confession of tho crime
to them. At this point the ?ase was
continued until this morning, when
the last witness of the prosecution will
be examined.

THE BOARD OF EDUCATION.
Proceedings at -tlie Meeting

East Nigrht.

The Board of Education met
last evening , Dr. Kurtz presiding and
Mrs. Anna S. Averill Secretary, Mr.
Frank S. Graham and Mr. W. M.
Friesner, City Superintendent of
Schools, present. A communication
was read from the Secretary asking
for tho power to convey lot 7, of the
Baker tract to Jno. H. Jones, by a
bargain aud sale deed, with deferred
payments secured by pfomisory notes
and mortgages or by an "agreement to
convey" said lot for the price of
$15,000, lo be paid as follows: $7500
cash; $5,000 on or before January 2nd,
'88; $2500 May Ist, 'BS, Interest on
deferred payments to be 9 per cent,
jier annum from date of maturity.

Th! power was given to Dr. Kurtz
aud J Irs. Averill to make the transfer.

A communication from Ira G.
Hoi ~ Suj rintendent of Public In-
Htru tion 0 San Francisco, in answer
to a mery rom the Secretary, stated
that Arti le IX., Section 6, of the
State Cor titution, provides for night
schools, ( * part of tiie system of tlie
State, fji School Board to pay tiie
teacher' out of the School Fund, ah
they di the regular day teachers.

A cc 'munication was received from
the Fruit land School, stating that
twenty pupils had entered since Octo-
ber 10th. The J. Dewing Company
sent an offer to furnish real stone
slate for blackboards at 30 cents par
square foot, or 30 cents less than tho
Eastern prices.

The offer was laid upoti the table
for future consideration.

The Superintendent of Schools re-
ported that the number of pupils en-
rolled in the public schools was 5,025.
Report filed.

Mr. Graham recommended that the
Secretary write to tlie President of
the Garvanzo Water Company for wa-
ter for tlie Highland View school.

The Building Committee recom-
mended that the paving in the base-
ment of tlie Spring street school should
not bo accepted until made according
to contract. The sidewalk on Fort
street was reported satisfactory.

Mr. Graham moved tiiat the'gen-
eral janitorbe instructed to put ton-
foot steps and driveway at Temple
street school. Tyler Juda, a janitor,
was allowed to erect a tent
upon the school property on Railroad
avenue.

The Secretary stated that it would
be legal to appoint an assistant super-
intendent of iichools, and asked proper
timp to recommend a suitable person.
Granted.

It was decided that all those who
might wish to attend the night schools
should leave their natnci aad ad-
dresses at the Superintendent's office,
at tho Spring-street school, any time
before November 15th.

A bid for stone for a retaining wall
at the Temple-street school, awarded
to A. Jose, was annulled, as the qual-
ityof the rock did not come up to tiie
sample he furnished and which tho
contract required.

The Secretary was directed to no-
tifythe Superintendent of tlio water
works that tho graders had taken up
the supply-pipe of the Pearl street
school ana left the school without
water, and to replace them as so as
possible. Adjourned.

THE L. A. CABLE ROAD.

'Materials Hem* Ilapldli He

celvrd for Work.

The materials for the lax Angelea

cable road are being collected as fast
as possible, some having arrived and
others lieing now on tho road. Over
1500 barrels of cement have been re-

ceived anil a large number of rails are
on hand, with more on tlio road.
Some of the yokes have been received,
with a large number expected daily.

As soon as the material is on hand
everything will be rushed to a rapid
completion, antl the management
hopes to have the line Infull o|iera-
tion in a year's time. The route of the
road as definitely settled upon, is as
follows;

Starting at Seventh and Alvarado
streets it proceeds down Seventh to
Fort, down Fort to First, down First
to Chicago street, where this branch
stops. Another branch will start at
First and Spring streets, running
along Spring and Main to Downey
avenue, on Downey avenue to Work-
man street, the end of this branch.

Another branch, or rather division,
commences nt Seventh and Grand
avenue, running to Jefferson street,
where it stops.

At Grand avenue and Seventh street
an engine house will be located, aud
four cables will lie worked from it.
At Workman street and Downey
avenue another engine house working
one cable, though planned to run
four, will the situated. The third ami
last engine house will be situated at
the junction of Chicago and First
streets, and it will work one cable,
though, like the others, it will be
planned lor four.

The entire uost of the laying of the
track and fixtures, exclusive of the
rolling stock, is placed somewhere
near (1,500,000.

Property Owners' Meeting:.
Last uight the Seventh street prop-

erty owners met a Hazard's Pavillion
to discuss Ihe question of widening
and grading that street. Dr. Hflgan
was elected to the chair. The meet-
ing was largely attended, uud the gen-
tlemen present discussed the best way
of solving tho problem. The general
impression wa9 that the workought to
lie commenced as soon as possible.
The gentlemen who own the property
at the top of the hill objected tv the
proposed improvements, as it would
necessitate the removal oftheir houses
and demolishing their shrubSieries,
etc. A committee consisting of Mr.
Pepper, Mr. Forester and Mr.Osborne
were appointed to coofer with those
gentlemen and the City Attorney, and
if possible, eft'ect.a compromise. The
meeting was then adjourned until
Thursday evening at 7:30 in Judge
Austin's" Court, when the committeo
willreport.
