Sparrow & Jacobs, the proprietors
and managers of the Theatre Royal,
Montreal, Can., have recently given
to managers of combinations .playing
at their house, the benefit of a week-
ly insurance upon the properties,
scenery and costumes held in the
Theatre Royal during their engage
ment there. The scheme seems
worthy of careful consideration, aud
lias already been duly taken advan-
tage of by some half a dozen or more
well known managers of prominent
traveling companies.

Itis tbe rarest thing in the world,
to use one of the common exaggerations
of speech, that a stage wig does not
betray itself. Aside from the fact
that it rarely is in keeping with the
complexion of the wearer, for the skin
of the face, or face and shoulders and
the hands or arms, is seldom, if ever,
except in the case of blacks, Arabs or
Moors, made up to suit the color of
the false hair. And what is true of
wigs is also true of stage mustaches,
whiskers and beards. In the case of
men with short hair or women with
hair dressed up on the head the stage
wig usually, leaving aside its
color, makes its falsity known at
the back of the head and especially
about the ears. This is often due to
carelessness on the part o' the wearer,
either in putting the wig on or in
choosing one that does not fit. It
seems also almost impossible to keep
such wigs close fitting at the neck
when the head is held in any other
position than perfectly straight. Of
course, in the case of long hair wigs,
either for men or women, the neck
effect is all right. Such wigs usually
show what they aro by allowing a
sight of the natural hair at the temp-
les or by the front of the ears. A com-
mon mistake with actors is to wear
hats too small for their wigs. These
observations may furnish food for re-
flection on the part of the dramatic
profession of stage ''dressers" and
stage wig makers.

What a diversity of circumstances
often conspires to bring a Thespian
into substantial repute, both in the

profession and with the theater going
public! There is winsome Fannie
Batchelder, who has been engaged
for one of the most exclusive stock
companies in ttds city. Two years
ago she was hardly know n outside of
one of Mr. Hojl's farce companies, iv
which she played a sprat-and-biscuit
part. One night, however, the stu-
dents of Columbia College attended in
a body a performance at the Stand-
ard Theater. Out of compliment to
the guests tho actors all w re the blue
ribbon of the col'egt?all, that is ex-
cept Miss Batchelder, who, being a
Bostonian, evinced her loyaltyto Har-
vard by wearing a band of the Cam-
bridge crimson. The Columbia men
raised a great cry at this, and when
Miss Batchelder refused to quiet the
uproar by removing the ruddy ribbon
her instant resignation was asked for.
The plucky girl gave it promptly,
withdrew from the stage, studied with
excellent purpose for two years, and
now secures a place iv ono of tho
best American school of actors ?and
all because of that red ribbon.

At
about 2 o'clock he got bight of the
man, and shortly had him behind the
iron bars. Both will appear before
Judge Austin to-day.
