The Line to Milford Will
Soon Be Built.

ALL ARRANGEMENTS MADE.

Interviews With Messrs. Tehbats,
Tenbroeck and W. F. Wait*.

?The Strike.

A Herald reporter yesterday later-
viewed Mr. J. B. Tebbeta, General Pas-
senger and Ticket Agent of the Union
Pacific, on the subject of the projected
Union Pacific extension to this city.

"Will Itbe built?" Bald Mr. Tebbeta
in response to tbe reporter's interroga-
tion; "why certainly," and taking a
map from the desk before him, added:
"And this is tbe way it will come."
He traced a line from Milford,
on tho Utah Central, past Sulphur
Springs into Iron County. "Here" said
Mr. Tahbets "we willopen up mineral
fields of untold wealth as the section
teems withcoal and iron." Down past
Iron City the line was drawn and then
through Hebron, line Valley and over tbo
State lino into Lincoln County, Nebraska
at Blackberry. Then past Cottonwo*.
and St. Joe into Indian Spring Valley\
and with a westerly swing over the
Amargosa Valleythe line entered Cali-
fornia ata point near Dry Lake. Continu-
ing, the pencil skirted the south-easterly
corner of the Amargosa River and past the
Bitter Spring aud Sulphur Spring direct
to Harper on tho Atlantic and Pacific.
"Here," said Mr. 'i'ebbets, "a junction
willbe made, and the road willthen run
directly into Los Angeles through the
best available pass."

"Why do you not start from Frißco?"
asked the reporter.

"Because that town is on a plateau
1700 feet higher than the surrounding
country. The reason why we built that
road, I suppose you know. It .was
to carry out the products of the
famous Horn mine at Frisco,
which inits palmy days gave us a thou-
sand dollars' worth oi freight a day.
But now we do not get a thousand dol-
lari' worth a month, and the directorssay that they might as well build on
into Los Angeles or else tear up the 243
miles ol track between 'Frisco and Salt
Lake, for the lino docs not certainly now
pay to operate alone. You can safelysay, therefore, that the line willbe built,
and as an additional item you can men-
tion that the steel rails lor it have been
ordered."
"It willbe built then by the Union

Pacific?" said the reporter.
"Well, by the Utah Central," replied

Mr, Tebbeta, "which, as itIs one of ourlines, is about the same thing."
"It willbe a splendid affair forthis asc-tion of the country, for it willmake a

direct line to the Kant,and reduce the dis-
tance between Council Bluffs and Los
Angeles to about the same aa itla be-tween Kansas City and this place."

"When will work be commenced?"
asked tho scribe.

?'When the first shovelful of dirt will
be turned I cannot definitely say, but I
know that the surveys have been all
made, and that everything is ready. You
see the Union Pacific is not inclined to
build very much until the fate of the. rUttfhwaite bill is decided regarding

indebtedness of the road. fi
oeerfrything turns out satisfactory then
'Ptwu can rely on it that work
nmpll be at once commenced as it will
id lake money easier with us, and this
nt*ill,of course, influence the Utah Cen-

tral. 1 have been over the proposed
route by stage," concluded Mr. Teb-
beta ; "itwillnot be an expensive road
to construct, as there are very con-
venient natural passes through tbe
mountains, and according to the engin-
eers, ninety feet to the mile will be the
heaviest grade on the entire line."

THE SWITCHMEN'S BTRIKJ6.
The Company Kuiinlaf Oat Tralas

aa Canal.
There were no disturbances at the

Southern Pacific depot yesterday, and
the strikers are beginning torealise that
they aro beaten. None of the switchmen
have returned tnwork and the cars are
now entirely handled by the recruits of
the pa-it two days. Although all of tbe
brakeroon have not yet gone back to
their trains, itis evident that they arenot disposed tostay out much longer, as
six crews reported for duty during the
day. The passenger trains went out on
time and five freights were made up and
run over the road. Allof the merchan-
dise that was sidetracked along the line
on the first day of the disturbance isbeing brought iv and in a dayor two
everything willbe again in full working
order. No hostile demonstrations oc-
curred during the day but every precau-
tion was taken hy the squad of police
who were stationed about the depot.
Every train that went out was manned
by five or six armed deputies
who remained on board until tho
switches had all been past and no fur-
ther danger probable. The switchmen
induced one of the newlyemployed men
to desert yesterday, but beyond this they

/j 1 gained no other ground. The freight-
house is nearly cleared out, owing to the
fact that there have been but few trainsinduring tlie last couple of days, and it
has been necessary to suspend ninety
men untilbusinesa is infull swing again.
Itwas decided by tbe company toresume
night awitchiug, so the yards presented
their usual livelyappearance throughout
the night.

Events in the Prize Rinff?Pedes-

The Bard proved that his victory inthe
Brooklyn handicap was no flute in de-
feating Sir Dixon intho cup on Wednes-
day last witlitbe greatest of ease. Now
tbat the racing season is in full swing,
we hoar floating rumors of the large
sums of money wonand lost by individual
bettors. Pittsburg Phil, a gentleman
who follows the races for what
bo cau make by backing horses, is
generally looked upon as the American
Plunger. Last year his winnings werepopularly put down at jIOO,OTjO. Many
people will laugh at mo when I tell them
that this amount would bo looked upon
as a mere bagatelle, were it
won by a betting owner, who
won one of the great English
Handicaps, when George Lambert's Don
Juau won tbe Cesarewitch handicap, dis-
tance 2l4 miles in 1882. The
owner won £tifl,ooo or $300,-
--000. The jockey E. Martin received
a douceur of $10,000, which is as much
as most American owners aspire to win
on a race. That betting in America la
yet in its infancy, is evidenced by the
fact that the sporting papers notice such
triflinglosses as those made by Pittsburg
Phil at Washington.

The Hing.
As I predicted, Joe McAuliffe,the Cali-

fornia boy, proved too muchfor his F.ast-
ern opponent, Glover, and the latter had
to succumb to tbe superior weight of the
Pacific champion after a prolonged
and vicious fight. McAulifle's victory
is all the more meritorious when itis
remembered that his right arm was
broken in the fourteenth round and that
he was able to vanquish a good
man like Glover after virtual-
ly losing the use of his most
dangerous weapon stamps bim as a
fighter of tbe highest merit. Young,
strong, and steady, McAuliffe will yet
live to bring the heavy-weight champion-
ship of America to the Pacific coast.

John L. Sullivan is still smarting over
derogatory reports circulated by a mem-
ber of his European combination, that
his friends had to bribe Jack Baldock to
save him from defeat by Charles
Mitchell by getting him to consent to a
draw at Chant illy, and he had sought com-
fort in the flowing bowl and was again
foolishly putting into his mouth the
enemy which steals away men's brains.There were many who heard this
news with regret, and I was among
the number. Poor Sullivan is more
to be pitied than condemned. With
a giant's strength and frame, bis mind is
none to strong, and he loves liquor for
liquor's sake. He has made periodical
heroic struggles against his tempter. He
has been temperate for months at a time,
but the arch enemy trips bim whenever
he gets intoserious trouble, and when he
should be strongest he is humanly weak-
est. Every community has instances
of bright intellects and noble natures
yielding to the temptations of strong
drink, and becoming its abject slaves.
If men with gigantic intellects cannot
cure their appetites, certainly agood deal of allowance should be
made for this pugilist's inabilitytosurpass
them inforce of will. Consider, too, hismisfortune. Ten years ago he was a poor,
obscure boy, whose only training and ed-
cation were, toput itmildly,hardly those
best fitted to prepare a man for the bat-
tle of life. Since then be has made money
by tens of thousands of dollars. He has
been flattered and made much of. Princes
of royal blood have treated him kindly
and watched him do that which be does
best of all withadmiring eyes. The peo-
ple bave given bim ovations equal to those
they bave accorded tbe greatest military
and naval heroes. The fondest dreams
of his youth have been far surpassed
by the realities of his manhood until,
in an evil hour, he cast discretion to the
winds, and jeopardized all his successesand bis prospects by a foolish match
made in a foreign land. He returns
home, not a victorious conqueror, but an
apologetic explainer, shorn of much of
his prestige, and beßet by family, as well
as professional troubles. I have no de-fense to make for his drinking, but I
think yon willagree withme that many
a better man than Sullivan has donejust as he has done withfar less reason.

Iwish I could stamp indeliblyon every
reader's brain, and tbat is that over-in-
dulgence inintoxicants, ifI may so ex-
press it, is the most foolish of follies.?[Keferce.

Man Uakrlel Mine*.
Er.jTOB Leadkb:?The existence of rich

deposits of placer gold within the boun-
daries of Los Angeles county haa been
known for a great many years. Major
Truman, in his "Semi-Tropic California,"
says: "Duringtlie past eighteen years
Messrs. Ducotnmon and Jonee, mer-
chants of Los Angeles, have purchased
inone way and another over $2,000,000
worth of gold dust, taken from tbe placer
mines of the San Gabriel river, and It is
fair to presume that at leaat a like
amount baa been disposed of to San
Francisco merchants. The statistics or
tho San Francisco mint show that in one
year nearly *40,000 worth of gold dust
was sent from lxis Angeles county for
coinage purposes."

______
During my stay in this locality I nave

visited two companies who are engaged
iv hydraulicking on the San Gabriel
river. H. C. Roberts, a member of one
of the companies, informed me that in
twenty-six days, working an average of
from fiveto six men, he haa taken out
se ranty-eight ounces oi gold, worth
*17.50 per ounce, or a total of 11371.
The year's work would average withthis

report.
About twenty-four miles from Loe An-

geles and three miles from the mouth of
tlie cafion San Gabriel is located a silver-
bearing lode, owned by the late Dr.
Winston's heirs and others, and known
as the Zapata mine. A vast amount of
money has lieen spent on thia
mine, which inthe words of Col. D. C.
Uuell, one of the most thorough miner-
alogists and miningadepts inthe world,
is, "a mountain ot silver." Already
$30,000 haa been expended intunneling
the Zapata. Had it not been for an ao
cident in which the timbering, or a por-
tion of it, gave way a few years ago,
causing an abandonment of direct ope-
rations, no doubt exists but that there
would have been to-day in successful
running order as tine a silver mine as
there is on the coast.

There is a great deal of prospecting go-
ingon inthe San Gabriel mountains and
recent reports would seem to justifythe
belief that mines of great value exist m
thissection. About twenty miles from the
mouth of the cafion is agold mine known
as the Tye Hee mine owned by B. Doug-
las and others. Aparty of St. Louis cap-
italists passed our camp Friday on their
wav to this mine, and they said ifitis as
good as itis represented to be they will
put up a large stamp mill,and they have
already started a ruad to tbe mine.

The Victoria MiningCompany is push-
ing things afohg veryrapidly. Ina short
time the water wheel. Hume and dam
will be completed. The road has jutt
been finished from the mouth of the
cafion to tbe mine, and two teams are
engaged in hauling lumber and other

imining material. Work in tlie tunnels
jia carried on day and night. Tbe work-

men are inrnnrimg^wbat
Jong. Arich body of ore has jam been
?truck, which wiU amy into t-ethoae-
ande per ton. Twenty-six men are em-
ployed, and as many mare might Da ifthe company bad the material to work
with.
