the Queen City of the Angels, and pro-
tested that she was not diabolic by any 'means. 1

WHAT HIS HONOR THINKS,

With this in mind, a reporter said :
"Mayor Workman, what do you think fof the condition of this city from a moral ,

point of view? Do you consider that in
the past month, let us say, or in the past J
two months, there has been any more ,
crime than in tlie two previous years? (
taking things inthe average?" ,

His Honor, after due consideration of ,
the question, Baid : I"There have been a great many bur-
glaries committed, and there has been
much gambling going on."

Reporter?"Has itbeen more than the
average of the past two years? More <than under other chiefs of police?under i
Darey, Skinner or Davis?"

Mayor?"There has been double as imuch gambling as there was two years 1ago." JMr. Humphreys being present the re-
porter appealed for his opinion on this ipoint and this gentleman replied :

"Yes, Ithinkthere has been twice as i
much lawlessnes as two years ago." I

Mr. I.mil Harris was in the Mayor's i
office and to him the reporter turned for I
aid in his dilemma. Mr. Harris is nt the <head of the detective force of the city i
and he said:

"I must differ with the Mayor and Mr. 1
Humphreys on this point. Ido not
think there has been any more crime at 3
any one time inthe past six months than ;
in the two previous years. The city is ilarge, the police force is small and can- 1
not cover the entire area of Los Angeles, i
Nearly all the crime was committed in
the outskirts of the city. It was the I
fault of the people. When a man was I
arrested for any of these burglaries the 1
victims refused to prosecute. They could i
not identify the men."

Here the matter of population was
touched upon. Itwas explained that the
city had probably doubled in two years,
and that witb this would naturally come
an increase of evil-doing inlike ratio. In
this discussion the Mayor mentioned
that in the suburbs the people had been
afraid to go about at night. Mr. Harris
did not confirm this. The reporter men-
tioned that the records would utterly fail
to show it. Coming down to the specific
point of games of chance, Mr. Harris

"As a rule during the last few months
there have not been generally as many
games running by any means as there
were during the incumbency of Darcy or
Skinner."

Mr. Humphreys instanced last week
when he claims there were a very large
number of games running, particularly
fan tan games in Chinatown. Diligent
inquiryreduced this especially to Satur-
day last when the Mayor, Mr. Hum-
phreys and others made their famous
pilgrimage toNigger alley.

The reporter suggested that this might
not be a fair test. Alittlescheme might
well be fixed up to have all the games
rnn infull blast for a day or two. The
easy virtueof the Chinese might be easily
reached for a purpose. The Mayor and
his yokefellow Mr. Humphreys declared
that they know ot no such scheme.

Then followed a digression on gamb-
ling, in which the Mayor expressed his
views in favor of licensing games of
chance, if the law could be so amended
as to allow of such a thing. Hut he
thought so long as the law was as it is,
the only way was lo enforce the statute
and suppress tlie games. In this Mr.
Humphreys agreed.

The reporter asked if the games could
be closed. He referred to many cities in
which the effort had been made, and
where in all cases it had been futile.
The question of the city's fame came up
again, and it was suggested that inan
attempt to do the impossible the im-
pression had got abroad by reason of
what seemed to many a quixotic
crusade of an intemperate nature, and
carried on in a very sensational manner,
that Los Angeles was a sink of iniquity,
and Sodom, Gomorah and Julesburg all
rolled in to one. To this the Mayor
replied:

"That itwas not tlie gambling wJa'"_J
was aimed at so much, as it was a del W

A WIDESPREAD corruption
Which tended to destroy the efficiency of
the police force, to rot out the conscience
of city officials generally, and to debauch
politics until there would be no decency
left."

This being a rather novel element in
I the situation the reporter wished to hear

> more of it. He knew thatunder previous; reigns of chiefs of police, there was as-
serted to have been money paid to the

I«tX to let gambling run. While
Republicans lead held the ofSot, the
pr««s of that party had chronicle' that
such wok the ease. Home officers had
informed one paper concerning Rome
Mob crooke<lneBB on the ]»irt of one
Chief. An high as if7,(100 a year hail
been named as possible to make out of
this matter. Hut such an Augean sta-
ble of political corruption as was here
referred to the re|x>rter was disposed to
look upon v a falile only worthy of some
Munchausen or the Arabian Nights,
lie knew that whereas other chief-
of polico had lieen spoeilicadr
charged with taking such bribes, that no
one had dared to ever hint Inst Mr.
Cuddy's palm had ever known the feel
of dishonest coin. The Mnvor proceeded
to enlighten the reporter thus:

"bast February I began to take testi-
mony as to the receiving of money to let
games run. I got a good deal of informa-
tion from Chinamen. Igot it from other
"sports." At one conference with some
of these Colonel OUr. of the Tiiiim, was
present, as was Colonel ayers, of
the Hkiui.f). The evidence" taken
nt thnt meeting was taken in
shorthand, and I havo it still.
Gambling, I find, has always existed
here. I followed this up. I have in all
about .",00 pages of this testimony about
the games. I got my detective force, at
the head of which was F.mil Harris.
With the help of Mr. Humphreys I de-
termined to stop tho games. To stop the
paying of this money to some one to let
the games run. I wanted good govern-
ment. No, it was not my purpose to
\u25a0aiße revenue for the city. I know 1
talked about this with some of the sport-
ng men. They wanted to have some-
hing fixed. I hardly thought we could
stop the gambling; but 1 did wish to stop
he corruption. It is all stopped now,
md all the tribute is stopped."

The reporter Baid:
"Mr. Mayor, prior to May 15, was it

lot all stopped by Mr. Cuddy ?"
"Well," replied the Mayor, "the

Mayor's detective force, aided by Chief
Juddy stopped all the games at that
.ime."

"How were they reopened?"
"before I went to San Francisco there

were a few white games running. When
1came back 1 found the games all open.
Ifound they were paying a tribute of $30
1 month each for the privilege."

"To whom did this go?"
"Icould not find out who got it."

Reference was here made to the epi-
lode of prosecuting under the city ordi-
nance, instead of under the State law.
As to this the Mayor said all he had de-
lired in the premises was to secure to
;he cityany revenue to lie derived from
die games. Bat he wanted the games
ilosed for all that. He had no thought
nf a scheme to let them run ifthey could
be closed.

THE MAYOR'S CATECHISM.
A copy of the Herald was in the

Mayor's hand, and he turned to a little
catechism addressed to him by a Demo-
crat. He said :

"As to Captain boornis, I have ami
never had any idea of making him
Chief. Mr. Humphreys and I wanted to
make ldui Captain instead of Fletcher.
That was only putting one Republican
inthe place of another."

The reporter suggested that good civil
tervice reform demanded that a Demo-
crat should always lie put in the place of
1Republican. lint the Mayor held to
lis iiosition. The Chief favored I'letch-
;r, a Republican, and he favored Loomis,
mother Republican.

As to Mr. Dreed and the Mayoralty,
His Honor said:
"Inever have had any idea of making

dr. Breed Mayor. When I saw that
irinted in the Herald I went to Breed
md asked him if he was a candidate, and
le told me no, that ifboth parlies nomi-
lated himhe would not take the ollice."

The next question inthe catechism in-
erred that the Mayor had appointed
nost of the members of the police force.
Jn this he takes direct issue withany
tuch statement. He says the Chief se-
eded nine-tenths of them and he exhib-
ted a list in the Chief's writing to show
.ids. Then came a question as to the
Mayors intimacy with a mem-
ner of the Council from' the Fourth
Ward, who was alleged to have obtained

f5OO for the Turf and Grain Exchange,
md to have kicked because he did not
ret $1,000 more. As to this Mr. Work-
nan said:
"I have known Mr. Chandler for

rears. His family and mine are inti-
mate. As to his attack on gambling I
r In.ire him."

He acknowledged that his admira-
ion was based on the assumption that
nis friend was not guiltyas charged in
the indictment of "a Democrat."

He said if a man went in and bet
lgainst the famous clock with the hope
>f beating tho clock, and when the clock
neat him, if lie "beefed," such a course
would not tie one to admire.

Democrat's next conundrum was as to
whether the Mayor did not pledge him-
self to do all he could for the Democratic
party when he was nominated. He Baid
in answer to this:

"When I was elected Mayor I think
my duty was to the whole people, not to
»ny party. The course which I have
adopted fcill redound to the good
of the Democratic party. I do not
believe in politics in the police oflice.
And while some of the Democrats want
to read me out of the party, and while
the Hekai.d may 'hum me up,'still I am
a good Democrat."

The reporter assured the Mayor that
being himself a Democrat, he saw a
good many members of the party, and
heard of no proposition to read him out.
The party regretted squables within its
ranks and might not he able inall cases
to approve of the wisdom of His Honor's
course. That was all. As to
the Hesai.ii the reporter said
that from his position on the paper he
was forced to read nearly all itsaid. He
had not discovered- any disposition to
burn up the Mayor. Its position was a
very simple one all through. It could
not find that 1-os Angeles was so bad as
the Mayor's crusade would make
it out to be. The Hksalp thought
there were other important mat-
ters connected with the municipal
government which were being neglected,
because of all this sensation about gam-
bling. Here the city suffered in twe
\u25a0rays. First, by giving her a bad name
abroad, aud then by neglecting her inter
ests at home. The Herald took this
view of the matter; but had always
treated the Mayor with all due respect

Mr. Humphreys'views on this matter
willappear at a later date.
