Mayor Workman then read the follow-

ing proposed boundaries of winds :

sixth Ward?Bounded N. by Ninth
e'reet, R. by river. B. by city limits and
W. by Main street.

Seventh Waul?Hounded N. by First
street, E. by the river, B. by Ninth
Htreetand W. by Main street.

Eighth Ward?Bounded on the 8. by
First street, E. by the river anil W. by
Mainstreet.

Ninth Ward?Boyle Heights, south of
the Mission road.

Mr. Brown suggested that the report
lie over for a week, so as to give the peo-
ple time to consider the subdivision.

General Mansfield presented a resolu-
tion that had been handed him. It pro-
posed that the Superintendent of Streets
tie elected by the people, and that he be
allowed a clerk ami two deputies. Laid
on the table.

Another resolution provided that all
lands dedicated to public use remain for-
ever public. Laid on the table.

Acommunication favoring high salar-
ies and many officers, from an anony-
mous correspondent, was laid on the
table.

Section !i of tho defeated charter pro-
viding that all officer! shall bold office
for two yours commencing March Ist,
except in the case of the City Assessor,
w hose term was to commence the first
Monday inJanuary, was read.

General Mansfield moved that all
terms of officers commence on the first
Monday In January, Carried,

Section 0, relating to the officers, to be
appointed by the Mayor, subject to con-
tinuation by the Council,came up.

General Mansfield said that the ap-
pointment of the street Superintendent
should lie considered. This office would
be very imiiortant in the future, and he
hoped to hear some suggestions on the
subject.

Mr. Eatudillo said he was opposed to
the election of this officer, because, if
elected, he would fill bis office with
political friends, and there would then be
a posssibility of corruptness.

Dr. Knrta aaid that be bad the same
objection to the election of thla officer as
lie bad to (be election of the Chief of Po-
lice. He would have a gteat many men
under him and the office could easily be
made very corrupt, and it would be next
to impossible to get him out of office.

Mr. Book agreed with the position
taken by Dr. Kurtz and Mr. Fstudillo.

General Mansfield said that the condi-
tion of the streets had been very bad for
the past two years and he thought that
some change in the manner of appoint-
ment should be mnile. Possibly if elected
the Street Superintendent would be a
more efficient officer.

Major Bonebrake seconded General
Mansfield's motion to make the office
elective.

Mayor Workman paid that if the Su-
perintendent of Streets was under the au-
thority of one man, the condition of the
streets eoald be guaranteed. If he had
the authority now to call the Superinten-
dent to account the Btreets would be in
better condition.

Major Bonebrake paid Unit one of the
greit objections to the last cliarter was
that, it placed too much power in the
.'in-,.! -of one man. ami although he was
80l entirely in favor of General Mana-
tield'H motion, yet he thought, in obedi-
ence to the will of the people, the otlice
should be made elective.

Mr. Mackey was also in favor of mak-
ing the ollice elective.

The motion was then lost by a vote of
s.'x to seven.

Sec-
tion seven stands: "The Directors of the
L s Angeles Public Library shall be ap-
pointed'by the Mayor, four Police Com-
missioner! shall be appointed by the
Council. The City School Superintend-
ent shall Vie appointed by the Board of
Education. The Chief of Police shall be
appointed by the Hoard of Police Com-
mlssioners, The Health Officer shall be
appointed by the Hoard ol Health. Each
Police Judge shall appoint the clerk of
his own court."

The Hoard adjourned until next Tues-
day.

ItavteSßMH Who Will Sacrifice
'themselves for the Public tiood.
The convocation ofthe National Republi-

can Convention in Chicago seems to have
stirred np local politics to nolittledegree.
National Political Convention! always
have this effect. Loa Angeles is as cos-
mopolitan, so to speak, politicallyas she
is in the character of her population, ami
it would seem that the political pot,
which lias never ceased boiling since the
Democratic Convention concluded its
lalwrs, has renewed its boiling with
greater vigor than before. All political
parties and Bide issues seem awake; and,
by the way, these side issues are legion.
There is the Prohibition element, bob-
tail to the main trunk of political tee-
totalers. Then the local working-men
are out, and a very vigorous movement
is noticeable in anti-saloon political cir-
cles. The Woman's Christian Temper-
ance Union and the Young Men's Christ-
ian Association are known to be quietly
canvassing the town with a weather eye
open for candidates that willBuit them,
selected from the ranks of the two main
political trunks. Street corner conversa-
tion of a political complexion continues
to hold sway, and within the past fort-
night candidates for every position on
the roll at the coming election have been
discussed.

Duringthe week much has been said
of prospective candidates for Superior
bulges. All incumbents want the job
again, although itis stated by friends of
his that Judge W. P. Gardiner, one oi
the ablest of the judges on tho Superior
bench here, is loth to try for a second
term. It is conceded that Judge Hutton
willget the nomination, as one of the
three from the Democracy. He is a
popular jurist,anil many Republicans say
cannot be beaten if he goes into the fight.
Judge O'Melveny would like to wear the
judicialermine for a term longer. Judge
W. A. Cheney, it is stated, willBoon re-
sign his position. If he does another
candidate willhave to be hunted up by
both parties. Already gentlemen who
would like to preside inthat court are be-
ing pushed by their friends. The Re-
publicans have a large field to select
from. There are no less than eight Re-
publican expounders of Blackstone who
would like to be Superior Judges. There
are George M. llolton, James McKinlev,
Mr. Spencer, J. M. Damron, Judge W.
T. Fitzgerald and many others. Just
what status either of the gentlemen
named has attained thus far inthe fight
can only be conjectured.

The tight for prominence among the
candidates for Sheriff who owe allegiance
to the Democratic party continues. It
lias Bimmered down considerably and
the most talked of candidates, this week,
have been Justice Taney and Captain
Barrett. Chief Cuddy is positively not
inthe fight. Major George E. Gard is a
Republican new-comer in the ranks of
the candidates for this office. Coroner
Meredith is working as bard as ever to
get the nomination, Deputy Constable
Clements wants itami so does his supe-
rior, Township Constable Martin Aguirre.
Knowing ones say the tight before the
convention lies between Martin Aguirre,
Meredith, and George Gard, withchances
of winning in the order named. Each
of these gentlemen is known to be work-
ing hard to winthe fight. Col. Morford
says be is positively not a candidate.

Candidates for County Treasurer are
beginning to loom up. J. W. Broaded
wants itagain. Supervisor Macey is a
candidate on the Republican Bide, aud bo

is John Milner.
Mr. Charles Parcels' friends want him

to enter the lists for the County Clerk-
ship. He may be prevailed upon to do
so. Capt. W. S. Waters' friends are
already bard at work in that direction.
The odds are with Waters. Mr. Dunß-
moor, itis conceded, willbe the Repub-
lican nominee.

For Justice of the Peace there are
many candidates. Judge Austin willrun
again for the Republicans, and Charles
P. Kearney will try the nomination for
Township Justice before the Democratic
Convention. Will E. Dunn, present
Assistant City Attorney, is a candidate
for either position. Frederick Mctiregor's
friends are out for him as are those of
Weed S. Chelf, Albert Diehl, and Wil-
liam Crawford, all Democrats.

The Constables' tight grows warmer.
HillyHunter would like to succeed Ed.
K. Smith in the City Court; so would
AilwynC. Clarke, Recording Secretary
of the Iroquois Club. Henry Schwan-
nike, the Collector, would like the lie-
publican nomination, and so would
Deputy Constable Harry Johnston.
