THE FINEST ON THE EfiKTH.

The Record of Our Signal Service
Oflice for Ten Full Years

Complete.

That Buperb publication, the Illis-
trated Herald for 1888, gives among

other statistical matter, the complete j
records of the Signal Service office in this c
cityfor ten full years, so far as these re- j
late to temperature; clear, fair and I
cloudy days; precipitation ; duration of J
the rainy season, etc., etc. Aresume of ,
this cannot fail to prove of prime interest ,
to readers of the Herald in all parts of <
the country. The averages in tempera- I
ture for the ten years for each month is J
as follows:,

The meanißg of the table is that the
H column gives the average highest ther-
mometer for the ten years; the L col-
umn the average lowest degree, and the
Mcolumn the mean temperature.

In the period covered for each year the
number of days when the mercury went

above 90 degrees and below 32 degrees
was as follows:

Inthe ten years under review the mer-
cury reached 100 degrees but eleven times,
and of these it passed that point but
seven times.

Ifthe clearness of the atmosphere is
considered it will be found that the rec-
ord of averages for the decade by months
is as follows :

The average of cloudy days for the 10
years is only 49 per year. The average
number of rainy days in that period is
only 41 per year for 12 months,
and the record includes all
days on which one - hundredth
part of an inch of rain
fell. Think of it! In ten years the
mercury reached 90 degrees only 159
times, and fell to SI degrees on onlysix
occasions. In the same period the
cloudy days averaged only forty-nine
per annum, and the days when any rain
fell came to onlythe beggerly account of
an average of forty-one per year.

Here is the average total precipitation
per month for the decade:

The total average per annum for the
ten years is 17.45. Note that the rain all
falls in the months between November
and April inclusive.

Another flue point about our climate is
the dryness of the atmosphere during the
greater portion of the year. During the
warm period of the year tbe average
humidityis very low. For the past year
by months the record runs as follows:

There is one point about our climate
which the unobservant might not see. It
is this: Read carefully the tables of rela-
tive humidity justabove. The high fig-
ures willall be found of course in the
early morning hours and in the latter
part of the afternoon, increasing as night
comes on. Now if the table of daily
temperature for the same hours of tbeday were given, it would appear that the
high degrees of heat always occur here
at such hours as are marked by a very
low degree of humidity. The humidity
in the table at 7 a. m. ranges at 70 to 96degrees, but at that hour in our warmest
spells the thermometer will run at GO to
70 degrees. At 3 p. if. the humidity
ranges along at from 51 to 69 degrees, an
hour when the temperature is higher.
The hottest period of the day in this sec-
tion is between 10 and 12 o'clock in the
morning; and these hours are the dryest
in the day. This is a fact which means
much in any estimate of the agreeable-
ness of the climate.

So accustomed are the people of this
section to fine weather that a slight de-
gree of discomfort from this source dis-
gusts them. The middle of August last
was characterized by a few days c f high
temperature. This is the way the
Herald spoke in its editorial columns
of that episode:

Old Sol got in his work in fine shape
on us yesterday. The maximum figure
ran up to 'J7 degrees Fahrenheit. The
current summer will propably chroniclea larger number of hot days than any
other in the past ten years in this sec-
tion. But, much as we suffer from such
a visitation, how blessed our lot as com-pared with the sun-stricken anu swelter-
ing East! While for an hour or so
the mercury climbs to 90 degrees
and even to 95 degrees, or as yesterday
to the extreme of 97 degrees, yet during
the earlier hours of the morning tem-
perature ranges only along in the eixties.By 5 o'clock in the afternoon it gets back
to the same entirely endurable degree;
later it falls to 60 degrees, if not, indeed,
to a lower point. The cool nights are
most provocative of sound sleep, and we
all awake in the morning, refreshed and
reinvigorated for the day's toil. In St.
Louis, for example, the mercury has
been ranging along at 100 degrees to lU2
degrees as a maximum temperature,
while at midnight the nearest approach
to comfort has been 98 degrees. The
horses to the number of thirty a day
have fallen dead in the street.

As a contrast, on ttie lKth of the month
the New York M'orld spoke of the
weather in that cityand at other points
in this way:

Even the Signal Service man suc-
cumbed to the heat and humidity yester-
day. He lav back in his chair gasping
forbreath. His collar had melted away.
His clothes hung limp about him, a
stream of perspiration poured down his
face and his hands hung mo'ionless by
his side.

On a screen behind was written these
words:
Of all the s»d words that mortal can eyicil.
The saddest are these: it's butter than ,

well.
Just below in big letters was written:
Please do not say it's hot;
The man who said itlust got shot.

And it was no wonder than even the
iron-bound, rock-ribbed, cast-steel,
double-plated signal-service men were
gone, for the humidity was something
awful, and like an invisible vampire
sapped the vitalityof man and beast ane
made them weary of life. Everywhere
the people said so; they told it to one an
other as they hurried through the swelt-
ering streets"; they talked of it in tbe ho]
restaurants where they tried to eat ant
drink and forget their misery, and up it
the great high factories and workshops
Down on the Stock Exchange the bro
kers stopped in their wild chase aftei
money and found the weather a univer
sal meeting ground where bull and beat
could stand together, and the women ii
the big tenement houses panted ant
wondered to each other if it would evei
be cool again.

The thermometer at the top of tin
Equitable building at 8 o'clock in th(

morning marked 77 degrees. Th<
humidity then was 70, and the air-bel
thick and sticky. As the day aelvancee
heavy clouds hung like blankets over the
earth. Men found the air stifling. It i>
doubtful if a more distressing hour that
that between 1:30 and 2 :30 has been ex
perienced in this city this summer. The
air became closer and closer, and finallj
the big drops ofa thunder shower begin
to fall. The shower lasted about ar
hour, and during that time .00 of an mcL
of water fell. After that the air percep
tiblycooled, and at S o'clock last night
the official tube registered 78 decrees.
The air was still full of moisture from
the rain, for the humidity was 80.

While New Yorkers sweltered, how-
ever, people at Moorhead, Dak., wore
overcoats and shivered over fires. The
thermometer was justeight degrees above
freezing point. Last night Feathei
Point, on the St. Lawrence, was the
coolest place, the thermometer showing
48 degrees. A hot wave seemed to be
sweeping along the Atlantic coast, for all
the indications from Maine to Florida
were unusually high. The weather
men's prophecy of "cooler weathersoon"
is too vague to bring much comfort.

But while some joked and tried to
make light of the terrible oppressiveness,
sorrow and death were borne to other's
homes on the humid atmosphere. Anna
Fitzpatrick, 60, of No. 332 East Fifty-
fourth street; Daniel Shea, 48, of No. 8!)

Baxter street; Kate McGovern, 15
months old, of No. 50;', West Thirty-sixth
street, and Louisa Kurtz, 3 months old,
of No. 073 East One Hundred and Fiity-
sixth street, died from the effect of the
heat. The prostrations unattended with
fatal results were as follows:

Mary Lally, eighteen, a domestic at
the Grand Union Hotel, overcome while
at work; to Bellevue.

Joseph Tasker, thirty-five, of No. 3G
Cherry street, at No. 54 Wall street; tc
Chambers-street Hospital.

James McCall, thirty, of No. 500 West
Twenty-fifth street, at No. 531 West
Twentieth street; to New York Hospital.

John Barry, twenty-eight, of No. 1(
Jones street, at Morton and West streets
taken home.
