After referring to the mean-
ing of this wonderful  decla-
ration, the revergnd gentleman

dwelt on the necessity and advantages
of religion and belief in the life im-
mortal. The superiority and beauty of
the Christian religion were especially
emphasized, and the declaration was
made that the benefits of the Gospel en-
joyed by Christians here below were the
vely prelude of the resurrection. With-
out the hope of happiness in the here-
after no true happiness could exist on
this mundane sphere. Religion was the
essential of true government, and with-
out it no government could exist. As
a proof of this assertion ¥rance,
during the abolishment of the priesthood
and the church, was referred to as a nota-
ble case in history. Tune speaker here
painted a vivid picture of the scenes and
events of the reign of terror which suc-
ceeded the banishment of religion, and
the consequences of which were so dis-
astrous that at the end of a year the con-
vention reassemibied and once mcre de-
clared faith in religion and subservience
to the Supreme Ruler. The con-
ditions to which infidelity tend
were further outlined and a very
clear contrast  was made between
the God of the infidel and the God of the
Christian. The infidel recognizes the
God of the Christian only as a Ged of
evil, and does not read His wonderful
revalations written in the book of nature
and the heart of man.

The minister then said that he {eared
the people do not sufficiently appreciate
the blessed assurance embodied in the
text, that Christ had indeed abolished
death and brought life and immortality
to light through the Gospel.

AFTERNOON PROCEEDINGS,

There was nothing for the visitors to do
during the afternoon and evening but
look about the city and prepare for the
events of to-day.

At noon & carload of
fruit arrived from Sacramento and it
was taken to headquarters and added to
the already large amount on hand.
iverybody was at liberty to partake of
the fruit and wine which was kept on
ice. The register was also 8agerly
scanned by thousands during the day.
Every one who expected friends
searched the register to ascer-
tain where they were lodged.
Those who arrived on Saturday
night registered early in the morning
and by nightfall the book was pretty
largely filled with signatures.

At the encampment grounds the mem-
bers of the Patriarchs Militant who had
arrived were busy in their tents prepar-
ing for the drills during the week. The
large tent, which is to be used as a res-
taurant, was not yet ready for its custom-
ers, but it looked inviting. Lemonade
and cooling drinks were obtainable, how-
ever, and this branch of the business did
a large business. Those who had al-
ready taken up their headquarters on the
ground were much pleased with the lo-
cation, which was fully described in yes-
terday’s paper.

At 6:30 o’clock Canton Orion No. 12,
preceded by Meine Bros.’ band, marched
to the Southern Pacific depot to escort
the Cantons from the North to the
grounds.

The Northern Visitors.

The last of the special trains of Odd
Fellows from distant cities has arrived,
but this by no means concludes the in-
flux into the city, for the local cantons
will send their members to the convoca-
tion on the regular trains during the
week. The Reception Committee, in
charge of Mr. J. Kurtz, that was detailed
to meet the visitors from the north, left
on the 1:15 p. M. train yesterday for New-
hall, where they waited and endeavored
to pass the time comfortably, which was
rather a hard proceeding, as the temper-
ature was over 90 in the shade. Luckily
the south-hound express was on time,
and as it was steaming in, the station
agent announced that owing to the un-
usual number of coaches there wounld
be two sections, and that the
gecond part would be about half an hour
behind the first. When the train
stopped a number of uniform-clad indi-
viduals stepped onto the platform and
exchanged greetings with their hosts
who were distinguished by silken badges.
It was learned that General Russell was
on the second section, so it was decided
to divide the Reception Committee into
two parties, one of which was to proceed
with the first train and the other to wait
for the later arrivals. As on the occa-
gion of the reception at Barstow, a large
quantity of fruits, wines and mineral
waters had been brought along,
and these were generously distrib-
uted throughout tpe coaches, A
good many  of the  travelers
were making their first visit to Los An-
geles, and expressed their surprise and
admiration at their surroundings as they
were whirled through the fertile San Fer-
nando Valley and into the riches that
surround the Angel City. ‘‘Why,” said
one gentleman, *‘I was led to believe by
the Northern and Eastern papers that
this part of the country was in a state of
depression on account of a busted boom,
and instead of thmatI eee on every side,
by the buildings that are going up and
tlhie general aspect of the holdings, every
indication of a growing and prosperous
community.”

At the Los Angeles depot a large con-
course of people had gathered, and as
the first train rolled in, in the distance
was beard strains of music, and a few
minutes later a procession marched
on to the platiorm, It consisted of the
local Canton under the command of
Colonel Germain, and in their rich uni-
forms the members of it looked very
soldierly, as in perfect time they marched
to the waiting-room, outside of which
they formed a line of parade. They
were preceded by Meine’s uniformed
band, Mr. J. Harry Conlan as tambour
major, and several inviting airs were
played for the edification of the gather-
ing. The visitors were warmly greeted,
many of them having old friends in the
local ranks here and a pleasant half hour
was passed in social gossip until the ar-
rival of the second section. From this
General Russell and staff alighted and
then a procession was formed and
with bands playing and amid the
cheers of the ‘onlockers a start
was made for the encampment grounds.
The visitors expressed their approbation
of the many ‘‘welcomes’’ and streaming
decorations that met their gaze in every
direction en route and on arriving at
Seventh street were still further pleased
with the arrangements there made. A
number of them went to different hotels
and a few betook themszlves down town
to the Odd Fellows headquarters, but as
they were somewhat tired by their long
journey it was mnot long before they
sought the arms of Morpheus so as
recruit themselves for the formal opening
of the convocation to-day.
