But from whatever cause it arises it btalways a serious malady. The chronic form
threatens the complete destruction of the
voice, and rarely ends until it has involved
the lungs in disease. Every slight cold, every
change in the weather, every flight of dost,
Ifeeds the irrit'itton and increases the inveter-
acy of its hold.

On tbe other hand chronic laryngitis fre-
quently occurs as a sequel of consumption,
and ls produced, or at least very much aggra-
vated, by the Irritation of the expectorants*
matter. Occurring as a consequence of tuber-
cles, it Is one of the most distressing complica-
tions and adds greatly to the patient's distress.
In this form there is more or less ulceration ofthe vocal chords, beginning on the lower side
and gradually extending upward. These ulcereofteu penetrate through the mucous and cellu-
lar membranes, involving the muscular tissueand not infrequently attack the ligaments and
cartilages themselves.

Wheu the laryngeal disease is secondary to
that of the lungs, and dependent upon it.»tcan ooly hope to effect a cure by those meantwhich will remove its cause, and these we
have considered, and shall more fullyconsider,
under the head of "Consumption."

In addition to inflammation, acute or
chronic, the larynx ls liable to abscesses, (a
warty growths a»d to polipi. Under the
action of long continued irritation the vocal
cords become thickened, rendering the voice
husky and indistinct. And again, we may
have complete lost of voice from palsy of the
cords, constituting an affection known to th«
physicians by the term of "Aphonia." Unless
the remedies are applied to the seat of the
disease itis useless to try to effect a cure. It i«
for this reason that judicions inhala ions are
successful when all other means have beentried withoutavail.

TONSILITIB

Is an acute inflammation 01 the tongihv.
whichconsists of a collection or mass of small
mucous follicles or glands whose office latasecrere a portion of the fluid which keeps the
thn at moist. There are persons who Bufferevery winter, sometimes oftener, with ac
attack of acute inflammation of these glands.
The trouble begins with a 6light soreness and
swelling, which gradually increases untiKhc
net of swallowing is attended withgreat suffbr-
ing.

These glands are sometimes affected bj a
chronic Inflammation, and are fouud enlarged
and very much hardened. In such cases they
secrete a thin, unhealthy, irritstiug fluid,
which is spread over the throat, perpetuating
the disease. In the throats of mauy young
persons these glands are permanently so largeas to render respiration exceedingly difficult.
The defective breathing of children thu«
affected often occasions contraction of the
chest, and layp the foundation for consump-
tion. The eu>tachiau tubes (the mouths of
which are just above the palate) are often in-
flamed, and partial deafness 1b the result.

Mauy patients suffering from a throat dis-
ease are dyspeptic, and suffer from depression,
of spirits Ho often does tnis symptom present
itseif that itmay almost be regarded us one oithe peculiar ties. Persons thus afflicted have
usually the dark and dingy look of tbe face
whichdenotes functional derangement of the
liver. They are frequently emaciated, nerv-
ous, hypochondriacal, irritable and often ex-
hausted from other causes, in combination
with this disease.

GRANULAR SOBE'THBOAT
Is the most serious torm 01 tnroat disease. It iaso called because on looking Into the throat
granulations of various sites are seen, studdiug
the membrane and causing it to appear rouga
and uneven. Sometimes these granulation*
appear in patches, bnt generally they are regu-
larand distinct. When allowed to progresses*
mucous follicles of the larynx Boon become in-volved, and then we have added to the other
symptoms a Duskiness of the voice inspeaking
or reading aloud, witha frequent effort toclear
the wiudpipe, by which a thick, sticky, blulab-
colored mucous is forced off withconsiderabledifficulty. The transition from a simple to a
granular sore tbroat Is very easy. The patient
becomes conscious of vexatious titlllation. pro-
ducing a de.ire to clear the throat several times
duringthe course of the day. He may not no-
tice this himself, but it is. nevertheless, ob-
served by his friends. Some months later (hi*
disposition Is found to have iucreased, andco
be attended with an occasional desire 10 swal-
low, the patient?to use bis own words?feeling
some:h.:.g sticking In his throat
