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JESSE HOYT'S WIDOW DEAD.

A Remarkable will

called.

Helen Maria Hoyt, the widow of Jesse

Hoyt, died recently at her home, 57 West
Forty-eighth gtreet, Her death recalls
the strange circumstances surrounding
the history of her millionaire husband,
of his will, and the attempts to break it,
and on the peculiar facts regarding the
relations of his heirs:

Jesse Hoyt died on August 15, 1882, at
51 West Forty-eighth street. He had
some years before engaged in the grain
trade in this city, and had invested a
great deal of his wealth in Northwestern
railroads. He was practically the builder
of the Flint and Pere Marquette rrad in
Michigan, and was a large stockholder in
the railroads of Ohio, Wisconsin and
Minnesota. Besides, he had large in-
terests in the lumber districts of Michi-
gan. His wealth at the time of his death
was over $8,000.000.

The will of Mr. Hoyt was filed on An-
gast 29, 1882, 1In it he left $50,000 to his
confidential clerk, James W. Jackson;
from $400,000 to $200,000 each to his
living brothers and the widows and
heirs of his dead ones; the use, during
life, of $1,250,000 to his wife, and the
use of the same sum to his daughter,
Mary Irene Hoyt, The $2,500,000 of the
last two bequests were to be divided
among his brothers alter the death of
Mre Hoyt and her only child, Mary
Trene.

Uu October 30, 1882, Helen Maria
Hoyt and her daughter appeared by
counsel before Sorrogate Rollins with a
petition for a decree to compel the exeen-
tors of Jesse Hovt’s will, Samuel N,
Hoyt, Alfred M. Hoyt and James W,
Jackeon, to advance to the two women
enough money to pay their living ex-
penses. The petitioners alleged that
after the death of Jesse Hoyt they had
been left by the executors without
means of support, and that they were in
debt and had no funds with which to ex-
ist. Roscoe tonkling was  their
counsel and Elihu Root appeared
for the executors. Mr. Root’s
answer was that the women were
entitled to the income of $2,500,000
only, and should be compelled to prove
that this amount had produced any in-
come before they conld claim anything. |
Counsel maintained, final that incs-
much as Mr. Hoyt’s liabilities had not
as yet heen met, no income had accrued.
Eventually, however, the executors were
ordered to advance the women $25,0 0
each. This decision was made on Nov-
ember 9th, the petitiovers adding to
their request the claim that Mr. Hoyt
had been unduly influenced by his
brothers in the drawing up of his will.

In the meantime Mary Irene Hoyt,
the daughter, had been confined in the
Friends’ Insane Asylum, Philadelphia,
since June, 1882.  On Tnesday, Febroary
27, 1883, an application was made befors
Judge Friedman, Supreme Court, Cham-
bers, for an order directing Drs. Selver
H. Talcott, H. B. Millard and George
Dillon to show cause why they should
not produce the certificate on which Miss
Hoyt was committed. [t was claimed in
the application thatshe was being wrong-
fully and illegally confined by her
uncle, Samuel N, Ioyt, and that she
had been locked up in an insane asylum,
while her father was ill, for the purpose
of preventing her from seeing her father
before he made his will. On March 9th,
1883, Dr. Dillon mede affidavit that he
had never before Supreme Court, Cham-
bers, signed any certificate with Dr. Tal-
cott. On March 13th, however, it was
proven that the certificate had been
signed in the Superior Court, and the
motion was withdrawn, the moving party
being condemned to pay $10 costs.

Soon afterward Mies Hoyt was dis-
charged trom the asylum and went to
454 Lexington avenue to live. Then
began a series of strange actions on the
part of the young woman, which
seemed to support the theory that she
was insane. On October 9, 1884, she
was before Justice Power, at the York-
ville Police Court, for drunkenness and
disorderly conduct. She had been in
the habit of visiting her father’s grave
at Woodlawn once a week, and the day
before had begun to abuse a policeman
without caunse. She was arrested and
was fined $10 and costs. On October 16,
1885, she almost caused a little riot on a
Harlem triin from the Grand Central
station.  She had a bunch of flowers,
which she intended to place on her
father’s grave. While on the train she
attacked & young man because he had
not offered her his seat. She was finally
put off’ the train.

These vagaries led to a disagreement
with her mother. On August 3, 1887,
Mrs. Hoyt appiied to the Supreme
Court to have her danghter declared
irresponsible on account of her being
addicted to the use of intoxicating
liquors. Miss Hoyt was represented
by Frank J. Dupignac, and the latter
addressing the Court, said: ‘“Unless
all calculations go amiss regarding
Miss Hoyt’s case, the most pronounced
efforts will be made to show that the
young lady, far fiom being voluntariiy
addicted to the use of alcoholic stimu-
lants, has been the victim « f a protracted
conspiracy, and bas been systematically
drugged for the purpose of producing
hysteria, and even mania. in order to
prevent her from being active in the
contest of her father’s will.”

Since that time Miss Hoyt has disap-
peared, only to be heard from again in
New Jersey and latterly in Canada,
where she indulged in further eccen-
tricities. Her mother’s death leaves
$1,250,000 to be divided among Jesse
Hoyt’s brothers.—[N. Y. Tri bune.

WAS IT A GHOST?
A Mysterious Occurreuce In a Dry
Goods House.

One of the best known dry goods
houses in Cincinnati is in the very
heart of the fashionable shopping dis-
trict. Some years ago a man hanged
himself in a r om on the third floor of
the buildivg. There have been whispers
of ghosts and strange noises, and lately
these noises have increased. One night
they came to a climax, and several of
the more timid of the sewing girls who
occupy the floor directly under the for-
mer scene of the tragedy declare they
will never go back after dark, if they lose
their jobs by refusing.

Befure the foreman could investigate,
the steps were heard clompiog heavily
down the stairs leading to the room they
were in, one step at a time, and the
locked door at the foot rattled forcibly,
a8 if the intruder was demanding en-
trance. The foreman opened it instantly,
but there was nothing there. After he
closed it, bewildered, he heard the same
heavy steps ascending. A hasty open-
ing of the door again revealed nothing
but darkness, The foreman took a light

oughly. Everything was undisturbed,
locked and still as it had been left at 6
o’clock. He had hardly got back to the
sewing-room when the same heavy steps
crossed the floor, came down the stais
and the door was shaken as before. All
was quite for a moment, when sounds as
of some one choking and gasping fcr
breath, tegather with muflled groars
were heard.

Certainly the conscience of the Ameri-
can l)eople, I should rather eay of the
Anglo-8axon people, never has been so
sensitive and never so resolute in dealing
with practical life. If the most trust-
worthy expressions of religions feel-
ings are those uttered in devotional meet-
ings, private journals and religious bi-

to social disrepute either in Old or
in New England, Churches paid for
drinks on occasions of dedications and
ordinations, and the minister’s sideboard
took on the aspect of a public bar. The
conscience of England abolished slavery
in all English dominions in 1833 ; that of
the United States moving moreslowly and
having a more enormons task, accom-
plished its work thirty years later and at
an awful cost. But the task was accom-
plished. Almost on the very spot where
in the first half of this century a North-
ern missionary was publicly whipped
on the bare back, not for cir-
culating anti-slavery tracts, but for
having one in his possession, now
stands the buildings of the Fisk
university, dedicated to the education
of the emancipated Negro. Ii drinking
has not been diminished—upon that
question social statisticans are not
agreed—drunkenness certainly has de-
creased, both in England and the United
States, and the conscience of the people,
wakened to the enormity of a social
crime w hich costs more in both men and
money than either war or pestilence, is
seeking to find a way to bring the de
struction of this enemy to a perpetual
end. It has not yet found the way, but
it has found, or is fast finding, the will.
And where there is a will there is a
way.”’—[Dr. Lyman Abbott in the Cen-
tury.
