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UNEMPLOYED LABOR.

Yesterday’s Meetlog In Fromt of
the Conrthouse.

About a thousand laboring people as-
gembled on Market street, in front of the
Courthonse, vesterday afterncon at 3
o’clock, in response to a circular calling
the same in the interest of the unem-
ployed labor in this city. The meeting
was called to order by Mr, B, Fehneman,
who said that since he had opened the
Free Labor Exchange he had become
convinced that some movement ought to
be set on foot to make employment for
those who are now out of work. There
were 1,500 names of men and 300 of
women on his books, all anxious to ob-
hM positions whereby they might obtain

hvm% The public meeting had been
called for the purpose of showing the
capitalists that something must be done
—some improvement started, so that all
could ﬁnd employment.

Mr. W. A. Cole was called upon to
gpeak. He said that he had attended
the meeting to investigate its character,
and knew nothing of the motives which
had prompted its calling. If its purpose
was as stated it was good. He spoke of
the *‘eight-hour” movement, and of the
expected result on May 1st,1800. He
said that a mass meeting would be
called for February 22nd at a place
to be named hereafter, and he hoped that
every one would be present. The move-
ment was for the benefit of the working
men, and, if successful, would place
them in a much better condition.

Mr. W. Schofield was also called upon
to address the meeting. He said that
any movement which tended to give
work to the unemployed was good. He
had walked around the streets and had
gesn many men who were in need of em-
ployment, and they were all as willing
to work as he, and he had walked the
streets for a long time before he could
find anything to do. He advised that
the meetings be held frequenty until
the desired end had been accomplished.
When all the working men were at work
the city will experience another
boom, and it seemed to him that the
means for prodacing the desired result
should be furnished by the wealthy mea
of the city and the City Council.

Mr. Fehneman said that he intended
to allow those applying for positions to
draw lots for them. By this means every
one would be treated fairly. He also an-
nounced that to-day a committee would
be sent around the city to induce those
who emaploy Chinese to discharge them
and employ white people instead. At
the meeting on next Sunday he would
have a list of those who had agreed to
this, and a list of those w o refused.

M, Jessie Butler said that he thought
the best means of providing for the un-
employed was to go about it quietly and
determinedly. He advised all present
to juin the labor organizations and to

ANOTHER GOBBLE.

Pullman Secures the Union facific
Business.

The fiat has gone forth and, with the
exception of what parties Messrs. Ray-
mond & Whitcomb and similar agencies
may bring to the Coast, there will be no
more excursions to California, that is to
say the second-class excursion buginess
is, or will be very soon, practically abol-
ished. The HeraLp was the first paper
to announce the revolution in the toarist
traffic by which Messrs. Pullman ob-
tained control of the second-class travel
on the Santa Fe, and it is now able to
give to the public the latest details in
the matter, including the fact
that Pullman has also secured
the Union Pacific business. This
shows that, as was predicted in
these columns, Pullman intends to corral
all the western lines, and the next an-
nouncement that may be expected isthat
Denison, the Southrrn Pacific’s tourist
contractor, has gone out of the business.
Yesterday an announcement was made
of what the eecond-class charges are to
be under the new arrangement, the
Pullmans stating that there will be a $3
fee for the accommodations to Kansas
City, and $4 to Chicago. For this each
passenger will receive a sleeping berth,
equipped with sheets, mattiesses, pil-
lows, curtains, etc., all in charge of &
porter, who will be with each car. The

Pullman conductor on the train will bave

the handling of both the first and sec-
ond-class tickets, and will exercise a gen-
eral supervision. Under the new ar-
rangemen: the first car over the Santa Fe
left Kansas City on Thuarsday night
and will arrive here on the 1l1th
inst., when it will tura right
around, and the system will go in opera-
tion from this city, as one car will arrive
and one leave each day, more coacLes
being added as the demands of travel
require. The canvassing in the East for
California business will all be done by
the agents of the railroad companies, the
only part that Pallman will take in the
matter being tosupply the cars according
to requisition.

Messrs. Phillips & Co. announce, how-
over, that in spite of the new deals, they
will remain in the excursion busmess,
and will announce their plan of action in
a few days.

One for the Tramps.

An order has been issued by the
BSouthern Pacific forbidding engineers,
on pain of dismissal, to allow tramps to
ride on the engines of the company.
Hitherto it has been customary on
mountain divisions to allow tramps to
work their passage over by assisting the
fireman, this being notably the case in
the snowsheds on the Sierras. In fact,

fire to the snowsheds and destroy much
valuable property.
