THE BUNCO CASE.

Frank E. Rose, Surrendered by ble
ltondsmen, t>oea to Jail.

Shortly after 5 o'clock yesterday after-
noon a small party consisting of fourteen
persons, assembled in Department One,
all of whom were more or less interested,
and witnessed the formal surrendering of
Frank £. Rose, the bunco man, by his
bondsmen. They were Judge Cheney,
his clerk, Messrs. Hardesty, Peyton and
Grunt, Sheriff Aguirre and a deputy,
Frank Rose, "Poker" Davis and Frank
Webber, his bondsmen, and four report-
ers. The court having been formally de-
clared open, Mr. Hardesty, on behalf of
the State announced that tbe defend-
ant, Rose, had been surrendered to
the sheriff by his bondsmen
and that, as he believed the attornoye
for the defense intended to procure a new
undertaking, he would ask the Court to
raise the amount of bail, that of *?,000
being insufficient to keep Hood in the

di ftsndant Rose was al! owing to a mis-
t ike, Mr.Divis having been misit formed
10 regard to Rose's movements, and
t' at although the defendant had been
duly surrendered, both bis former bonds-
men wero willingand anxious to sign
tl eir names to a new undertaking of
bail.

Tbe Court asked Webber and Davis
what their business was, to which the
former replied that he was a real estate
agent, while Davis simply said that he
was a sporting man, but added quickly
that be had real estate in the
city. Mr. Hardesty having waived
tbe requisite five days' notice of
the surrendering of the defendant Rose,
the Court instructed the Court Reporter
to take down the followingorder: "Itap-
pearing to the Court that the defendant,
F. K. Rose, herein has been surrendered
by his bondsmen on his undertaking of
bail as appears by the fi'oh herein; and
it appearing that a copy of the original
undertaking has been presented to the
Sheriff,and that aceitificate aokro sledg-
ing such surrender has been duly certi-
fied to by the Sheriff and at tached there-
to; and the District Attorney having
waived the five dayt,' notice, the bonds-
men herein are hereby exonerated, and
the defendant ia turned over to the cus-
tody of the Sheriff until he furnish bail ia
the sum of $3,000 "Mr. Peyton thereupon proceeded to
bring Messrs. Webber and Davis up to be
sworn prior to signing a new undertaking
but Judge Cheney promptly refused to
accept them, and turned to leave the
bench, after ordering a recess until 10
a. if., Monday morning. As he stepped
from the platform Mr. Peyton made a
last appeal, and informed tbe court that
Mr. Webber was worth $100,000; but
Judge Cheney turned upon him and,
severely rebuking him with the words
"the court has told you what it will do,"
turned into his chambers, closely fol-
lowed by Mr. Peyton. For some
time afterwards the' somewhat crest-
fallen quintet held a solemn con-
ference in the empty courtroom
but armed with a commitment Deputy
Sheriff Brady, escorted Rose to the
County Jail, where he was subsequently
seen in one of the cells of the middle
tank, with Dick Lee, the alleged mur-
derer. At first Rose made a vigorous
kick in the hope of being allowed tne
liberty of the corridor with the contempt
prisoners, but he was disappointed, and
as his friends had not been able to pro-
cure other bondsmen up to midnight,
last night, Rose will, in all probability,
remain in his present residence until
Wednesday night, when his case again
comes up lor trial.

W. A. Clinton's Return.
W. A. Clinton was for years one of the

best known men of Los Angeles. Some
months ago, like others, he became
financially involved, and left tho city,
many suppoaeJ, not to return here again.
Soon after thi9 his wife, the daughter of
M. Morenhaut, bo many years the French
Consul in Los Angeles, began divorce
proceedings against him, and the suit
coming off, Mr. Clinton let the case go
by default, and a decree was duly en-
tered.

The day before yesterday Mr. Clinton
returned to Los Angeles, and yesterday
he called at the Herald office to ask
that the public be made aware of his
denial of a sensational report of the
divorce proceedings as they appeared
in the columns of a morning paper.
In this report it was charged that Mr.
Clinton had been proven to have been
guilty of cruelty to his wife, that he was
an "absinthe fiend," that he was in-
sanely jealous of his wife, whom he was
said In the report to have repeatedly
charged with infidelity to her marital ob-
ligations, and that when a few friends
had called at Clinton's house, lie had
often forced them to consume a whole bas-
ket of champagne. To all these alliga-
tions Mr. Clinton desires to make a
most emphatic and positive denial. He
states that no cruel act was
ever done by him to his wife.
He was by no means addicted to the use
of absinthe, he never was jealous of his
wife, and far from accusing her of any
wrong act, he believed and knew her to
be the soul of wifelyhonor. He enter-
tained his friends as a gentleman
should, but not as a boor might. It ia
very probable that Mr. and Mra. Clinton
will come together again at a very near
day, as tbey always have been deeply
devoted to each other.

A Presentation.
As Colonel Morford walked into bis of-

fice, about noon yesterday, he was some-
what surprised to see his usually hard-
working deputies standing in a group at
one end of the room, discussing some
evidently knotty problem. This unusual
event was further mystified when Deputy
Flint, on behalf of the boys, requested
the Colonel to step down stairs and give
him his opinion on a specimen of horse-
flesh. On complying with the request
the Superintendent of Streets was more
bewildered than ever, for just in front
of the doorway of the building stood a
handsome horse, in a new set of har-
ness, hitched to a brand-new top buggy,
fullyequipped. With a merry twinkle
in his eye the Colonel made the remark
that he wouldn't mind owning the whole
outfit, whereupon Mr. Flint delivered the
followinglittle speech: "Colonel Morford,
I take great pleasure on behalf of the
employees of tbe Street Department, of
which you are the head, to present yoa
with this token of their esteem and re-
ppect, and of the high opinion they have
of their employer, the Superintendent of
Streets of the city of Los Angeles; and
further, they wish you a long life and a
happy one."

The Colonel replied with a neat and
heartfelt expression of thanks, and, it is
said, that he did nothing all yesterday
afternoon but driveround in his new rig.

Murder at Acton.
Coroner Meredith was notified early

this morning by a telegraphic message,
wired from Acton, a small town on the
line of tbe Southern Pacific Railway
Company, about midwaybetween New-
hall and Lancaster, to the effect that a
man named Hugh Boyd had been mur-
dered by Jack Campbell, alias "Three-
fingered Jack," during a drunken alter-
cation last night. The message re-
quested the Coroner to bring up a coffin
with him. Owing to the lateness of tbe
hour at which the news was received in
this city, it was impossible to learn the
full particulars; and beyond the fact that
Campbell wss arr«ate(l immediately after
the committal of the murder, nothing
can bo stated definitely. The Coroner
willleave for Acton on tbo afternoon
train to-day, and an Inquest will pro',
nblv be held aa soon as >.v-i:.'.. after his
arrival upon tho sor.-uo.
