A Rancher Murdered Near
the Town of Fan Juan.

SHOT BY AN~ UNKNOWN FOE.

A Mexican Desperado Suspected of
the Crimg—Armed Men
in Pursuit.

8aN Juaw, Auguet 25,.—Abvout hali-paet
10 last evening Mr, Henry Oharles was
shot at his ranch house, about two miles
from Capistrano, by some unknown per-
son. He expired today at half-past 12.
He was ghot through the body. The
Coroner was notified and an inguest is
being held this evening. Itis generally
believed here that the shooting was done
by & Mexican desperado named Morales,
who hag beeu in this vicinity for geveral
days and was seen yesterday afternoon
in the neighborhood of the Charles
ranch, It is thought that Morales went
to the ranch to steal a borse and saddle,
as his horae had been captured a few
days ago by the Constable of San Juan,
in an attempt to arrest him. A reward
of $500 is offered for the murderer’s
arrest and a large posse of officers and
citizens is now searching the country for
him, with the prospects of his being
taken before moraing.

IRRIGATION TALK

Expressions of the Senate Committee
on the Subject.

SaNx  Fraxcisco, August
Jones, the Arkansas member of the
Binate Committee on the reclama-
tion of arid lands in the West, expresae«
the opinion that it is time for the Ucited
States to lay down the doctrine
that water is of equal, if not of
greater value than public land, and to
give effact to that doctrine by properly
adjusting the relation of water and land
to each other,

Senator Stewart says this work is the
grandest ever engaged in by tke United
States Government, as it will make
hoxes for & million people.

Sanator Reagan, of Texas, says a great
deal of valusble information has been
collected, and wherever the committes
went, thus far, they found the people
alive to the importance of the guestion.

The committee began work August 1st
in Dakota. They found that Dakota has
nearly enough water for all agricuitural
purposes, but it is not well distributed.
In Montana the committee came to the
conclusion that the Yellowstone valley
contains a larger amount of valuable
arid land than any other district in
America, In one district alone 8,000,000
acres of the finest wheat gpd farm land
could be reclaimed.

Northern Idaho was found to be a well
watered region and not in need of large
irrigation works.

The Consul-General
has charge of the distribution money
paid by the United States Government
to recompenee the sufferers by riot and
fire a% Rock Spriogs, Wyo., Seattle, W,
T., and other points. .During the past
three years the Government has appro-
priated abont $400,000 for this. purpose
and it is alleged that the Consul-General
has only paid over $100,000, leaving a
balance of $300,000 unaccounted for.
During the riots in Beattle, in 1885,
about 500 of Moy Bock Hing’s laborers
suffered loss of property at the hands of
the rioters, FEach Chinaman was af er-
wards awarded $50 idemnity by the Gov
ernment. This money has never been
paid over to the men, and their boss, it
iz stated, now seeks to recover the
amount through the courts.

THE STATE’S TAXES.

A Lower Rate Causes a Reduction

in the Amount Collected.
Duaring the fortieth fiscal year, which
ended June 30, 1889, the County Treas-
urers of the fifty-two counties in the
State paid into the State Treasury
$5,702,850.45, being in full the amount
of settlements made with the State of its
proportion of taxes of all l{jdas, escheated
estales, etc. The millions as they were
paid in were segregated into various
funds and went to pay the expensea of
the Btate Government during the past
fise )1 year,

As compared with the thirty-ninth
fiscal year, the total amount of money
reeived from the counties during the
fortieth fiscal year is lees by the amount
of $37,403 39, The difference is ac-
counted for by the fact that the State’s
rate of taxation was 10 25 cents less on
the $100 for the fortieth fiecal year.
Thirty-one of the counties paid in less
during the past year than they did in
the thirty-ninth, Of the counties which
have paid in amounts over $100,000 San
Francisco shows a reduction of $109,-
321.61; Alameda, $24,480 43; Coluse,
$7,224 64; Butte, $884 43; Los Angeles,
$9,653 69; Sacramento, $14 655 41; Sin
Joaquin, $4,888 53 ; Sonoma. $19,452 86
From some of the counties which paid
inlower than $100,000, Contra Costa ex-
hibits aloss of $4,252 18; Kern, $2,934 80 ;
Luke, $4,853.42; Marin, $5,568 89; Mon-
terey, $9,464 91 ; Napa, $8,202,.80; Nev-
ada, $5,304 67; Plamas, $3,769.12; San
