
THE MAYOR'S MESSAGE.

He Says the City Has Been
Tied Up Securely.

IT GIVES AWAY THE SEWAGE.

The Sewer to be Forfeited if the
Contract is Not Completely

Carried Out.

Yesterday afternoon, at the meeting

of the Couucil, Mayor Hazard presented
the following message in regard to the
outfall sewer, which message was re-
ceived and filed:

The cityhas an outstanding contract
wth the South Side Irrigation Company
in which the city obligated itself to give
to said company "all the sewage matter
of every kind flowing through tbe San
Pedro street sewer," and the right to use
the same for the period of eighteen
years from November 1, 1885, and the
city shall not decrease the average
amount of sewage in said San Pedro
?treet aewer below 3 585-1,000 cubic feet
per second. The impression prevails
'?t this company has relinquished and

ready to abandon all claims to tbis
aewage, and tbat the city is in condition
to enter into any contract regarding tbe
disposal of the same, but Ifind upon
examination that tbat is not only not the
case, but that tbe South Side Irrigation
Company has now a large force of men
at work extending its line to differ-
ent parties in the vicinity ot
Florence that want the sewage for
irrigation. Iquote from the Herald of
yesterday: "Ihe Sjuth Side Irrigation
Company has reached Florence with its
pipe line, and a number of men are at
work digging the ditch and putting in
the pipes. They are pushing the work,
and will have it to some of the ranches
that will take water in a few days."

The only record of any abandonment
by eaid company tbat in any manner
affects said contract is of December 6,
1888, wherein the company offered to re-
linquish all its rights in the San Pedro
sewage provided the city would grant a
contract to the Pacific Sewage Company,
and the offer of relinquishment is made
upon that distinct condition. Now, as
the city did not enter into any contract
with the Pacific Sewage Company, there
ia no right on the part of the city to ab-
rogate this contract. The construction
of the outfall sewer will relieve the com-
pany of the difficulty of providing for
the disposal of the eewage in the winter
time, when the ground is saturated with
water and sewage is not wanted for irri-
gation, and will enable them to appropri-
ate the value thereof in the summer
time. An agreement should be obtainel
from this company relieving the city
from its obligations to furnish the sewage
after the construction of the outfail
sewer; because, after the city has gone
t jthe expense of constructing a costly
system of sewers to dispose of the
sewage in the winter time it ought to be
in the power of the city to control it in
the summer time when it may be of
value to the city. In this connection let
me call your attention to a contract that
your honorable body has entered into
with Anderson Rose, whereby you obli-

fate the city to furnish, supply and de-
iver to Roee, continuously from said

sewer, stoppage caused by breaks and
repairs only excepted, not lees than one
cubic foot of sewage per second lor and
during the whole time it so occupies said
premises with said sewer [see Section 8
of contract]. The failure to keep a con-
tinuous flow will immediately operate to
forfeit the rights of the city to run the,
sewer through the same aud vest the
title in Mr. Rose of so much of your out-
fall as passes through his land. This is
but one of the forty onerous conditions
contained in this contract with Mr.
Rose. Let me call your attention to this
one, [see Section 9 of contract], "and the
right to so continue and maintain said
sewer on. through and across said land of
first party is hereby made and shall be
held to whollydepend upon said second
party's doing, keeping and perform-
ing each and all of the cov-
enants and conditions hereof in
the manner herein stipulated and
agreed, failing in which all and singular
the rights and privileges hereby given
shall terminate and cease, and all and
singular the rights and privileges here-
under that said second party might
otvierwise have had, shall lapse and re-
vert to said first party, including the
possession of said portion of first party's
said premites for the puruote of keepiDg
or maintaining said sewer thereon,
and upon such default and failure on the
part of said second party, and such
termination, lapse and reversion, said
first party may re-enter and repossess
the same." Tne contract also provides
(see Section t> of contract) "thatauy aud
all sewage flowing through said sewer,
on, over and beyond tho said
laud of the first party hereto (Rose)
shall be carried to and discharged
into the Pacific ocean, and that said
party shall continue its said sewer to
the low water line on the ocean beach,
for that purpose." By the purchase of
the Gun Club grounds the city will own
a large strip of sandy soil lyingbetween
the Ballona lake and the ocean, of a sim-
ilar character to tbat on whicli the Cor-
onado Hotel is built, aud especially
adapted byreason of its sandy character
to tiie use of sewage for cultivation and
ornamentation. The Golden Gate Park,
which is now the pride of our State was
a few years ago justsuch a barren waste,
and to redeem the same from its barren
condition nothing is so beneficial as the
use of this sewage; then why should the
city be prevented by conditions in this
contract with Rose from tbe use of this
sewage ?

The sewage is discharged into the
ocean beyond it and is utilized on the
land of Rose this side of it, but none
must be ÜBed on this land. There must
have been a purpose in preventing the
city from using any of this sewage on its
own land bourn'ed on both sides as it will
be with sewage matter. To use any of
this water on this land the city wiil for-
feit to Mr. Rose so much of the system
as passes over his land and without
further ceremony he can enter and take
possession and stop up the sewer. By
tbis contract we havo got to discharge all
the sewage flowing through Rose'ii
land into the Pacific Ocean, a drop can-
not be diveited or used. After the con-
struction of this sewer system, a failure
on the part of the city to comply with
any one of the forty odd conditions con-
tained in this contract with Mr. Rose,
authorizes him to block up your sewer
and you have no remedy because that is
the condition under which you enter.
Contracts are usually drawn containing
covenants that can be enforced or
damages obtained for failure to perform
the same, but in this case a forfeiture of
the sewer and the further right
to use the same on Rose's ground
is provided as a penalty and
that in very plain language. If a right
of way cannot be obtained of Mr. Rose

freed from these onerous conditions then
the right of way should be obtained by
condemnation proceedings. If the city
builds this sewer with this great outlay
of money, it ought to own it and the
right to control itand the contents there-
of, and not be involved in interminable
litigation, as may be the case if itis con-
structed with these outstanding rights on
the part of second persons. I regret
that your honorable body should
have seen fit in this cate to
deviate from the time-honored custom
of authorizing the Mayor to sign all
contracts, and caused this contract to be
execu'ed without the Mayor's signature,
resulting in the execution of a contract
that hBS tied the city up in a very un-
fortunate manner. Inever saw the con-
tract until yesterday, and take this early
opportunity to call your attention to it.

Tne Contract.
The contract to which the Mayor re-

fers in his message reads as follows:
Skctios 1. This indenture made and entered

into the 3d of July, 1889, by and between An-
derson Rose, of Bauta Monica township, county
of Los Angeles, State of California, the party of
the first part, and the City of Los Angeles (of
the same county and State), a municipal cor
poration organized and existing under the laws
of the State of California, party of the second
patt, witneseeth: That, saying his rights under
the reservations, conditions, covenants and
agreements, hereinafter set forth (upon the
conditions herein contained and in considera
tion of the covenants and agreements herein
set forth, that are to be done, kept and per-
formed by the second party hereto, and the
sum of one dollar, to htm ln hand paid by the
said second party.the receipt whereof Is hereby
acknowledged) said first party does hereby
grant to said second party the right and privi-
lege of constructing and perpetually maintain-
ing a sewer across the lands of said first party
Jhat are hereinafter designated and described)
On the line within the bounds and
In the time and manner hereinafter
mentioned, which ( said sewer) it is
hereby agreed shall be the main or outfall
seWer of the said City of Los Angeles and run-
ning therefrom to the Pacific ocean. The Inc
upon and along which itis hereby agreed said
sewer shall be so constructed is designated and
described as follows:

_kc. 2. Commencing at the easterly extrem-
ity of the triangular ten-acre tract of land be-
longing to the party of the first part, which said
tract of land is bonnded and described as fol-
lows, to-wit: Bounded southerly by land of
John Charnock; on the westerly by road No. 2,
according to the partition map of the La Bal
lona Ro , and on the northerly by the county
road running from Santa Monica to the city of
Los Angeles (and sometimes called the Comp-
ton read); thence along the southerly line of
said triangular tract westerly to the easterly
line of said road No. 2. Also on and through
that other and larger tract of land owned by
first party, designated and known as his home
place, and being the land whereon 6aid first
party now resides, the said line over which
said Inst mentioned land is designated and de-
scribed as follows:

Sac. 3. Commencing at a point inthe west-
erly line of said road No. 2 where the south-
erly line of a tract of Innd owned by Antonio
Machado, and the northerly line of tbe said
last above mentioned tract of land of said first
party (said line being the dividing llnebetweeu
the -aid land of first pai tyaad the said land of
sail Machado): thence southwesterly along
said dividingline to the point where the same
is intersected by the westerly line of said Ma-
chado tract; thence ina direct line (southwest
erly course) to the common corner of 1 ands
of the first party hereto and tbe lands now or
formerly cwued by the widow of Francisco Ma-
chado aud a tract of land owned by John Char-
nock 'formerly owned by C. Machado).
Thence (on as rearly a direct line as possible
to the mouth ofthe La Ballona creek) to the
westerly line of the said lands of the first
party hereto Said sewer la not to exceed 4xK
feet ln diameter and Is to be a closed ono and
safely and substantially constructed, and be
constructed under ground and wholly below
the surface thereof from the place or point
where itenters the triangular tract abeve men-
tioned untilitreaches the point above desig-
nated as the common corner of the lands of
said !ir-t party and said Machado and Char
nock, and to that point (said common corner)
from the point where ssid sewer first enters the
said triangular tract cf land belonging to said
first parry, the second party hereto agrees to
cover said sewer with earth and leave the
ground along the line thereof upon the same
i-vel as the same now is, and also remove the
surplus earth, Ifany, that is excavated by said
second party for the purpose of constructing
said sewer from the lands of the first parly,
that is, the lands through which said sewer is
so constructed below the surface of the earth,
but thHeanv may he ujed to cover said sewer
westerly from eaid common Corner-

Sfc 4 From said "common corner" of the
Undsof said Charnock, Mucbado and the first
party hereto to the said westerly line of the
said first party's said home tract, the second
party may build snch portlou of said sewer
above or upon tbe surfaceof the ground: Pro-
vided, however, that no portion of said sewer
shall b° constructed above the snr'aee of the
ground before reaching said "common cor-
ner," and provided further that the said por-
tion of said sewer as may be wholly or
partially constructed above orupen the surface, of the ground shall covered with earth by
s-eld second patty in such a manner and with
inch a slope as to allow of the free and easy
passage of cattle and other stock over and
across the same and that It the same be found
necessary said second party shall grade and
construct one or more roadways over
said sewer at such points as may
bj designated by the first party,

hereto, aud that said portion shall be so cov-
ered immediately after the completion of said
sewer through said land of first party, and that
said roadway or ways shall be made when re-
quired by said first narty, all of which shall be
done and performed and said coverings and
roadways be maintained by said second party
all at its own cost aud expense tor and during
the continuance of tne casement hereby
granted. And provided, further, that if ap-
portion of >aid sewer is raised above tbe ground
»s aforesaid, that eaid second party shall aud
willput in and maintain under such portion
of said sewer a sufficient number of culverts to
carry off the surf ccwater and keep the same
from accumulating aud standing on the ground
along said portion of said sewer. And itIs fur-
ther hereby expressly provided that said sewer
shall be constructed (on said tract of land of
said first p.irty)between two parallel Hi es six-
teen and one half feet apart, one of which said
lines is and shall be held to be the line herein-
above mentioned ss designating, describing
and locating the line upon which said sewer
may be so constructed. And It is also one of
the express covenants and conditions hereof,
that said sewer shall not only be properly and
substantially constructed, but shall be so
managed and conducted by said second party
as not to be or In any manner become a nui-
sance on the 6ald lands oi said fir.t p irtyoron
aay part thereof

Sec 5. And upon condition that all oi the
covenants and conditions herein contained, on
the part of the second party and that aro by it
to be done, kept and performed, and not other-
wise, the second party shall have the right to
pass over and along said sewer within Baid
parallel lines for tbe purpose of inspecting and
repairing or reconstructing said sewer during
the contlnnance ofthe easement hereby given.
Provided, however, that such right is not and
shall not be exclusive but shall be enjoyed by
both parties hereto; and provided further that
said second party Bhall not fence or otherwise
obstruct the same so as to prevent the free
passage of stock or teams across the same from
one Bide thereof to the other, and provided
further that ssid second party Bhall at its own
cost aud expense put ivand maintain gates in
all of the cross fences on and along said line
and furnish locks and keys thereof for the ex-
clusive use of the first and second parties here-
to; and provided further that said second
party shall cause such of its officers and em-
ployees as msy piss and repass through such
gates toal all times close and then securely
fasten tbe same.

Sec 0. And it is also further covenanted
and agreed thatsaid second party shall at all
times be responsible to the first party hereto
for any damage to the said property of the said
first party caused by any break insaid sewer
and any stoppage of the sewage .herein and
overflow thereof. And itis further expressly,
stipulated and agreed that any and all sewage
flowing through said sewer on, over and be-
yond the said lands of tbe first party hereto
shall be carried to and discharged into the
Pacific ocean and that Bald second party shall
continue Us said ecwer to the low water lineon the ocean beach for that purpose.

Sec. 7. And it is further covenanted, agreed
and understood tbat one of the conditionsupon which the right and privileges hereby
given to said second patty are to given Ib, ana
shall be held to be, that Baid second party shall
tap said main sewer at the point on said line
thereof where the same first enters the land of
said first party, that is, at said easterly extrem-ity of Bald triangular tract. Bald tap to be
made on the side of said sewer, on a level with
the Inner surface of the bottom thereof, and
Bhall be not less than sixteen Inches in diam-
eter, and tbat said second party shall oonuecttherewith a lateral sewer of not less than six-
teen inchet ln diameter, and shall construct
the same along tbe side of said main sewer aud
within the limitabove mentioned to such a
point (the nearest to the place of starting tbe
fame) on the said larger tract of land of first
party above mentioned and designated as his

home plaoe," at which the same can bebrought tothe surface of the ground, withsuch
a fall or grade as to allow of the free flow of
sewage through the same, and that said secoud
party shall st the plsee where said "tap" is
made, construct and maintain a proper and

sufficient gate in said main sewer to turn a full
flow of sewsge into said lateral sewer, which
said lateral sewer it to be made of i ixteen-inch
aslt glazed vitrifiedclay pipe. All of which Is
to be done and maintained by said second
party at its own cost and expense, and of which
?aid lateral sewer the first party hereto ia to
have the exclusive use for the purpose of tak-
ing sewage as herein provided.

Sec. 8. And the right to bo construct and
maintain Baid main sewer is granted upon the
further and express condition .that said first
party (after the conatruction thereof) shall
without COBt, expense or other consideration
have the right to, at all times, and continually
as long as said sewer shall be maintained upou
hiß said lauds take aud draw from said main
Bewer (through said lateral sewer and such
other "taps" as may be put in said main sew er
as herein provided) for the purpose of irrigat
ing bis said laud at least one cubic foot per
second of sewage. Aud upou like conditions,,
aud in consideration of the privileges hereby
to it granted, said second parly hereby cove-
nants and agrees to furnish, supply and deliver
to said first party continuously from Baid sewer
(stoppsce caused by breaks and repairs ouly
excepted) not less than ono cubic foot of sew-
age per second for aud during the whole time
It so occupies said p-emises withsaid Bewer
And it is also agreed that said first party may,
without other cost or consideration than that
herein mentioned, take for the purpose of irii
gating his said lands as much sewage lnex-
cess of said cubic foot thereof per second as he
may find tlowing in eaid main sewer; pro-
vided, however, that said first party shall so
use said sewage so takeu insuchmanner as not
to cause or create a nuisauce. And it is also
further agreed that if said first party finds the
same necessary toenable him to so receive and
take sucn sew age that said second party Bhall,
at its own expense, tip said main at at least
two points besides the one above mentioned
the same to be designated by said first parly;
and that eaid second party shall and willput
and maintain the requisite gates, at such
points, to turn the sewage from said main
sewer out through said "taps."

In . And it is hereby further ex-
pressly covenanted and agreed that said rec-
and party sballnot use nor allow said portlou <f
land of first party upou which said sewer msy
be so constructed (to wit: between said parallel
lines) for any other purpose ctber tnan tbose
herein expicß&ly enumerated, and* Bhall not
grant or give any permit or right toany par-
ties to traverse or use the same in any manner.
And it is hereby further expressly stipulated,
agreed aud understood tbat said first party luia
not and shall not be hell to have parted'with
or granted his title to the land to beoccupidd
by said second party by said Bewer, by reasons
of auy or all of the clauses, terms, covenants
or conditions hereof, and that he has aud
does hereby exoresßly reserve the samo unto
liimtelf.hiß heirs and assigns, aud that the right
to so conßiruct and maintain said sewer ou,
through aud across said lauds oi first party, is
her.by made and shall be held lo whollydepeud
upon said second party'sdolng, keeping aud per-
formlugeach and all of the covenants and con-
ditions hereof lv the manner herein stipulated
and agreed, failing lv which all and singular,
the rights and privileges hereby given shall
terminate and cense, and all and Blngular the
rights aud priviliges hereunder that said
second party might otherwise have had, shall
lapse and revert to said first party, including;
the possession of said portion of first
party's 6aid ptemises for the purpose of keeping
or maintaiuiifg said sewer thereon. And upon
such default and failure on the part of said
second party and such termination, lapße and
reversion, said first party may re-enter aud
repossess the same and with or without suit,
recover the possession of said premises and the
whole thereof.

Bsc 10. And it is hereby further expressly
cevenauted and agreed that if the said sewer is
not so constructed and completed and iv use
by said second party within three years from
aud after the date hereof, the right to so con-
struct tbe same through the said lands of first
party shall be held to be forfeited, time being
expressly made of the essence of this instru-
ment.

Bee. 11. Provided, however, that if said
second party shall, prior to the expiration of
said period of three years, decide and
adopt some route to the sea upon which to con-
Btruct said sewer o her than the one herein
above mentioned, or shall decide upon per
mauently disposing of its sewage in someothermanner, this instrument shall immediately
thereupon become null and void, and from the
date of 6aid decision cease to be or any force
and effect. The covenants herein expres.-eil
Bhall be binding upon the heirs, administrators
and assigns of said first party, and upon tbe
successors and assigns of the city of LosA-
ngeles.

THB DOOMED BONDS.
The Taxpayer* Are Alt Opposed

to Them.
Yesterday, again, the Herald put in a

few hours ia the task of interviewing cit-
izens on the Ballona sewer route scheme.

No man was approached whose bearings
could by any moans be conjectured, and
all interviews tfillbe here presented.

B. K. DeUart was the first victim of
the news-pump. He said that he is
most emphatically against tbe scandal-
ous echeme to force tho people into so
extravagant an outlay of money at this
time. He is opposed to the storm-water
drain part of the system, and he thinks
all the water of the river will be needed
for irrigation. He finds nearly all the
people on tho hills opposed to voting the
bonds as presented. His partner, Mr.
Rawson, was for the bonds at first, but
has been led to change by a thoughtful
study of the subject. Mr. Stevens,
book-keeper for Mr. Rawson, was also
for tbe bonds once, but has come over to
tho other side, as he' has better under-
stood the plans. Mr. Da Hart's brother-
in-law, L. T. Phillips, has also changed
from the side of the bond men to that
of the opponents of the Ballona scheme.

FRANK SIIRIER.
Frank Shrier was found on Spring

street in a barber shop. He said he is
for the sewers. There may be imperfec-
tions in the plans, but they average well,
he thinks, and are about as good as we
are likelyto get. All the barbers in the
shop said they would vote for the bonds.

K. If. BULLA, ESQ.
R. N. Bulla, Esq., said he would vote

"no" on the proposed bonds. He had
been inclined to favor tho prcjusiiion
and would have done so had the objec-
tions to the plan not been grave ones.
He thinks the scheme lacks in econom-
ical features. He would be glad to vote
for a proper sewer system, but does not
like to vote for a plan that will cost him
so much more than is necessary. He
lives on the hills, and in order to get any
benefit for this great outlay, he would be
obliged to spend a very large Eiim of
money besides his share of the bonds.

' MANY OPPOSED TO THE ECHEME.
A knot of young men, all taxpayers,

A. E. McDonald, Frank A. Bradshaw,
R. Zellner and W. G. Bradshaw, are all
opposed to the bonds and will do all in
their power to defeat the echeme. Their
objections are the same in the main as
nearly all the people take.

JUDGE BRCNSON's "NO."
Judge Anson Branson is for sewers

most emphatically, but opposed to the
Ballona scheme quite as emphatically.
He finds all the taxpayers he comes in
contact with are of the same mind.

[DR. R. G. CUNNINGHAM.
Dr. R. G. Cunningham is opposed to

the proposed scheme. He has been so
all the time, and finds a full majority
of the people ere so. He says Mr.Eaton's
strongeet reason for the Ballona scheme
is his strongest reason for opposing thatplan. If the sewage is all to be clari-
fied before being run into the ocean, he
thinks there is but one thinir to justify
doing that ?that is to filter the sewage at
the city limits and then use it for irriga-
tion.

A. 8. M'DOSALD INDOUBT.
A. S. McDonald is not quite sure what

to do, but thinks he will vote for tbesewers. He objects to the storm water
drains, but is inclined to have sewersanyway.

FRANK M'COY.
Frank McCoy is for sewers, but against

the Council scheme. He thinks as good

a system could be devised and executed
at a saving of one-third the ost to the
t ixpayers.

THEY ARE THROWING CP THE SI'ONUE.
Here and there one meets a Ballona-

route schemer, of the sort best charac-
terized as voxel pruteria nihil, who shouts
away tbat the bonds are sure to carry by
far more than the requisite two-thirds
majority, but he is of the tem-
per of the boy who whistles when
he passes a graveyard, to make
himself believe he is not afraid.
The more sober and rational people
who will discuss a subject on its merits,
and tell you frankly what they think,
will generally be found to say that while
they favor the bonds and want to see
them carriod, they are sure they will
fail. Many of this class are free in theirexpression of opinion that there will be
a majority vote against the bonds,
there? is certainly a very strong current
ot feeling opposed to the Ballona.
route, but all who feel that'
may ought to see to it that their
vote is polled, and each one ought to see
to it that all his neighbors who oppose
this wasteful scheme go out and express
their disapprobation in the only way
that counts, by voting against the
scheme.
