The Great Citrus Fair Closes
Tonight.

A BIG ATTEJJDAHCE YESTERDAY.

Today for San Bernardino?A Good
Pregrramme?What Visitors

Say of the Fair.

The Pomona people turned out in
large numbers yesterday to celebrate
their "day" at the citrus fair. About

COO of them came up in special excur-
sions from Pomona aDd Nor.h Pomona.
Tbe ladies were sent up from tbe depot
in a long procession of 'buses, and the
band marched up playing at tbe bead of
a considerable procession. The pavilion
was well filled during the morning, and
iv the afternoon tbere was a crowd of
2,000 in attendance, fillingthe main floor
and both the galleries.

During tbe afternoon the Pomona
Band occupied the pagoda and gave a
promenade concert. Tbe Pomonaitea
are more fortunate than the residents of
the average small city in having a band
which plays good music and plays it
extra well. Atthree o'clock the Choral
Union of Pomona, an organization of
about sixty ladies and gentlemen, sang
a couple of selections. They showed
good training and their work was re-
ceived with much applause.

Just before the Choral Union sang,
J. D. Brown, of Pomona, made a short
speech about the fair and the exhibit
wnich his district had sent. He ex-
plained that tbe people of Pomona were
not particularly disappointed at tbeir
failure to get away with the premiums.
Theirs was a new orange district, he
said, which had been in bearing only a
short time and could not hope to com-
pete with success against the older and
more experienced sections of San Ber-
nardino county. He also remarked upon
the extraordinary success of the fair, and
said that the opinion bad frequently bean
expressed in his hearing among fruit
growers of Southern California that this
fairshould be made the forerunner of a
aeries of annual citrus exhibiis.

In the evening the attendance swelled
to something little short of a jam. It
became difficult to get about, although
the floor space in the pavilion is consid-
erable. During the day and evening
$1,200 was taken in at the box-office.
The attendance was probably something
like 5,500. The total receipts so far are
$3,700. The expenses will probably not
much exceed $2,000, and today will un-
doubtedly be the best day of the fair.
The committee is likelyto come out with
tire or three thousand dollars to the
good. The people who had the audacity
to declare a couple of months ago that a
citrus fair could not be made a success
in Los Angeles, are now contemplating
these facts with no small interest.

The entertainment in the evening con-
sisted of a promenade concert by the
Ahrend orchestra and a performance by
the Turn Verein Germania. Mr. Olto
Vogel also played several selections on
the zither, which were well received.
The Turn Verein performance was under
the management of Prof. C. H Robde.
It consisted of tactics and wand exercise,
exercise on the horizontal bar, and exer-
cise on tbe vaulting table. The peif jrm-

ance was a decided success, many of the
feats beiug fullyup to the standard set
by the professional stage.

Today is tbe last day of tbe fair and it

is devoted to the successful county?San
Bernardino. The people of that section
were highlydelighted at the sweep which
they mt.de of the prizes, and propose to
turn out en masse. Special trains will be
run which will not leave this city on the
return until the fair closes in the even-
ing. Itwillremain open until 11 or 12
o'clock.

From telegrams received yesterday by
the San Bumardino committee itis evi-
dent chat the visitors from that county
will number nearly a thousand. The
Riverside orchestra, the Redlands
orchestra, the Riverside military band
and probably the Sin Bernardino mili-
tary band and the Waterman Rifles will
be in attendance. The visitors willform
a procession and willmarch up from the
depot in a body. In the afternoon there
willbe concerts by the Redlands orches-
tra and by the Riverside ladies'
orchestra.

This morning the children from the
two orphan asylums will be admitted to
the fair free, and will be each one pre-
sented with an orange. School children
will be admitted for ten cents up to 6
o'clock.

The programme in the evening will be
in charge of the Woman's Reliei Corps
of the G. A. R. Itis as follows: Tab-
leaux, "Photograph Gallery," Mrs.
Carey; calisthenic exercises, Miss Rich-
ards and class; vocal music; Chinese
dance, Prof. Kramer's pupils; flag drill
by a corps cf twenty-five young ladies.
This is an entertainment which willat-
tract a large number of people.

Itwill interest the Los Angelea public
to know bow people from the outside re-
gard the fair. Sigo Myers, the first vice-
president of the Jacksonville, Fla.,
Chamber of Commerce, visited the fair
in company with Secretary Patton, of
our own chamber. He said that he had
visited all the principal citrus fairs held
in Florida and other Southeru States,
and in New York City, and that he
never saw any aggregation of fruit that
came near equaling this. He grew very
enthusiastic over the magnificence of
the display and the superior excellence
of the fruit, and declared that the palm
must go to California for citrus fairs. A
number of gentlemen from the northern
part of the State have at various times
Iexpressed themselves to the effect that
the lair quite outshines the one st Oro-

ville. Tbe latter contained a number of
artistically arranged displays, but as a
citrus fairentirely failed to come up to
this.

THE BOND ELECTION.
The People Vote Against the

Storm-Ural »*.

The election yesterday to decide
whether bonds to tbe amount of $527,000
should be issued for the construction of
storm-drains, was not so quiet as that on
tbe previous day, although there was not
so many votes polled. There was'more
argument beard in tbe neighborhood of
the pollingplaces, and in some instances
the discussion became quite heated. It
was stated tbat those in favor of the out-
fall sewer were out in full free, doing
everything in their power to insure the
carrying of the bonds today. It waa
even admitted that they were trading
their votes, agreeing to vote against the
storm-drain bondp, providing those
they traded with will vote for
the outf»ll eewer bonds today.
Itwas evident from the remarks made
that tbe main effortof those in favor of
the bonds will be made today, and all
sorts of arguments were beard. Itwas
stated that the interior system would not
be any use unless an outfall is provided,
and several maps were noticed in the
hands of those arguing for the bonds.
There were a number of people yester-
day who declared themselves opposed to
the voting of any more bonds at -this
time. They were of tbe opinion tbat it
would be time {enough to vote for more
bonds when the interior sewers have
been completed.

The votes were counted and the ballots
tamed over to tbe City Clerk as early as
7.30 o'clock last night. The total vote
cast was 5,331, of which 2,919 were for
the issuance of tbe bonds and 2,412
against; necessary to carry the bonds,
3.554. The vote by wards and precincts
was as follows:

Tbe election today will be to decide
whether bonds to the amount of $696,775
shall be issued for the construction of an
outfall sewer via Ballona. The polling
places are tbe same aa yesterday and
were published in the Herald Thursday
morning,

The Santa Fe will make a number of

changes in its time-table, not a few of
them in the form of add it ions to the
present number of trains. Between
Lamanda Park and Pasadena there will
be eight trains each way daily except

a.m., 2:30, 4:00, 10:30 p.m., 7:40 and
8:50 a.m.

Freight business is reported good
also, although not many oranges are
moving. The Southern Pacific cent a
special of twenty-one cars eastward yes-
terday. Two extra freight crews were put
on its Yuma division.

J. C. Stubbs, of the Southern Pacific,
and C. S. Mellon, of the Union Pacific,
left San Francisco yesterday to go to San
Diego, representing their roads in the
TrafficConvention.

Itia reported that therolling stock and
other assets of the Los Angeles and Pa-
cificroad are to b9 shipped to San Fran-
cisco aud sold to satisfy the creditors of
the road.

Frank A. Kimball, of San Diego, Bays
that while President Manvel, of the
Santa Fe, was in this city he outlined a
plan wh<cb he had for a permanent ex-
hibit of Southern California products in
Chicago. Mr. Manvel proposed to pro-
vide a hall in the center of the city, and
to pay all expenses of its care. The pro-
ducts for the exhibit were to be tar-
nished by the people of Southern Cali-
fornia, and to be exhibited as coming
not from any special section, bat from
the whole southern part of the State.
The plan has not been completely ma-
tured as yet, but it is under considera-
tion by the Santa Fe Company.
