He
talked with me at that time. "He asked
me where Lauterio was. He said he
wanted to see him, and if I knew where
he was he wanted to speak with him;

The
next day I met him again and he asked
me the same questions.

There was
nothing particular in his manner. I
never had any other conversations with
him. These conversations took place at
the office of the City Auditor.

J. B. Binford testified: I was teller in
the Farmers and Merchants Bank in
1888. I don’t remember of ever having
seen a warrant drawn on the general
school fund for the sum of $3.840, No.
1,712, drawn in favor of G. H. Delevan.
I never cashed such a warrant.

Aaron Smith testified: I am Deputy
County Auditor.

Q —Did you ever see this report of the
Treasurer of this county for the mo=th of
June, 1888.

A —This is not the Treasurer’s report,
It is merely & copy of the paid or can-
celed warrants,

Q- —Whbo checked off these warrants ?

A. Mr, Blackburn and myself.

Q.—For what purpose did you check
off these warrants ?

A.—For the purpose of tracing up lost
or misging warrants.

J. M. Elliott testified: I am cashier of
the First National Bank. I am acquainted
witht the defendant. [Witnees shuwn a
statement.] This is a statement of the
moneys deposited and drawn out of our
bank by A. A. Montafio. Oa July 13,
1888, it shows§ by this document
that Montafio deposited $3,700. It
was 8 new account., To the best of my
knowledge and belief this is a true ac-
count of a transaction betweem A. A.
Montafio and the First National Bank on
July 13. 1888.

Q —What do you mean by a new ac-
count ?

A.—Not that he had had no previous
account with the bank, but that this de-
posit was to be & new and special entry
upon our books. It was in gold. To the
best of my knowledge and belief this
paper is & correct transcript of the rec-
ords of the books of that date. I have
geen it before, but have not compared it
with the books.

E. T. Wright testified : Am acquainted
with the defendant. On or about July
18, 1888, I sold him two lots. He gave
me $1,000, a check for $1,300 and some
gold. I think the check was on the
Firet National Bank. I got the check on
the 20th of July. It was for $1,350. I
had no other traunsaction with the de-
fendant during that month.

Cross-examined—Fully a month be-
fore this transaction I accompanied him
to Santa Monica, and he told me that he
expected some money. I believe that
he seid that the money he expected was
from the Quimby ranch.

W. R. Blackman testified: I have
been engaged in the business of expert
accountant for about twenty years. I
have experted considerably on the books
of county officers. I am acquainted with
the defendant. In 1888 I made an ex-
pert examination of the County Auditor’s
books. I made two, one in December,
1888, at the instigation of the Board of
Bupervigors. I did not examine the paid
warrants. My clerk discovered the miss-
ing warrant,

Dietrict Attorney Kelly testified: I
am acquainted with the defendant. I
had a conversation with him during the
month of August,last summer. We had
had several conversations in regard to
this warrant. I asked him if he pro-
posed to make the money good. He re-
plied: “I guess not. I will spend
money to fight the case.”

Cross-examined.—1 have not instituted
proceedings against the bondemen for the
reason that they had informed one of my
deputies that they would settle the mat-
ter. One of my deputies, Mr. Marble,
told me that one of the previous judges

had asked him not to prosecute Montafio
in a civil suit for the reason that his
bondsmen would settle.
