
CHAMBER OF COMMERCE

Important Matters Consid-
ered by that Body.

A CHICAGO PERMANENT EXHIBIT.

Special Meeting; Called for Next
Saturday?Eighty-Five New

Members Elected.

Tne Chamber of Commerce met yes-

terday afternoon in their new quarters,
on Main street. About seventy-five
members were present. After the read-
ing ofthe minutes, President Jones said
that there were several gentlemen pres-
ent who had matters of importance to
bring up, and who could not remain
through the meeting. He called upon
Dan Freeman and £. F. Spence to state
the matter in question.

Dan Freeman said: There is a bad im-
pression of California prevalent through-
out the East, which nothing but a per-
manent and first-class exhibit of our
products in Chicago and New York will
remove. There are thousands who
would come here if they knew what this
country can produce. Wnile in Europe
Ihad some correspondence with Presi-
dent Manvel, of the Santa Fe, on this
matter. He agreed that if we would
raise the money to keep the exhibit in
order, and would send on two gentlemen
to take charge of it, the company would
Bupply a room on the ground floorof the
Kialto building, in Chicago. This build-ing is excellently located for the pur-
pose, being just opposite the Board of
Trade. Its rental is $3,000 a year.
The road supplies the room and
will carry our exhibits, and all
persons connected with the display free
of charge. We ought to be able to raise
the money to make such an undertaking
a success, and keep it going fur two
years, that is, up to the time of the
World's Fair. Tnere should be a similar
exhibit in New York also. San Diego
and San Bernardino counties should be
included, and a sum of $1,500 a month
ought to be raised. I believe that
twenty men can be found in this city
who will put up $40 or $50 a month for
two years. I have talked with a num-
ber of citizens about the plan, and have
found them unanimously in favor of it.

E. F. Spence was called upon. He
said: There is hardly any one present, I
think, who will not admit the advantage
of this plan. Mr. Freeman has pledged
himself to give $49 a month for two
years. Iwill guarantee $500 a year for
two years. We never have been suit-
ably represented in the East. We
should have had quarters in Chicago
and New York. There willbe no trouble
in raising the necessary amount of
money.

M. L. Wicks said that there was no
question about the advantage of the ex-
hibit in Chicago; the only question was
how to raise the necessary funds. He
suggested that four lists be started; one
at $40 a month, one at $20, one at $10and one at $5. For himself, he would be
willingXa go down on the $20 a month
list for two years. Mr. Wicks expressed
the view that the Santa Fe road should
do mort toward bearing the expense of
the undertaking.

President Jones said that the acquisi-
tion of this new hall by the chamber
would greatly facilitate the work of col-
lecting the exhibit. Tne initiatory work
should be done in Los Angeles, as it is
the metropolis of Southern California,
but the exhibit should be raised from the
entire section.

Mr. Freeman eaid that tbe matter had
been brought up before the Chamber of
Commerce because that seemed the ap-
propriate organization to undertake the
work. He suggested that a special
meeting be called to act on the matter.
He thought that the Santa Fe was doing
its share in providing the hall for the
exhibit, and as an example of President
Manvel's interest in this country, Mr.
Freeman told how he had brought
wealthy and prominent Chicago people
out here in order that they might ob-
serve its development.

Dr. Bryant said tbat if two exhibits
were organized, one of them should cer-
tainly be at Chicago, but the other had
better be at Boston, or at Minneapolis
and St. Paul.

Itwas moved and carried that a spe-
cial meeting of the chamber be held next
Saturday afternoon at 3 o'clock, to which
the public generally be invited, to take
steps toward the organizing of perma-
nent exhibits in Chicago and New York.

C. M. Wells suggested that, as the
undertaking was to be one in which all
of Southern California was interested,
that efforts should be made to have rep-
resentatives from the commercial bodies
of the adjoining counties present. The
secretary was directed to correspond
with these bodies for that purpose.

Dr. Bryant offered some resolutions
with regard to preparation forthe World's
Fair. They set forth tbat the chamber
should make early application to the man-
agers of the fairfor space in which to set
out, when the time came, California
plants and trees. His idea was that these
should be started in boxes now, so that
they could be transplanted without dif-
ficulty. The resolutions were referred to
a committee previously appointed to take
charge of this work, and on motion it
was decided to get in an early applica-
tion for space at the fair.

The secretary then read the list of the
following eighty-five candidates for mem-
bership in the chamber, and they were
elected by ballot:

President Jones made a long report
about the Pacific Coast Board of Com-
merce, and also on the chamber's exhibit
at San Francisco.

The secretary reported that the publi-
cation which the committee on statis-
tics have in hand for the chamber is in
the hands of the printer.

The amendments to the constitution
proposed at the last meeting by H. C.
Witmer were read and passed. They
Abolish the executive committee.

C. M. Walla announced that he had

asked L. N. Breed and H. C. Witmer to
act with him as representatives of the
chamber on the committee which had
been appointed to decide what to do with
the premium money won by Los Angeles
county at the citrus fair.

?r. Widney reported from the com-
mittee on com mew that the $128,000 15,
balance of unused funds of tbe harbor
appropriation would be expended for
dredging, and the work would bsgin
June Ist.

A motion was passed that no smoking
be allowed in the meeting room of the
chamber.

M. L. Wicks moved, and it was car-
ried, that the report of the committee on
legislation, made some time ago on the
subject of the mortgage tax, be printed
and sent to the other commercial bodies
ofthe State.

The chamber then adjourned.

THE COURT-MARTIAL.
Temiiuoiij far Botn Side* In?An

Adjournment.

The court-martial which is sitting in
the case of Colonel W. H. H. Russell
has adjourned until April 7th. Itmet
yesterday morning at 9 o'clock to com-
plete the rebuttal testimony of the prose-
cution. Ms jorBonebrake was the only
witness. He testified that at the first
court of inquiry it was discovered that
according to the accounts of Colonel
Russell, allowing all bills receipted and
unreceipted which he had in his posses-
sion, about $2,900 had been expended in
excess of receipts. Colonel Russell at
the time waived all claim to this amount,
and the court made no recommendation
with regard to it. Colonel Russell, how-
ever, credited himself with the amount.

Attbe conclusion of the examination
of Major Bonebrake the testimony of
Colonel Russell taken yesterday was read
by the shorthand reporter for the beneit
of Major McKelvey, who had been ab-
sent while it was given.

This ended the taking of testimony.
As several members of the court hadimportant business on their hands it was
decided to adjourn until April 7th, at
which time the arguments in the case
will be heard.

The court in the Palmer caee will
meet today and come to a decision.

An Attachment Milt.
George W. Daw brings an attachment

suit against John B. Niles and alleges
that Niles received from him June 10,
1887, $9,000 to be used for plaintiffin
jbuying real estate, and that Niles did so
invest $4,500, but appropriated the other
half of the money and has up to this
time concealed from Daw the fact of
such appropriation. D.tw also charges
that Niles on June 22, 1887, while hold-
ing a power of attorney forhim, sold
real property vested in him to A. E.
Pomeroy, Chas. M. Stimpson and
George Srimp-on without any money
consideration, but receiving from these
parties certain lots and parcels of land in
Alhambra, and others at Puente, which
property said Niles is still possessed of.
He asks that said Niles be declared
simply a trustee for such property.
Daw also revokes the power of attorney
held by Niles.
