Redondo Beacu, Jan. 10.?Hearty en-

ooniiuma are heard this morning from
every reader of the Herald in our com-
munity upon the splendid improvement
and enlargement inaugurated today by
that sterling and high-toned journal and
organ of the Democracy of Southern
California.

The steamship Corona, Captain Hall,
came in and docked at Redondo wharf
at 1 ;45 this morning, landing 210 tons
of merchandise and 30 passengers for
this city. The heavy tonnage of the
Corona waß discharged in five hours,
and she waa en route for southern ports
on about schedule time, a few minutes
before 7 o'clock a.m,

sleeting ot tbe City Trustee* ? local
Happening*.

Pasadena, Jan. 10.?The board of
trustees met in regular session this
afternoon. Tbe minutes of the last reg-
ular session were read and approved.

Dr. Frary addressed the board, stat-
ing tbat survey had been marie on
Grand avenue preparatory to straight-
ening that avenue.

Mr. J. W. Wood also addressed tbe
board in relation to the (trading, curb-
ing and guttering of Los Rohle i avenue
from the tracks of the Sauta Fe railroad
to Villa street. He asked tbat the prop-
erty owners be permitted to do the
work instead of having the contract let
by the city at an increased expanse for
advertising, etc. He also asked tbat
the petition already presented to have
the avenue graded be withdrawn.

The whole matter, including the open-
ing of bids for the proposed work, was
laid over for one week.

Aresolution waa adopted authorizing
Mr. J. W. Scoville to begin at once and
make changes necessary to straighten
Grand avenue south of Colorado court,
in accordance with a Burvey prepared by
tbe city engineer.

All bills were referred to the auditing
and finance committee without reading.

The report of tne same committee rec-
ommending th« payment of bills to the
amount of $500.79 was received, and war-
rants ordered drawn for tbe amount
named.

A petition was received, signed by

several Colorado street merchantß, ata-
ting tho electric light at the corner of
Colorado street and Broadway burned
during tbe month of November when
the other street lamps were lighted.
The petition was received and on motion
the bill of the Electric Light company
for the disputed light allowed.

Councilman Cox delivered a short
speech to the board stating that consid-
erable complaint was being made by
parties owning wash houses located at a
distance from the sewer mains, against
the ordinance recently passed by tbe
council requiring a!l laundries to con-
nect witb the sewer. He stated that
the laundry people thought the oity
ought to lay sewer mains within a rea-
sonable distance from their property.
No action was taken in the matter.

City Engineer J. D. Sadwick submit-
ted a report accompanied by a map
showing tne northern bouudary of the
city as established by his recent survey
of the same. The report was received
and placed on file.

The board then p.djourned to meet
Saturday afternoon, the 213t, at 2 p. m.
The delinquent list willbe gone over at
this meeting.
