THE SCHOOL TREASURY EMPTY,

The Board of Eduecation Con-
fronted by a Defleit,

High School Teachers’ Salaries Set
Back to the 0Old Figures.

Mr. Flizgerald Appears with a Protest.
The Financial Condiiion of the
School ¥and Found te De
in & Bad Shape.

The board met at §:10 p. m,, with Dr.
Pepper, chairman, presiding., A full
board wae present, The minutes of ths
previous meeting were read and ap-
proved.

MR. FITZGERALD'S PROTEST.

A communication was read from W,
J. Fitzgerald, protesting against being
prevented from teaching in the Tenth-
street echocl, to which he claims a
right, having been recommended to
that position by the former board.

Mr. Trask said that the present board
had nothing to do with the acts of the
old board. Mr, Fiizgerald had gone
about in a bulldozing manner and
threatened to make it hot for the pres-
ent board if be does not get his place,
He for one did not propose fo be bull-
dozed in this manner,

On Mr. Pattee’s motion, Mr. Fitzger-
ald was allowed to come before the
board and epesak in his own defense,

Mr, Fitzgerald entered and beld in his
hand a copy of the DaiLy Herarp of
October 4th, in which be read a report
from the teachers’ committee, presented
by Mrs. Hughes, chairman of that com-
mittee, that four substitute teachers, of
whom he wae one, be given positions as
permanent teachera just as soon as such
vacancies tmight occur. Mr, Fitzgerald
continued that he was third on the list
of substitute feachers named in the re-
port as adopted, but when a vacancy
did come about he was not given the
place a8 promised. The minutes of the
hoard for the meeting of October 3d
were then read.

On motion of Mr. Stine the matter
was referzed to the teachers’ committee.
COMMUNICATIONS,

The petition of Margaret E. Glyck,
agking for a further exteneion of her
leave of absence, granted in September
last, was also referred to the teachers’
committee,

A request was then read from the
Lyceuwa league, agking for the use of
the High achool building for purposes of
debate once a month, and was digcuesed
considerably, Mr, Platt tuking the ground
that the board had no right to grant the
use of the iligh echool other than for
school purposes. Mr. Friesner ex-
pressed his belief that these lycenm de-
bates were strictly within tbe line of
education, and thought the request a
reagonable one.
the request was granted.

PUT ON TIIE BRAKES,

In accordance with the report of the
finance committee and alsoin cbedience
to instructions of the city council, a
communiecation was read from C. A.
Luckenbach, city clerk, to the effect
that the board conld not have any funds
during the ensuing year other than
thosc apportioned by the annual tax
levy for school purpases.

Councilman Nickell, who was prerent,
was called within the bar to addrees the
board, and eaid by way of explanation
that the ruling would not prevent the
council from loaning morey to the
board for the use of the city schools,
just as had been done on a mumber of
former occagions, from other available
funds.

BARTLETT STREET PROPERTY,

A petition from property owners on
Bartlett street, prepared for pregentation
to the city council, agking that such
street be graded, graveled, and curbed
with redwood, was eigned by the preesi-
dent on behalf of the board, the same
being desirable, aa 150 feet of real eatate
belonging to the echool fronts on that
street.

THE STATE’'S HEALTR,

KExtracts from the Report of the Btate
Eoard of Health,

The state board of health has issued
its report for December, from which the
following extracta are taken:

Mortality reports from 108 cities,
towns, villages and sanitary disiricts,
having an aggregate population of 818,-
764, give 1165 deaths from all eauses in
Pecember, This corresponds to & death
rate of 1.41 per 1000, or 16 92 per 1000
per annum. There were 18) due to con-
sumption, 134 to puenmonia, 51 o bron-
chitis, 6 to congestion of the lungs, 14 to
diarrboca and dysentery, 14 to cholera
infantum, 650 to other diseases of the
stomach and bowele, 27 to diphtheria,

U | 15 to eroup, 9 to scarlating, 1 to gmall=

pox, 2 to whooping cough, 24 to typhoid
fever, 8 to cerebro-gpinal fever, 40 to
cancer, 1 to erysipelas, 100 to diseages of
the heart, 8 to alcoholism, one to'la
grippe and 467 to all other causges.
Zymotic diseases caused 1 48 per cent
of all the deaths during the month.
December compares favorably with the
corresponding month of the past three
yeara, In Dccember, 1800, the death
rate per 1000 of the population was 1.67,
in December, 1801, 2.19 per 1000, while
the past mounth reached but 1,41 per
1000, One death from smallpox was re-
ported from Temescal.

Dr. D, W, Mott of Santa Pzula re-
ported but one death from hia locality.
It occurred in a female native of the
Atlantic statee, aged 103 years. He
added in parenthesis the information
that she had both emoked and chewed
tobacco eince 16 vearaof age. . . .

Three crres of smalipox were reported
from San Francisco. The origin of the
disease could not be determined. The
preventive measures adopted were strict
quarantine by removal to smalipox hos-
pital, the vaccination of all exposed
pereons and disinfection of premises oe-
cupied by patiente, where discovered.
Another case is reported from Fresno,
as being a patient in the pesthouse.with
all precantions taken. Dr. E.S.O’Brien
of Merced reported that Dr. Qastle of
his c:ty had informed him that he had
attended & case 30 miles eaet of that
place, in Mariposa county. No farther
particulars haves been obtained. An-
other case has been reported at Swingle
station, 10 miles west of Sacramento,
very recently ; source of contagion un-
known. Strict seclusion and vaccina-
tion of exposed pergons are the meas-
ures that bave been adopted.

A resolution in force makes it obliga-
torv on the secretary of the state board
of health to promptly notify the secre-
taries of sll other state and provincial
boards of health of any cases of small-
pex in the state, the object being to re-
strict the diseage to the narrowest pos-
gible limits, The code provides for
notificaticn of all dangerous contagious
or infectious diseases by local boards of
health. - - v %

Now is & .good time to vaccinate. The
contemplation of the probabilities of
an epidemic of cholera during the eom-
ing summer should not dull our sensi-
hilities concerning other necessities.
With several points in the interior of
the state for emallpox to start from, it is
quite probable that it will spread to
some congrderable extent before it cam
be stamped out,
