A PROPOSED ACT

To the Manufacture and Sale
of FERTILIZERS.

If you think tlie proposed act, published below, beneficial and tending to the best
Horticultural and Agricultural interests of the State, please express your approval by
signing the petition, cut it aud the proposed law out, and mail them to Baruch & Wood-
bridge, 901 and 903 Macy street, Los Angeles, who will see that it is propsrly presented to
the Legislature now in session.

1, That every commercial fertilizer
which shall be offered for sale in this
state shall be accompaniod by an analy-
sis stating the percentage therein of
ammonia, or its equivalent in nitrogen ;
of potash in any form or combination,
soluble in distilled water ; and cf phos-

phoric acid in any form or combination ;
Ithe portion of p iosphoric acid soluble
in distilled water; and that portion solu-
ble iv a neutral solution of citrate of
ammonia, not exceeding 150 degrees F.;

' and that portion of phosphoric acid not
soluble in either of the above named
fluids, shall be determined separately ;
and tbe material from which the phos-
phoric acid is obtained, shall also be

istated; a legible statement of such an-

Ialysis, together with the net weight of
\u25a0 each package Bhall nccompany all pack-
!ages or lotß ofone hundred pounds Bold,

offered, or txposed for sale.

2. That the chemist of the College of
Agriculture shallbethelnspector of Fer-
tilJ zers ;it shall be his duty to analyze
one or more samples of every kind of

commercial fertilizers coming within the
provisions of this act, which may be of-
fered for sale within the state, aud of
which he shall be informed. It shall,
also, be bis duty to publish, in tabulated
form, tho results of his analyses, stating
tbe name of the manufacturer or manu-
facturers, the guaranteed analyses of the
manufacturer or manufacturers, and the
percentage of plant foods found by the
chemist in the samples analyzed.

3. That manufacturers, dealers and
all persons interested, may obtain an
analysis by notifying the Chemist of the
College of Agriculture, upon which noti-
fication be shall bo authorized to anal-
yze at his discretion, samples selected by
himself, and to furnish certified copies,
of such analyses to tho person on whose
application they were made.

5. That the sum of one thousand
dollars be and is hereby appropriated
for the use of the Chemist of the College
of Agriculture, to be expended aB he
shall deem fit for carrying out the pro-
visions of this act,

6. That any person selling, offering or
exposing for sale auy commercial fertil-
izer, without the analysis required by the
first section of this act or with an analy-
sis stating that the said fertilizer con-
tains a large percentage of any one or
more of the constituents mentioned ia
paid first section than is contained there-
in, shall bs guilty of a misdemeanor,
punishable by line of fifty dollars for
the first offense and one hundred dollars
for each subsequent offense; provided
further that the provisions of this section
ehall not apply to any manure sold at
a price not to exceed one-half a cent
per pound, nor to pure ground, unown-
ed and unsteamed bones.

4. That the chemist of the College of
Agriculture shall receive for each certif-
icate of analysis made by him, upon the
request of manufacturers, dealers or
other persons interested, a sum not to
